Lyceum 111l was filled-last night with a large, re-
spectable antn'ppreciative audience, anxious to hear
the history and prospectsof Nicaragua, set forth by
one of the most distinguished citizens of that repub-
li, (l.' E. J. C. Kewen. A number of'ladies graced
the hall with their presence.

gal. Kewen was introduced to the audience by
Pierre Soule, Esq. He was warmly greeted-a com-
plimnint which he acknowledged in a happy manner.

The Colonel then took up his subject and treated it
with a vigor, truthfulness and eloquence that held his
hearers in the profoundest attention and admiration.
The ancient glory of Central America, as evidenced
by the rains with which the country abounds, and its
barbarism when discovered by the Spaniards, were
eloquently pictured as the dispensation which Provi-
dence visits upon human greatness whenever it over-
tops itself. The condition of the Isthmus when under
thflpannish yoke, miserable and degraded; and its
eon ition from its emancipation to the time of Walker's
advent in Nicaragua, were portrayed in the most
vivid language.

Then, the career of Walker in that country-his
patriotism, his undying energy, his struggles and
trials, and his present glorious position, were set
forth in a manner that aroused the loudest enthusiasm
of his hearers. The character of Walker, the differ-
ence between his ambition and thatof the mercenary
Spaniards who first subdued the barbarians of the I
country, was reviewed with masterly effect. The
destiny of Nicaragua was finally set forth with an
enthusiasm that fascinated the audience, whilst it did
not exceed the bounds of probability. The Colonel
having been interrupted throughout his discourse by I
the demonstrations of his hearers, concluded amid an
increased uproar of applause.

We went prepared to take such notes of the speech
*Is would enable us to give a proper idea of it to our
readers this morning, but it proved to be one of those
speeehes which had better be reported in full, or not
at all. It was the outpouring of a manly, enthusiastic
heart, clotfied with all the beauties of a scholastic
acquirement and the armor of genuine oratory. We
never heard the past, the present anid the future of
any country portrayed with more beauty and ability.
It was, in short, an address worthy of its glorious
subject, and one which reflected the highest honor
upon the speaker.

TIE POLICE AND FIRE ALARM TELE-
GRAPHE.

The introduction of the Police and Fire Alarm Tel-

egraph in Philadelphia has proved not only a conve-

nience to the public, but a great auxiliary to the au- I

thorities in suppressing riots and rows, and enforcing f
the city ordinances generally. Bickiell's Reporter, I
published in Philadelphia, speaking of this telegraph t
and its great convenience, says :

There are two distinct sets of wires, spreading all t
over the city. The first is the police telegraph, con-
nesting the various police stations with the central
office. The instrument s the most compnlete in use,
and yet so simple that a child can be taught to operate
with it in a few minutes; and it is used oIbr ll kinks
of business connected awitll the police. The fire alarmn
telegraph is entirely distinct from the police, consist-
inmg of a number of wires radiating from the central
office, and connecting with the alarm stations distribu-
ted throughout the city, at a distance of two or three
squares apart. The apparatus in these stations is so
arranged that the simple pushing of a button from
right to left sets it in motion, and the precise locality
of the lire is transmitted with unerrin cerotainty to
the main or central station, from which it is conmmu-
nicated instantly to all stations in the city.

By the police telegraph, the misor can issue his
orders to any part of the city asseilble his offllicers at
any point at the shortest notice, or receive informa-
tion of riots, accidents, tires or any other cause
needing his attention, withiout the dely of sending a
special messenger. By it the coroner is summoned to
all parts of tihe city. at a great saving of tine and
expense, and often in eases lheie such time is valu-
able. By it the police of one distlict can notitY their
comrades of another to Ie on their guard against
parties going from one to the othler, aid a grneral
understonding on every p aticular culject caln be had
et a moment's notice.

Through tihe telegraph, strayed and stolen iani-
mals ace daily recovered. At the time we elltered the
office, the operatives were engaged at their inltri-
ments. One was trelnsmittlrg tI, thie variols wards

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Talk oil 'Clange.

The chief topic yesterday was the wthe weather. It was C
supposed by many, not accustomed to our climate,
that it was unseasonable; yet similar weather has I
frequently happened within the last half century.
However as yesterday morning forebode bad weather,
there was not much business transacted in the early
part of the day, nor sufficient in the afternoon to
make up for the lost forenoon, although it was passa-
ble buhsiness weather.

The receipts of cotton yesterday were very light,
being by the Gem, from Napoleon, 1010 bales ; Capi-
tol, from Bayou Sara, 340; and Camden, from Shreve- F
port, 720 bales.

The receipts on Saturday and Sunday were to a
fair extent, say 12,20i bales. Thear receipts are not
large for the season and the crop whichl is expected.
Yet the movement in cotton yesterday was character-
ized by considerable listlesosness, which is presumed
to arise from the fact that most of the orders for
French account are nearly completed, and that North-
ern manufacturers are well supplied for tile present.
Bat the most inlportant qouetion which pre-ents it-
self, and which will occupy tile nminds of cotton deal-
ers, is the quantity of American cotton on hand in
Liverpool on the 31dt of next month. Soomc esti ates
have been made on this side, that the stool: will
barely exceed 100,000 bales : then to meet this, there
are estimates fromn the other ide, that thile entire
1stock in Liverpool (not tie kingdomt) will be within
250,000 and 273,000 bales, which. of course, is great-
ly below the stock at the correrpnrlding time slat
year. Be this as it may, b layers who have heretofoir
been in tile advance ill purchasing aind shiilping, do
not seem inclined to enter tile market under pre-ent
rates and indications for tile future. Tire ulart
tendency of fereights, which always inltience thle mar-
ket, will be checked by the general dirinclination of
buyers to purchase. Thie vessels now up and loading
will take all the cotton which has been purI'based.
The tonnage in port has received since Saturday an
addition of tell good sized vsssel. The current rates
of jd. to Liverpool an lc. to IIavre, for cotton, will

pay well, even if vessels have to come back with salt
Ias hallast.

Considerable intere-t is felt in the socucer of the
line of -tcamlhips cantemplated to run regularly be-
tween this port and Iiavre, touching at tile French
West India Mosand-. and also at Havana. The Alma,
the first arrival of the line, is new di-charging cargo
at Louisa street wharf, Third Di-trict, and leaves on
her retiurn trip on the 5th llecemiber. This oilers a
desirable olpportunity t i those desiring to go to, Cuba

Sfior the winter, and as fieigbht are abundant for
Htare, there will be no doubt but that tibe ships of
the line will have as much as they cant carry, and at
the bret paying prices. If l•iciernt patronage is ex-
tended t it, this line nwill be-:oae one of the fixed
thingsof roiil city.
