The United States Mail steamship Empire City,
Griffin, commander, from New York via Havana, ar-
rived here last evening at 7 o'clock.

Purser Denison, has kindly furnished us with the
following memoranda:

The Empire City left New York on the 17th, at 2
P.M. 31 Arrived at Htavana on the 25th at sunrise, af-
ter a pleasant passage of "5 days and 14 .hours.
Hlere she anchored to await the arrival of the Granada,
landingfifty-four passengers and $150,000 in specie.
The West India mail steamer Solent arrived at 11 A.
3I. the same day, last from Vera Cruz, followed by
the Philadelphia at 53 . 31., from New Orleans for
New York, all well on board. The Philadelphia re-
ported heavy weather daturing the passage. The Eng-
lish brig-of-war Atalanta, from a cruise outside, also
arrived the same afternoon. 23d. Tihe Quaker City
from Mobile for New York entered the harbor the
next morning, and the Philadelphia left at 10 o'clock
A. M. for New York. Sunrise next morning, 25th,
brought in the tranada from Aspinwall, Nov. 20, fol-
lowed shortly iutter by the French propeller Arago,
from Havre tbr New Orleans via Havana. The
Granada brought eighty-two passengers and eight
bags of mail from San Francisco Nov. 5th, per Pacific
Steaml hip Company'astreamship Sonora. The Sonora
arrived at Panama on the 19th, bringing 380 pasaen-
gers, 2,221,000, and over 300 hags of mail. The It-
linoiswas to have left Aspinwall at 4 P. M. on the

Dcstructivr Fire In St. Louis.

THREE fCYDRED TIr(CSNDt ALLtAb WOTTH OF
PROPERITY DFTROYED.

The St. Louis Repulican, of the 20th inst., sys :
As we go to press, the new block known as the

"City Buildings,' are burning withoot the chance of
saving any portion of them. The fire broke out. as
we understand, in the first story of the hoose third
from Market street, on Commercial, in the store of
W. 0. Wheeler & Co. It would be useless at the late
hour at which we write to attempt to detail the losses.
Amon the losers, however, are Lamoreanx & Ander-
son, . 0. Wheeler & Co., J. E. Elder, Betts & Mel-
lon. S. J. Wetherill, Gordon & Co., S. Anders, Sim-
mons & Leadbeater, M. E. Power, Sanford & 'Crane,
J. J. Roe, W. H. Jennings, Henry Whitmore, S. fM.
Edgell & Co., Corcoran & Mulholland, Exchange
Coffee-House, Theobold & Co.. Angelrodt & Barth,
James E. Danrt. Scott & Whitelaw.

The fire raged not long before the walls commenced
falling in, first that on the north end, then the parti-
tion, thirdly the rear, afterwards the front, and ulti-
mately the entire npper stories. Several barrels of
whisky and kegs of powder, stored on the premises,
exploded and eased much alarm.

These buildings were among the finest in the city.
They formed a block of eleven five-story houses, were
built some three or four years ago at a cost of ̂ $17.'-
000. and were sold a year or two ago to different
gentlemen of this city. As well as we recollect, S. B.
Wiggins, Col. R. Campbell, Dr. Joseph Clark, the
estate of John Kern, James H. Lucas, Felix Coste,
and perhaps one or two others, are the present
owners. We presume that the most of them are in-
sured. The loss is very heavy, reaching, probably,
$300,000.

For more than an hour flakes of fire filled the sky,
threatening destruction to that part of the town im-
mediately west of it, but no further damage was done.
The wind was from the east, saving the hotta at the
levee in front of the burning block, but endangering
everything to the west of it. The new block of build-
ings desigfed for "the Exchange," and in course of
erection, was not materially injured.
In regard to insurance, nothing definite is aster

tained. It Is premsmed that a majority of offices and
agencies in the city, that take fire risks, are account-
able for a portion of the loss by this disaster.
