In the New York Sun, of the 27th, the following
spcuclations and predictions appear :

WALEnR DONE ieeH.-The recent disclosnres made
through our columns of the motives and character of
the adventurous Walker, have attracted the universal
attention of the press, and elicited strong expressions
of opinion that the ex-President of thle short-lived
Republic of Lower California is not the man to re-
generate Nicaragua. It will, hereafter, be a discredit
to any man to he Walker's friend and follower; and
ae see but one way of saving thie Nicaraguan move-

mcnt from faih're, and that is by the deposition of
Walker from the leadership, and the election of some
other man of capacity,in whose word and honor men
can place reliance. If this is not done, though Walker
may struggle on a little while longer, his fate is
sealed.

If the Nicaraguan movement can only be saved
" by the deposition of Walker," it is past salvation.
Ite was its originator, and is its head, its stay, its life
and its soul. Besides, he is the duly elected President
of the Republic, having been chosen over all comrnpe
titors by an immense majority of the voters of that
aountry. Then, it would be a rather difficult matter

to depose him. IIe is now in a stronger position than
ever; is idolized by his soldiers ; and is generally
popular with the native people. iHe is only unpopular
with those pestilent leaders who have kept Nicaragua
in a state of anarchy and confusion for the last twenty
years, which has led to her present impoverishment,
degradation and rain.

By her arrival we confidently expect to receive news
that General Walker--that glorious, gallant and noble
man--has achieved a final trinmph over the enemies
of Central America, and that he occupies a position
as impregnable as the Rock of Gibralter, so far as
domestic oppositions and organizations are concerned.

That wonderful institution, known in law as the
United States Post-Offce Department,affords very in-
secure means of transit for valuable letters. Indeed,
money is lost continually by those foolish enough to
trust anything to Judge Campbell's oficials. We are
sufferers to the extent of several hundred dollars per
annum. BIut there is no recourse--no redress.
And what makes the matter worse is, that our coun-
try subscribetr frequently blame us severely where
we are innocent, and the postmasters and contractors
exclusively at fault.
In reference to this topic the Nacogdoches (Texas)

Chronicle, of the 25th nit., has the following :
MAnlL RoIlucr-The Nacogdoches package due

from Alexandria on tile 3d inst. has not arrived at
this pot-olfice, and there is but little doubt that it has
been stolen.

The duplicate post-bill shows that the package con-
tained: $1 1I postage, seven free lettelr, and among
paid letters one registered letter for Arnold, Barrett
& linn, of thin place.
Messs. Arnold, Barrett & Linn have been since ad-

vised by their friends in New Orleans that the letter
contained as follows : one $100 note, Citizens' Bank
of Louisiana, B, 1343 ; one do. do., D, t65 ; one do.
do., B, 2127: one $50 do., l, 247 G; one $20 do., B,
2t0 ; one $5 do., B, 14359 ; one gold dollar. Total,
$•;l;7.

No clue has as yet been obtained in the matter. A
regular system of mail robbery has been carried on
for two years between this place and New Orleans;
the amount of money lost or missing now amounting
to near $1,000. It behooves every good citizen not
only to keep a look out for these notes, but to lend
hisa aid in ferreting out the villain, who has too long
gone unpunished.

Our mail system is already unsafe as a means of
transmitting money. The present system of register-
ing letters is not only an arrant humbug, but it
aflbrds to pontmasters and mail robbers a clue to find
valuable letters. Postmasters are as honest as other
men, but they are no more so, and a plan by which
a postmaster or any other individual through whose
hands a letter passes, is informed that it contains
money, is too great, too constant a temptation to
human rupidity, and too sore a guide for those who
exanine the mails with felonious intent.

Is ANY oNE RE•SIONxIBLE ? - Yesterday we were
caught by the rain at the Capitol, and to make the
most of thile time, went up into the stories above and
visited the library. There, where the very soul of the
State is embalmed as it were, there was very little
more seenrity arainst the rain than on the outside of
the building. Tile building leaks in a number ofldif-
ferent places, and the expensive furniture of the Sen-
ate is being ruined iy this criminal neglect on the
part of some one. Who has charge of the building?
Certainly, whoever has, most have the right tacitly
given to protect the State's property, and itshould be
done immediately. The Legislature could not re-
fuse to make an appropriatiun to pay for the work.

It is to be hoped the next Legislature will attend to

this and other home matters of importance. The
election being over, the dominant party having won
the game, and being in possession of all the power
and most of the public offices-the very fewv that are

hlave been sadly neglected of late, and legislate exclu-
sively obr its improvement, advancement and se-
curity.
