LATER FROM HAVANA.
ARRIVAL OF THE STEAMER PHILADELPHIA,

The steamship Philadelphia arrivedat 2 o'clock this
morning, from New York, which place she left on the
2d inst.,at 2 P1'. M., and Havana at 5 P. Mf. of the 9th.

The Philadelphia landed twenty passengers and
$43,000 in specie at Havana, and brings 257 passen-
gers, the California mails from San Francisco, Nov.
20th, $50,000 in treasure and a cargo of assorted mer-
chandise for this port.

U. S. Mail steamship Empire City, Capt,. Grifla,left
Havana for New York,at 9 A. M.on the 9th inst. U
S. Mail steamship CGranada, Capt. Gray, arrived
at Havana from Aspinwall at sunrise of the Oth, and
would sail again with the New Orleans mails and
passengers for California, at 8 A. if. of thfe 10th.
IFrench steamship Alma was to sail for Havre on
the morning of the 10th.

U. S. Mail steamship George Law, Capt. HIerndon,
sailed from Aspinwall for New York on the evening
of the 4th inst., with 650 passengers, and nearly
$2,000,000 of treasure.

In Havana the weather was delightful. There was
little of importance occurring there. There were
75,000 boxes sugar on hand ; 21,000 boxes had been
shipped during the week previous to the arrival of
the Philadelphia, $11,000 of which were tothe United
States.

Exchange on New Orleans, 6 per cent.; on New
York 84: and on London, 3: to 4 per cent.

Gen. Gadsden, ex-Minister of the United States to
Mexico, was in Havana with his family, and would
leave for the United States on the 10th. There were
no U. S. vessels of war in the harbor.

We have received by this arrival our regular files of
of HIavre, Panama and Aspinwall papers, and
copies of the MIcexican Extraordinary to the 15th ult.
The only paragraph we find worthy of notice at so
late an hour, is the following, from the Panama
terald, of the 4th inst:

Three Americans and one Englishman, belongingto
Walker'o army, came down from La Union oni I. B.
M. ship l'Pearl. They had been taken prisoners by
the Iivas party in Nicaragua, arnd effected their
escape into Salvador. wihere they succeeded in pro-
curing passage to this place. They represent Walk-
er's army as being in a state of great destitution,i when they left, and that several were dying daily of
the cholera.

SDEPARTi E L- REPORTS.

The Patent Office.
By a synoptical statement furnished to the InteriorDepartment by the Commissioner of Patents, whichtreats of matters pertaining to that office up to the

15th of November, we are put in posession of the
following:

Previous to the year 1853, the highest number ofpatents issued in any one year was 1,076, which was
in 1849. In 10o.5, the number was only 958 In 185,a
it increased to 1,902, and in 1855 it was augmentedto 2,024.

From small beginnings the Patent Office has grown
into proportiors comparatively gigantic, Half a cen-
tury since the whole revenue of the office did not ex-ceed $1,500 per annum, which was all appropriated to
the payment of one clerk, who transacted the wholebusiness of the office. The income of the present
year will be about $200,t0p,which will still we carce-ly sufiicient to defray the contingent expenses of theoffice, with its one hundred examiuers, clerks and
other employees.
If we compare the present condition of the office

with what it was a few years since, we shall find that
during the four years previous to 1853, the averageannual number of applcations for patents was 1,522,while for the four years from 1853 nclusive, such av-
erage annual number wi!ll fall ut little short of fourthousand !

The number of patents annually increased daringthe former period areragens 90. During the latter it
will be about 1, 50. For the current year the wholenumber of applications made, the whole numher ofpatents granted, and the whole amount of revenuereceived, will respectively be at least double to whatthey were in any one year prior to 1853.
Thle number of applications for patents to this office

in 185 wan greater than those in the office of anyother country on earth, having been 4435, against2,580 in Great Britain and 4,056 in France. For the
present year. the number of applications will proba-bly not fall short of five thousand;

In pursuance of the dsign of Congress, measures
have been taken to procure cuttinga and seeds fromeverns quarter of the world where any new product
can he found which is likely to, prove useful in any
portion of the United States. MIany new productions
of great probable utility have thus been already intro-
duced, and others are being sought for wherever there
is any prpect of sueceso. Among other things, a
vresse hs been sent to South America to procure a
fresh supply of cuttiags of the sugar cane, to furnishour Southern planters with afreshi stock to supply the
place of that which is supposed to have become dete-
riorated by being transferred to a somewhat incenge-
nial climate.

Tie benefits resulting from the appropriations al-ready made have doubtless been far more than to jus-
tify the expendituresincuIrred. Unlessthere he tsom
objections of a political character, the system is be-
lieved to be founded in wisdom. If thile appropria-
tious can be judiciously applied and reostrained within
proper limits they will prove eminently beneficial, and
their continuance will be clearly expedient, unless
there are counterbalancing reasons resulting fromdoubts as to the propriety of such undertaking by
the Federal Government.

The report of the Geueral Land Office is of morethan uosual length, covering a period of five quarters,

ending 30th Septemher, 155s, aul giving vatrious suloietts of its jurisdiction, and all the operations of the
land system, of the United Stales lands sold and dis-
posed of, during the period covered by the report.
There wasn sold for casl 10,062,107.1t acres of the
Ipublic lands : and locnated with military bounty land
warrants 9,3t36,50 acres : selected and reported under
swamp grants 6,036,974.59: and appropriated by the
railrosd grants of 1May, June and August, 1056 (as
estimated.) 1'g,755,550 acres, making ai grand aggre-
gate (inrludllg other iunternal improvement selections)
of 41,11;,:1':6.50 acres of the public domain disposed
of during tihe livre quarters eding 30th Septemler,
1t056. This is a large increase over the quantity dis-
po0sed of dluring the fire quarters preceding. Whiletele soles for c-ah have grieatly fahllcn oil the disposal
of Con gresional gratsuand locations of land -warrants
hasl mvote than plroportionab:ly increased. Tihe tables
accomp anyingt the reportshowing the sales, locations.
swamp selections, etc., are very full.
Iands to no considerable extent have been pro-

:claimed and offered at Iltblic sale during the year
lst, ; tile present policy of the office being to secure
them to the actual settlers uinder the pre-emption
laws. rather tlhan to favor speculation therein ,by pre-
cipitating public sales of large tiuantities beyond the
means of settlel to Ipurchlse. With the view of mak-
ing this tihe permoment policy of the olfice, the report
recommeuds a slight modilication of the pre-emption
laws. Other amendments, for the eqoitable adjust-
ment of conflicting settlements upon unsurveyed
lutnds, are recommended.

The surveys during the year ending 30th Septem-
ber, 1.56, of rwhich plata hlave been returned and ap-
proied, amolnt to 16,873,699 acres, of which 0,091,-,04 acres are on the Pacific coast. Extensive surveys
Ihave been made which have notyet been reported. The
osurveys of 1555, and those reported in 1856, amount

to 41,118,443 acres, of of which 17,573,354 sacres are
in California. and the Ter'-ittries of Oregon, Washing-
ton, Kansas, Nebraska and Utah.

tReport of Connllissloner of indilan Affalrs,
Tihe Commissioner of Indian Affairs, Mr. George D.

Manypenay, makes a lengthy report of the condition
of the various Indian tribes in the United States.
Where so many tribes are treated of, as may be
expected, the accounts differ widely. While some of
the trilbes give gratifying evidences of improvement
and civilization, others continue in their pristine state
of savcage inltractableness. On the whole, however,
the relprt, when looked upon from a humanitarian
point of view, is satisthftory.

SHOCKINGo RAILROAt AccIDEN.--The New York
Tribune gives the following particulars of the boiler
explosion which took place on the 3d inst., on the
New York and Erie Railroad, about thirty miles from
Jersey City.

The locomotive attached to the milk-train, which
left Jersey City at 5A o'clock, exploded immediatelyafter leaving the station at Sufferns, and was totally
vrecked. The boiler was thrown entirely across the
sther track, and the smoke-pipe was blown nearly
300 feet.
(. W. Vance. the engineer of the train, was thrown

a distance of 100 feet beotbre he struck the ground.
One of his legs was torn off below the knee, and one
of its bones driven into a wooden tie of the road with
ruch force that it was found necessary to use an axe
lo get it loose. He died three hours after the explo-
iosn. lie wasahtout 2l years of age, and has a wife
Rnd child liring at Oswego.

Johln Conley, a brakeman upon the train, was in-
otautly killed, Ile was fbund in the first car terribly
bruised, cut and scalded. The car was much broken,and thrown off the rails. Conley was a single man, 25
years of age.

It. Carey, fireman upon the train, was badly scalded
about the' lead, face and breast. ie will probably
recover.

Tieree of the cars were thrown off the track and
eonsiderably brokes. It is sn eteosd thlat the water
was exhauisted in tihe boiler before taking in a fresh
upply at the Sutllaeras Station, and the cold water
passing into te heated boiler, as the train moved on,
caused thle explosion.
