Remdniscences of 1630,

Boston was the first settled in 1630, and from an

old history of it we selected the following as an curious

reminiscence of the past as regards public opinion in

the religion and morals of our pious ancestor of the

olden time:

that "comparisons re odiouens," nothing of the kind
for our firefathers, however incongruons, ludicrous or
absurd their notions of right and wrong may appear
to us their descendants of modern days, we may safely
accord to them the palm of at least being a vast deal
more our superiors in sincerity and truthfulnes. From
only such men could spring the heroes of our great
Revolution, which some among us are sedulously seek-
iag to desecrate.

han t in all ages of the world man has had his gods
-no matter whether of wood, brass, stone, or even
ideal, be must have them-is a fact borne out by the
page of history, and perfectly right, too, because he
is created a religious aniral, "Make us gods to go
before us," called out the Jews. " Great is Diana of
the Ephesians !" called out Paul, which stayed the
tempest for the time and saved himself from moles-
tation.

All those people were sinucere-so were every other
people, nccording as the light of science dawned upon
them. And if we of the present age are vastly their
superiors becansec of our progres in knowledge, let us
at least ie gratefo l for it tread lightly on the graves
of the erring, and, by imitlating t,eir virtues alone,
serve s a contranst to "point a moral or adorn a tale.

The history above alluded to goes on to show that :
In 1034 it weas ordered, that if any one deny the

Scriptures to be the word of od, he shall be lined 50
wosuds or whiipped withl fotystripes,itnless he public-

ly recant, in which case ris line is 0Opounds,and whip-
ped if Repay not that and if the said offender, after
said recantction or puuniscment, shall the second time
obstinstely maintain the sname wicked opinion, he shall
be banished or pit to death, as the court shall judge.

Philipp Ratelilt'being convirtcted of making use of
harsh ords agionst the Church, was sentenced to be
vhipped, losehis ears and be banished. Sentence

executed.
In 1065 it was agreed that no firther grants of al-

lotments of land shall be nlade to iew-comers, unless
they become members of the Church.

The Assistants were to take cognizance of ibsence
from the Church, and fine the delinquarets 10 shilliugs
or by imprisonment.

In 163!0 Roger Williams was sentenced to banish-
ment or deatlh, for having been guilty of heresy in re-
spect to baptism. fhe most important count in the
indictment was that of nvowing his conviction and
belief that by immersion in the river, and inot by tihe
ordinance of' sprinkling, was the prisitive and most
correct platform fora connexion acd for a true ac.
ceptancey in the Church. lie wrent to Rhode Isoand.

Thie lBoston Church became veryp troublesome, even
toits own members, on account of their dissensions
and disputes.

It became opposed says the account, to all churces
that had been planted : and so arbitrary and tyran-

nical was it, tchat Goy. Vane, whvio hadn merely ex-
pressed his regret at their petty dissensions, was
obliged to apologise to them by saying, " that it was
an expression that slipped from hine in passioni

'•

i and that althouglh be desired to leave England, '" ie
expressed himself so obedient to the church that ihe
durst not go any way contrary to their will."

The cause of tlice discussion referred to by Governor
Vane, and some of thie results that greiv out of it,
will be seen in thie following extract, wnhich gives a
good idea of tihe religious f'eeling in Coston in tihe
year 1530 :

The members of the Church usually met logether
once a week, to repeat, review and debate the Sunday
sermons ;i and as their doctrines did not permit the
women to bear a part in the discussions, they thought
they might hold similar meetings themselves with
much usefulness.

Accordingly, IMrs. Ann, wife of Wom. Hlutclhinson,
a woman of piety, ready talents and great flow of
speech, established a meetinog at her house. Hier fame
soon ainedi a numerous auditory. She took the
lead in prayer and in repeating tlhe crv. Mr. Cotton's
sermons, aliyr which she mnde ohssrvatins anlsd rc-
ldections on their tendency, etc. Tihe meetings were
generalli approved of. until she romcuenced to cals-
-ifv the mioiters, saying that only a few werCe Vcan-
gelical ilnder the '" Couvccant of Grace," while all the

tllcecs were under the " Covceiant of \orkis.,
Mrs. lhltclhinsn conticued her l-ctcres with in-

creasing notoriety. Brth Church and State were
involved in fiiciiion ; and as tile niew dctries were
gaining grounda, a synod was held for the ptciiicatioaiI of Bostoin ficcu heresy. A licit of eighty-tco err-
nieoues opinions were then read wihich hIcd believcrs in
tihem in various portion of the countr. Bui t Irs.

fiotchinson wellt on witcl her discocuises as uccuaI,-
Sthougi -lsoon after several of tile followers were dis-

fraeiclisced, hied or Iacished. Fifty-eight of thise
people Ierlond to Boston, beinig about one quarter
part of tie iisicuress iieI of the town.

" Mrs. tlutchinsonu, says the narratorl, " remained
for a while in Btiston and in the neighborhood in the
custody of somle of the clergy. ' she was ast out of
the chlrcch for imlpenitently lelrsithing in a manl stll
lie!' She received orders , --leaver tile julisdictien
before thle close of the mouth" anlld departed on tlle
28th day of March. She went with her husband to
Rhode Island.

In 1642, after the decease of her husband, she re-
moved into a Dutch settlement beyond New laven,
sand the next year she, with all her ti tnily, consisting of
sixteen Itersons, were killed by the Indins, except
one dtauhlter whoe they carried into caitivity.

elrance yet leflt iiong sl to play raful! haIce with
our liberties. W\\e are not tool eese, lti ciI ice ie,
so long s sot much ignorance yet abulllldeth. "i:ter-

al vigilance" lmay well be said to be the price of our
dear-bought liberties.
