Baden.

in the armed revolt Of 1848, except the chiefs of the
insurrections, and individuals sentenced to infamous
punishments for crimes not political.

Great Bre In Glasgow.
Early on Friday morning fire was discovered isen-

ing from the block of bmldings entered by Bauchanana
street and Exchange Square, and occopied as the
warehouses of merchantsengaged in thecotton manm-
factnre. The utmost effort of the fire brigade were
directed to arrest the extension of the fire, and when
the conflagration was finally mastered, it was found
that many warehouses had been either seriously
damaged or altogether destroyed. The total lose in
goods, yarns and baildings is computed at 100,000.
It is believed tlat the loss is to a considerable extent
covered by insomrce. In connection with this ebt-
flagration, we regret to record los of life. Betw
3 and 4 o'clock four firemen proceeded to the upl
flat of the building to tear down the partition,
it appeared that the supportsof the flooring had been
hurned, and it gaveway beneath them. One of the
men rapidly leaped aside and escaped, but three were

I carried dosn by the burning mam Into the cellars be-
low. The engines were immediately directed upon
this spot to keep it cool, and as soon as pomble some
of the firemen entered the cellar and found that one
of the men, named James Harrison, had been killed
instantaneously, and that the ather two were alive,
but dangereuylr wouoded. They were more hurt by
the fall than thie flames, which they had only omen-
tarily come in contact with in the descent.

Spain.
Advices to the 4th stated that the general elections

to the Ayantiamientos are fixed by royal decree for
the:th of February. Everything is tranquil.

The bazette of the 2d publishes acircalar from the
Minister of Grace and Justice tothe bishops, charging
them, in the name of her Majesty, to cause to be cele-
brated before the end of the year, "the ineffable mys-
tery of the Immaculate Conception, in a manner in
accordance with the ardor of the Spanish faith and all
the pomp of Spanish worship.' The circular states
that the Spanish nation may hope to be ableto reform
itself, "since it was the first to accept the belief in the
Immaculate Conception of the Virgin Mary, under
whose protection all the Spanish dominions are
placed." The authorities had prohibited the perform-
ance ofa piece called" Catiline." The inauguration
of the first half of the Isabella canal had taken place
with a great deal of pomp, and the Duke of Vavencia
(Narvaez,) who was present at it, promised the con-
victs who had been employed at the works a diminu-
tion of their pounishments. The workmen employed
in the popair of the highway from Badaj.z to Seville
had struck work to obtain an advance of wages, bot
the civil governor took such energetic measures that
they sooo returned to their work.
General Enrique O'Donnell. brother of the late )tin-

iaterol War, had been ordered to take up his resi-
deuce at Tolosa.

The Tribunal of Valladolid had tried the men who
took part in the disturbances in that city in July last,
and had condemned most of them to tea, twelve and
fifteen years• hard labor.

olution was adopted requesting the Secretaryof the
Treaeary to report to the Senate whether more effi-
cient means cannot be devised than are now Irovided,
for the preservation of the lives of seamen and pa.m
sengers wrecked on the coast of New Jersey and Long
Island: and also whether, in his opinion, pensions
should not be granted to the families of such persons
as lose their lives in endeavoring to rescue the lives
of others shipwrecked on our coast.

Without transacting any business of special import-
ance. the Senate adjourned.
Hcuse of Rcpreselof tiree.--The Committee on the

Porot-Office and Post Roads reported the bill of the
Senate providing for the compulsory pre-payment of "
po-tare on all transient printed matter ; which was
read a third time and passed.
Reports of private bills were then made from the

various committees. After spending half an hour in
thia manner, the House went into Committee of the
Wirole on the private calendar.

This being oijection day. unanimous consent was
required for action on any bill.

After some further unimportant business the House
adjourned.

Loss or a ScnoonER.-A telegraphic dispatch of the
24th, from Oswego. N. Y., says:

The schooner Lenox, which left Kingston three
weeks since for Toronto, has not since been heard of,
and all hopes of her satety are abandoned. In addition
to her own crew of seven men she had on board five
sailors bel ,;rtng to the schooner Lochiel, who were
working tueir passage to Toronto. All are supposed
to be lost.

ToE WooECK OF TE ARTIC.--The schoonerfMentor,
Capt. Conley. of New York, lately came to anchor in
forty-five fathoms water, in latitude 46 11, longitude
not remembered, on the western edge of the Grand
Bank, about fifty miles from land, and found that he
had dropped his anchor on a wreck. On heaving
over the fi-h lines they became entangled in wreck
matter at about four or five fathoms fro he bottom,
and the particles found adhering to the ksh appear-
ed to be portions of rigging. It will be remembered
that the steamship Arctic sunk in September, 1.i34,
within a very short distance of the anchorage chosen
by the Mlentor, and there can be little doubt that the
wreck discovered was that of the ill-fated steamship.

TnE SBr-onaRIE TELEGRAPH.-Cyruo W. Field,
Esq., returned in the Baltic from Europe. Mr. F.
1spent the last six months in Europe, and has been

entirely succesfuli in his mission, in connection with
the great euterplrire for connecting New York and
London by telegraph.

AnrrIVA oF ENraIsr SETTLERS.-Several English-
men. late Crimeau soldiers, left New York to settle in
Southlwesteru Virginia, following several who have
gone on before them. The agents who bring on
these settlers say, through the New York Journal of
Commerce, that they have been residents of the
South, and assure the people of Virginia that they
entertlin no prejudice against the peculiar institu-
tions of the State.

CHINESE Scone CANE SEED.--The Commissioner
of Patents is now sending to the several State Agri-
cult :tal Societies a tparcel of Chinese sugar cane seed
raised under the direct supervision of the Patent
iOfice. sutlicient to plant sixteen acres. with a view of
extending the culture of this plant. It has since its
iutroduction into this country proved itself well
adapted to our geographicalrange of Indian corn. It
is easy of cultivation, being similar to that of maize
or broom corn, but will prosper in a much poorer
soil. A correspo det, writing to the Commissioner,
i speaks of the extraordinary richness and delicious
flavor of the milk of cows which had been fed on that
description of food.
