Wa'cnTr;roT, Dec. 25, 1%55. tO
Congress is now enjoying its annual Christmas holi- n

day. Generally, an interregnum of ten days occunr
during this season of the yearc when the members t
cease their legislative duties-some for' the porpnse i
of visiting their homeo.and others for relaxation and !p
social enn ime nt. Both Houses nominally meet every l
three days, but only for the purpose of adjonrning
sver. On the first Monday in January they will re.-l'
anome their seats, and commence' the

of the session.
So far very little has been accomplished. The bill

for the relief of the creditors of Texas, and one or !
two appropriation bills, have been passed-and these,
I believe, constitute the sum total of their legislative
acts up to this time. Yet the session has not been un- i
profitably, spent after ad. Thetpolitical speeches that i
have been made have given us a clearer insight into i
the position, the principles and the future designs of i
parties than we had before: and, in one respect, at t
Sleast. have led to a modification of the extreme views S
of-Black Republicaniom.
Thus. they now profess that they have no intention

of interfering with slavery in the States. In fact, i
they disavow any constitutional right, or moral right, b
so to do. Their only object,they say, nso far as slavery
is concernied, is to prevent its extension into territory
now free. While we may deny, and do deny, their
power to prevent it by Congressional enactment, and e
while we ielieve that nothingought to be interposed to a
arrest the legal and legitimate expansion of slavery'yet
we cannot object to their holding the reverse opinion -
if they choose. In this country we must not quarrel (
with men aboout their opinions, but about their acts I t
only. Deprecating the exidtence of such a party as n
muuc as any one can do-believing that the possen
sion of power would lead them to occupy positions r
whi:h now they have no thought of entertaining, t
Iand that the continuance of the Union' would be a
matter of d,'ot if they acqrire fll! power in every r
Sbranich of the Government-it yet becomes us to havesIome toleration for their viewhic, hih, however dan-gerons and revolutionary they may be, are honestly
hell] by many of them. and fspring, not from fanati-'

The increase of States, which we must necessarily
expect in the next few years, is a matter which should
be deeply pondered by the South. Of the territories
now organized, tie probability is that every one. ex-
cept perhaps New Mexico, will come into the Union
as free States. Certainly there can be no question of
this so far as Minnesota, Oregon, Washington and
Nebrai, ka are coniecrned. In a strictly sectional divi-
sion, the South would have no security for its rights
in Congress, unltes it could maintain its equality in
the Senate. What prospect is there of this; with this
formidable array of free territories ready to be incor-
porated into the Union?

In addition to to thi, the Northwestern States are
icreasiqg in wealth and polpulation with unexanmptled
rapidity. The neit apportionment of representation
in t10il will result in placing the free States. in the
pOltalr branch of Congress, in ani overshadowing
majority. Thus, with both branches of Congress
against us. it may well be considered what will be the
fate oft the South. in the event of a strictly sectional
formati,-i of partieso'

Fortunate ft•'ow I

Later from Tampico.
By the schooner Red Fox, Capt. hies, we have

received a file of La fnion, published in Tampico,from the 6th to 20th of December.
The re-establishment of peace, says the TUnion,

meets the approbation of the inhabitants of Tampico,
as it will bind closier the Supreme Government and
the frontier States, restore business and offer a better
prospect of defence against the incursions of the
avages. If these reasons for welcoming the close of
a civil war appear less patriotic than selfish, they are
at least practical and sensible.

The statement that the capital of San Louis Potore
had pronounced against the General Government is
confirmed. The movement took place on the 10th
of December, with Gen. Calvro at its head. The
brigades of Roesa and Echagaray, with a few excep-
tions, took part with the pronnnciadoe. A letter
states that everything was in disorder, and that the
rebels were not strong enough to compel those to join
them who did not choose to do so. and that two bodies
of troops escaped from the city in the commence-
ment. Governor Aguirre had been.depoed, and Don
Juan Othon placed in his stead.

On the 11th alt., Don Joaquin Orihnela, leader of
the revolutionary forces in Peabla, was shot, in accord.
ance with his sentence.

Gen. Alvarez has issued a document to the people,
declaring his intention to support the admineiration
of Comonfort, as the only government likelyat present
to restore Mexico to peace and p sperity.

An engagement took place at Orizzba between the
government troops and a revolutionary force, in which
the latter were defeated, losing their artillery nad
munitions of war. Particulars are not given.

Wherever the revolutionists now make head, it
-eems more from a spirit-of desperation than from
any hope of. success, and the present Government is
probably now more firmly seated than any the country

has had for years.

.Interesting from Japan-Breaking int, the
Empire.

A letter to the New York Times gives an interest-
t ing account of the landing and reception of the firsat
American Consul in Japan.
