Talk on 'Change-Sngar. ,
Bosiness was very active on the strlets, on the

It is rather sad to
hear the expressiona of short crop and almost total
failure of the sugar cane among so many hunndred in-
du.trious individuals, who have heretofore realized
their livelihood from the great sugar trade. It is now
generally conceded that the total crop of sugar of
Louisiana will not exceed 75,000 hhlds. This is an
immnense di=parity with the product of 19t4. Not
only do our own citizens, planters, merchants, con-
sumers, one and all suffer, but it extends over the
broad confederacy of these United States, and has
a great influence on all foreig; markets. But the de-
ficiency will be more severely felt in the United
States than in otner coontries. The luxury of cheap
sugar has existed for so many years, that it is hardly
possible for consumers to realize the fact that they

pve now paying ten cents for the same quantit:y they
have been receiving for fire cents. While speaking
of sugar it munt not ibe foreotten that'the bark Re-
lea-e, fitted out by Government to procure sugar
plants fr,nm several foreign countries, particularly
from British ;uinea. Demnarara, etc.iis expected to
arrive in tlis port during the present month. It is
s::-geeted t c the planters generally that they be pre-
partd and in readilless for the expected arrival. It i.
r'e-lumed that all are interested in the valuable

cargo, anrd which will, we hope, in another year,
cprove of the most gratifyi;n results.
