This resolution also passed-only
eigst members voting against It, among whom was
Gen. Quitman, of the Fifth Congressional District of
Missaeissippi.

In the Washington Union, of the 7th inst, we find
a full reportof a speech delivered by Gen. Quitman on
thb18th ult., "On the Powers of the Government
with regard to the Territories." The speech is a very
able one, and diteusses a variety of questions with
rare'force and judgment. It ought to be universally
read. Owing to the demands upon our available
space,however, we are constrained to confine ourselves
to a mere statement of the reasons that induced the
distinguished representative from Mississippi to vote
against both of the resolutions above mentioned.
Those reasons are eminently convincing and satia-
factory.

We have already glanced at the positive oljections
to the resolution offered by Mr. Etheridge, of Ten-
nessee, which are elaborated in a vein of withering
sarcasm by Gen. Quitman, and have only to state the
peculiar reason thatinduced him to vote against Mr.
Orr's resolution to place him relua in curia before
the public, prior to extracting from the speech. The
previous question having been called on Mr. Orr's
resolution, Gen. Quitman appealed to the mover to
permit an amendment, striking out the words ' con-
trary to the settled policy of the United States," in
order that he, and those acting with him, might
unite upon the resolution. This was declined, and
hence the opposition which followed.

" in this State. The Constitution im-

peratively prohibits any legislation on the subject,
eitherby " bill" orotherwise. Article 113 of that in-
strument readsas follows: "No lottery shall be au-
thorized by this State,and the buying and selling of
lottery tickets within the State is prohibited."

The only mode whereby the purchase and sale of
lottery tickets can be legalized is by altering the Con-
stitution. It Is quite simple to do this, provided the
people are willing. Article 1.11 cleally points out the
wayin which the Constitution can be amended. For
the general information we append a brief synopsis.
Whenever an amendment or amendments are pro-
posed, the same must be agreed to by two-thirds of
the members elected to each house, to be entered on
their journals, and the yeas and nays taken thereon.
Then the Secretary of State shall cause the amend-
ment or amendments to be published in French and
English in every parish in the State in which a news-
paper is published, three months before the next gen-
eral election, and the same shall be soubmitted to a
vote of the people at such election, and if a majority
of the voters approve and ratify said amendmeent or
amendments, they are to become a part and parcel of
the Constitution.

STEAMSnHPS Or THE AcCESSORY TRANSIT COM-
PANY.-By a slip from the New York Express, we
learn that the proper court in that city has appointed
a receiver in the ease of the creditocs of the Acces-
sory Transit Company, on the four steamers-say
Northern Light, Star of the West, Prometheus and
Daniel Webster. The latter vessel Com. Vanderbilt
is directed to bring back into the jurisdiction co the
court, which direction he will. as a matter of coiure,
obey as speedily as practicable.

Tie purser of the Louisiana,
who arrived yesterday morning from Indianola via
Galveston, reports the Webster as having arrived at
Indianola on Friday, the lth inst., and thait at night,
during the peudency of a severe norther, she dragged
her anchors and went on shore.
