Our State has
escaped the desolation and gloom which, for the last
three years, had fallen upon as ; no fearful epidemic
has marked the year just closed. Health, happiness
and prosperity has been our portion as a State; and
as a nation, we have cause to be thnkfal. Oar Con-

e. stitution and Union have been preserved throughoutm one of the fiercest and most angry contests for Presel
dent whichl has ever been known, and which wellnigh
shook the foundation of our Government, which had
been laid deep in the hearts and affections of the peo-
ple. The wildest and most reckless fanaticism, the
darkest and most evil passions of our nature were
Sevoked in the contest.

A geogreOlhical party, composed of the worst of ourI. people of the sixteen free States, had been formed,
not for their protection, but for our ruin, declaring
that we of the South, who have at all times evinced
a true and filial devotion to the Constitution and the
Union of these States, should no longer remain equals
Sunder our Federal Government; that no more slave
States should be admitted into this Union ; that the
wise, safe and Constitutional doctrines, jiit to al

I would further recommend that the aid of the State
be given to the New Orleans and Baton Rouge Rail-
road Company, by a subscription of one-ftifh of its
capital stock. A careful instrumental survey has
been made, and it is ascertained that by a line bear-
ing nearly due east from Baton Rouge, and forty-five
miles long, a connecton may be made with the New
Orleans, Jackson and Great Northern Railroad, near
the 46th mile--making a total distance between New
Orleans and Baton Rouge of 91 miles-bwhich, over a
straight and level road, may be traveled with ease in
three hours. The road will pass through the center
of the parishes of East Baton Rouge and Livingston,
and, for the most part, through valuable public lands.
which will entitle the Company to Congressional aid.
There are many considerations of a public character
whichl recommend this enter prise to your favorable
consideration. The donation by Congress to the State
of 1,ouisiana, of all the swamp and overflowed lands
therein, was coupled with the conditiyp that these
lands, or thire proceeds thereof, were to be used only
for leveling and draining of thIe swamp rad over-
flowed lands " this is, thereflre, a TrustiFuud, and
cannot be used for any other object than that speci-
fled in the grant.

This munificent donation has freed the people of
the State from thlat tasxation which would be repoired
to build levees to protect them from the inundation
of the Mississippi. And hlving lthus been freed from
so great taxation, there should be no hesitancy on
the part of the people to extend a helping hand in
building up a system of railroads calculated to add so
mucl to tire greatness ad prosperity of our State,
now so flr behind hier sister States in internal im-
provements.

The immigration of free negroes from other States
of this Union into Louisiana, which has been steadily
increasing for years, is a source of great evil, and de-
mands legislative action. Pblie policey dictates, the
interests of the people require, that immediate steps
should be taken at this time by the Legislature to re-
movre all free negroes who are now in the State,
when such removal an be effected without violation
of law. Their association and example has a most
pernicious et•ect upon our slave population. At the
same time, the laws forbidding the master to allow
the slave to lire his own time should be made strin-
gent and more vigorously enforced-their example
being scarcely less iojnrious to the slave than that of
the tree negroes. 6

The act paoed by the Legislature fur the registry
of voters ill the city of New Orleans was duly put
into operation during the past summer. From all I
car learn, its practical working has been found far
more efficient than was anticipated, and whilst some
of its details may doubtless be defective, I signnot but
consider it an wise step.in legislation. In order more
effectually to proteet the purity of the ballot-box, I
recommend that its provisions be made to extend
over the entire parish of Orleans and the neighboring
parish of Jeffersn.

By reference to the statement of the Register of
Voters, I find that the total number of voters of the
city hf New Orleans, registered on the 3d of Novem-
ber, 1856, was 11,17--whilt the total official vote cast
