In regard to the Swiss and Proseion difficulty, a
late Berlin paper says:

We have to make some rectificatio in what was
mentioned relative to the late Conference held by
the representatives of foreign powers. The meeting
took place, not at the residence of the French Minis-
ter, buhat at that of Mr. Fay, the American Diplomatic
Agent. 1. Stermpfli was not present at the Confer-
ence, hat the English and American Ministers acted
as intermediates between the diplomatists and the
Federal Council, and throughout they evinced the
greatest kindness towards Switzerland.

A telegraphic dispatch, dated Berlin, December
27, says:

The Diet has received from the Emperor Napoleon
a proposition of arrangement.
Popular enthuaiasm is very great.
The Swiss Confederation is organizing for the de-

fenceof its territory. An appeal has been addressed
to the Swiss women for service in the hospitals.

The Paris Conlfernlces.

I am able to inform you that final instructions have
now been dispatched from the Government here to
our Ambassador at Paris relative to the conferences.
It is said tohave been agreed amongst thepersthat
the sittings shall not exceed four in number. The
only two questions that will be discussed-that of Bol-
grad and the Isle of Serpents-will be decided, as
already mentioned, either for or against Rusia by the
majority of plenipotentiarles present. The opposition
of England and Austria, in accord with Turkey,
against the union of the Danubian Principalities, re-
mains unshaken. Never will any power wrest con-
cessions on this subject from Astria. Her great com-
mercial and political interests will be constantly op-
posed to all the dreams of the union of these two coun-
tries. This question cannot even form the object of
deliberations in the Congress, and if the eventuality
of the annexation should be by chance raised, the
Austrian Plenipotentiary has been enjoined to with-
draw rather than to furnish by his presence any pre-
text for the introduction of the discussion of thatques-
tion in one of the four sittings of the Congress.

Liberty of the Press In Swedent.
The liberty of the Press has just achieved a triumph

in Sweden. The four Chambers of the Diet have
unanimously rejected a bill of last session, which
erases from the conrstitution and places in the rankt of
ordinary laws that which guarantees the liberty of
the Press. In the Chamber of Nobles, one of the
Ministers, M. de Grlppeastadt, made a sort of apology
for preoenting the bill. saving. "Ministers are men,
and as such areliableto cumit errors." The rejec-tion took place almost without discussion, in the
Chamber of the Clergy and of the Bourgeosie. In
the Chamber of Peasants fifty members spoke against
the measure. The last speaker, in concluding, said :
i 'The liberty of the Press is the tongue of the nation,
and the wih now it to cut it out. Will you allow
that to be done?' "No, no! A thousand times no!

TROUBLE ABOUT THE BRITISH OCCUPATION OF
KARRAK.

The occupation of Karrak by the British forces
destined to operate in the south of Persia is making
some noise in France, as that island is regarded as a
French possession. The Preese d'Orient, in its issue
of December 28, says:

The isle of Karrak beiongs to France ; there is no
doubt upon the subject. We have spoken before of
its cession by Persia in favor of France. This cession
is confirmed by'official documlents. The first is a con-
vention dated 1769, between Kerimkhan, Shah of
Persia, and M. Pyrault, Consul of France at Sassorah.
We find traces of it in the treaty of commerce con-
cluded in 180S, by General Gardanne, with the Per-
sian Government.
Here is the article : "Art. 17. The agents of the

Court of France.having manifested a desire that the
Court of Persia should make them a donaliuo of the
isle of Karrak, which is one of the islands in the de-
Ierdeney of Fartistan, in order that they may estab-
lish factories, it has been ordered that after the evacu-
ation of Georgia and all the Persian provinces by the
Iussians, comtiormably to the conditions of the treaty
of alliance concluded between the two nations, tile
Court of Persia will deliver and give the said island,
that they may establish themselves there, and that it
be henceforth and forever their property.'
