It would seem logical to infer that the reflex of
this strain after an economy which produces a lavish
expenditpre for unlawful, and dishonest purposese
might place us finally in the position of making lib-
eral expenditures reuolting in actual economy; but
whatever reforms may be efibeted in the administra-
tion of affairs, we fear that the custom of making free
with the treasury has become too firmly fixed to be
easily abolished; before it can be done away with it
will become, we think, like the Danish Sound Tolls,
a time-honored institation-respectable because of its
antiquity.

An excellent Illustration of the tendency we have
mentlont8 to carry to an extreme far beyond utility
what might otherwise prove actual reforms is the
present condition of the Post-Ofeice Department.
Desirous of extending to the people the benefits of a
low rate of postage, and believing that reasonably
low rates would prove profitable to tlesDepartment,
our legislators, a few years ago, made a great reduc-
tionthereof, and everybody was highly pleased with
the arrangement.

But behold the present condition of our postal de-
partment, and the abuses with which it is encumbered,
or rather which through it are inflicted upon the pub-
lic! At the present time, in these days of railroads
and fastateamboats, our mails occupy in transmission
an average of about twelve days from St. Louis and
Louisville, and eight or ten from New York. Of
course the state of the weather and the condition of
highways, railroads and rivers, afford the necessaryex-
cases for this, but physical obstacles of an ordinary
nature can and should be overcome when liberal pro-
vision is made for them. There is another cause,
however, far more important, which mail contractors
should in no care fail to urge in defence of failures
With the reduction of postage is coupled a fianking
privilege, extended ad infinitumn to Postmasters,

.Congressmen, etc,,and the extent to which they avail
themselves of it Is truly imposing and wonderful.
The United States mails carry gratis to all parts of the
country every conceivable paper and document that
tihe wisdom of law-makers and the wit and ingenuity
of lawyers can contrive. Patent office reports by the
million, scientific reports, reports of surveys, legisla-
tive reports, bank statistics, reports upon commerce
and navigation, Land Office reports, speeches, tinan-
clal reports, law cases, census reports, messages and
political speeches, etc., etc., make up a grand total to
be computed in bushels, cartloads and tons, and all
carried for nothing and to no purpose, often, too, to
the exclusion of readable newspapers and valuable
correspondence. Is it a wonder that with such an
abominable and senseless clog our mails are frequently
days and weeks behind time ?

It is really desirable that all postal franking privi-
leges should be withdrawn, except those that encour-
age the dissemination of intelligence ; for nobody,
of course, will pretend to believe that the masses
derive any benefit from having documents of the
character above named sown broadcast over the land.
But sudden reforms in the administration of govern-
ment cannot be expected. Errors and iniquities
which men delight in and profit by cannot be cut
down in their vigor ; they must be allowed to ripen
and rot, until they become a nuisance, intolerable in
every sense.

TRANSFER OF THE HEI)IITAGE TO Tille UNITEED
STrATEs.-The Legislature of Tennessee, at its last
session, passed an act authorizing the Governor of that
State to purchase five hundred acres of the HIermitage,
including the mansion of Gen. Jackson, and the tomb
where now repose the remains of the illustrio•s hero
and patriot and those of his beloved wife, and to miake
a tender of the same to the General Government, pro-
vided a branch of the Military Academy should be
established at that place. In pursua:nce of this act
Governor Johnson purchased thigeHermitage •ir the
sum of forty-eight thonsand dollars, and vu Wednes-
day arrived in Washington and made a Lfsoral tender
of the property, with the condition annexed, to tile
President. The President, in reply, stated ihat this
offer by the State of Telisieee would l;e promptly
communicated by him to Congress.

Dn. KANE.-The Boston Transcript states that a
letter received in that city by a f'ien:d of Dr. Kane,
gives information direct from his family, and conflrms
the unfavorable statements recently made public
One of his brothers, on receiving nears of his dapar-
ture from England, left to meet him in Cuba,
although he was not then thought to be dangerously
ill. But on the 5th inst. such alarming intelligence
arrived, that his mother left immediately for Havana.
His disease is inflammatory rheumatism, contracted
on his first Arctic voyage, and from which he was
suffering severely when he sailed the second time.

A late letter from Havana says:
Dr. Kane has almost recovered the use of his leg,

which was paralysed, and hlisa arm is commencing to
show signs of vitality. He coatemplates returning
home, if his health still improves, in tihe Qlaker City,

I which was to leave Havana on the 12th inst. tir.
Horner, surgeon of the Wabash, and Dr. Roverand,
a celellir d physician of Havana, were his physi-
ciaus, a '3 admirably treated his cae.

A FoaRTNATE Sea CAPTAIN.-The Boston Atlas
says that Captain John F. Iowers, of the bark Mary
Brqnghton, at that port, previous to sailingon hislaut
voyage, stated to a friend that he had been forty years
at sea, thirty-one of which he had been master, and
during all that time had never sustained a disaster.

the population or decrease in the resources of our
good oty. In the year 1837, that is about twenty
yesri ago, according to our cyphering, the receipts in
cash for water sold to the Inhabitants of this " de-
cining "'city were 8.816 ; in 1866 they were $122,-
486, but the increase has been as regular and uniform
as the increase of our population. We take five
periods in the last twenty years, and here are the
rensuts :

We do not pretend to say that the using or drink-
ing of water ought to be considered as any evidence
of ad increase in population, but we believe that one
hundred and twenty-two th6usand dollars will furnish
water to a much larger population and its appliances
than $49,944 did in the year 1842. Will some of our
good friends, who take so " much interest" in our
city, explain how so much water is imbibed by a de-
creasing population Or a retrograding city as is shown
by the above figures? If they cannot figure it out
just at this moment, we will wait till they take the
next trip to Paris or some ofthe Northern cities,
which occupy. so much more of their time and
thoughts than New Orleans.
