A few days afterthe battle, the British having no
acommodations for the wounded of either party,
Oom. Kidd lffected an arrangement with Col. Crop-
per by which the prisoners were lauded, it being
agreed that the wounded British should be cared for
equaily with the Americaus, which agreement was

medlately arried into effect.
Many incidete In connection with this battle, which

would be interesting had I room in this account for
them, were rehearsed, a few of which Ipreserve. The
grandfather of Gov. Wise, Col. Cropper, relates that
the last he sw of Lieut. Levin Handy was just before
the explosion, when the Lieutenant wasstanding near
the bow of the barge, his right arm hauging by a

The few wounded and burned survivors left on the
wreck of the American barge after the explosion,
refused to surrender when boarded by the British.
Among them was Col. Cropper, who defended him-
self against two white men and a negro, he beipg
armed with a musket and bayonet. He fought'with
the courage of desperation, until at last a cutlass
blow upon the head stretched him upon the deck.
The brawny negro again raised his cutlass to pierce
him as belay, when, instead of striking, he threw
down his cutlass, and shielding the falloen man with
his own body, exclaimed, " Save him! Save him!
Dis is my young masesa!'' The faithful lellow was
one of the family servants carried away by a priva.
teer which had plundered the house of the Colonel,
who gave him his freedom, and set him up in a small
business in Baltimore.

Among those who were thrown into the bavy y the
explosion was a Goot, Win. Gibbs, Esq., the deputy
clerk of thne conty court of Accomac. He couldnot
swim,and was sinking, when he was saved from drown-
lug by the gallantry of his friend, Captain Thomas
Pariser, who kept him afloat until they were picked
up by the enemy. As long as Gibbs lived, which was
forty-five years after the battle, he gave a great festi-vl athi hhouse, to which he invited all the survivors
of the battle. This feast he styled the "Feast of the
Swim-swimmnati," possibly in imitation of the order
of " The Cincinnati,"' estaIUbe

A California Cruaoe.
NARRATIVE OF A WOMAN WHO LIVED EIGHTEEN

YEARS, ALONE, ON SAN NICOLAS ISLAND.

Capt. C. J. W. Buseell, whowlll be recollected by
the readers of the Bulletin as the writer of many val-
uable articles in ts columns on the subject of "Call.
formia Fisheries," has contribnted to Hutching's Maga-
ine an interestin narrative of a woman who lived

eighteen years upn the island of San Nicolas, one of
the Santa Barbara group, off the lower coast, and sit-
nated about 33 degrees 1 minutes North latitude.
Whllestationed in that quarter, making tidal observa-
tions for the United States Government, Capt. Russell
received from one George Nedivef, an old California
resident, the following remarkable history:

Twenty years ago, the whole of the Indian tribes
inhabiting the Santa Barbara group of islands were
engaged in a fierce and exterminating war with each
other, and to snch an extent was this deadly hestilit
waged that already the population had very much
diminished, and would, In allprobability, before many
years, become entirely extinct. To prevent this, and
at the same time ameliorate the condition of the In-
dians, the good Fathers of the mission of Santa Bar-
eara conceived the idea of removing them to the
main land, where they might be watched over, im-
proved aud preserved, cnder their immediate super-
intendence. For this purpose they visited the islands
in company with a few partially civilized Indians,
and explained to them the advantages ofremoving to
the Mission. They listened attentively to the pro.
posal, and finally consented to go, on promises of pro-
tection from their natural enemies being given by the
Fathers.

Accordingly, a small vessel was sent tothe different
islands, and the various tribes were taken one byone,
to the Mision of Santa Barbara. But while the last
of the Indians were embarking, ot the island of San
Nicolas, and all were supposed to be on board, a child
was missing, and its mother, in great distress, was
seeking everywhee, without success. Each portion
of the vessel was diigently searched ; all the a~icent
rocks were examined, but no child could be found.
Almost frantic, the mother requested the captain to
wait while she went into the interior in search for her
child, to which he reldctantly consented.

As night closed down in darlknes, heavy masses of
clouds rolled up from the horizon, and gave threaten-
ing evidence of a coming storm. All were anxious
for the return of the woman and her child before it
brohkepon them, but still they came not. The wind
began to blow, harder and stronger; the storml was
rapidly increasing ; and as the groups of Indians on
board strained their eyes, trying to discover in the
darkness some object that resembled the returning
woman and her child, yet saw them not, there were
many sad hearts and anxious countenances that night,
on their account. The storm at last came on in all its
fury, tossing their little vessel up and down like a
feather and compelled them at last, though reluq
tatly, to put to sea for safety, fore any tidings d
the absent ones could be receivred. Although the
cargo of living freight reached Santa Barbara in
safety, before the vessel could return for the woman
it was wrecked and entirely lest; and as no other could
be obtained at thattime, the poor woman had to re-
mainn pon the island, where ahe lived, alone, for
e ighteen years ; no doubt forgotten, or given up as
long since dead.

After the discovery of gold, it was rumored that
San Nicolas was inhabited, and this, no doubt, had its
foundation in the fact that several'hnters of the-sea
otter had seen the print of human footsteps, and they
endeavored to discover the whereabouts of the indi-
viduals, but could not. Yet, as all the footprints
were alike, they concluded that there could be only
one person living upon it. Many attempts were made
to tind out who, and where this strange being was,
but without avail, until bne of Californias oldest
pioneers, Mr. Nediver-the gentleman who related
the story, and who arrived in this country some
twenty-tive years ago, and still resides in Santa Bar-
bara-went over to look for her. He having spent
many years as a hunter and trapper in the Rocky
Mouhtaius, was as expert as an Indian in following a
trail, and consequently found but little difficuolty in
discovering the track, which he followed until he saw
a singular object among the rocks upon the sea shore,
near the mouth of a ravine, upon its knees, skinning
asea. Upon approaching, he found it to be a woman,
cla'in a singula r dress of feathers. When she saw
him, she jumped up, and with excessive joy ran
towards him, and seemed almost beside herseli with
wild delight at the sight, once more, of a human
being. In her hand she held a rude knife-blade, that
she had made from a piece of old iron, probably ob-
tained from the fragment of some wreck, and which
she evidently valued beyond anything else in her
possession. ,he was unable to make herself under-
stood, excepthiy signs ; in making which, she showed
a great amount of intelligence, and signified her wil-
lingness to accompany him to Santa Brarbe. Here
Father Gonzales, of the Mission, took the greatest
pains to discover some of the Indians who had been
taken front those islands eighteen years before, but
no one of them could be found, and what became of
them is a mystery unto this day. Not one of the
Indians within a circumference of many miles could
be found, who could understand her ; so she could
communicate only by signs.It appears from her narrative, that after leaving
the vessel in search of her child she wandered about
for several hours, and when she found it, the wild
dogs which infest the island, even to the present day,
had killed and nearly devoured it. We can better
imagine the feelings of a mother at such a time than
describe them. When she returned to the spot where
she had left the vessel, to tell her sorrows for the loss
of her child, that too was gone, and was bearing
away her kindred and friends from her sight. Could
she have realized, then, that for eighteen long years
she most live alone in the world, without one kind
word of comfort, one cheering look from a friendly
eye, or one smile of recognition, it would have been
too much for even her wild but womanly natolure to
bear, and with her, as 'with us, it is well tmhat we
know not the future. From day to day she lived in
hope, beguiling the weary hours in providing for her
wants. With snares made of her hair she caught
birds, and with the skins, properly prepared, she
made her clothing. Her needles were neatly made of
bone and cactus throrns her thread was of sinews
from the seal. In these and many other articles found
in hier possession, she exhibited much of the native
inugenuity she possessed.

Whether she still remembered her own language or
not will forever remain a mystery. She was very
gentle and kind, especially to children, and nothins
seemed to please her more than to be near
them; and the poor woman would often shed
tears while attempting to describe by signs, her on
little one which had been killed and eaten by the
wild dogs. The sympathy felt for her wvelfare caused
the people to supply her bountifully with everythingshe needed, and very imprudently allowed her tol•at
almost anything she chose,and the result was that in
about six months alter her escape from her lonely
exile sie sickened and died, having undoubtedly
been killed with kindness.--[Ian Francisco Bul'n.

We learn by late E2glishpapers that the descend-ante of the mutineers of the English ship Bounty,
whose romantic history has excited a 'world-wide
interest, have been removed from Pitcairn's Island, in
consequence of the colony having noutgronl the
means of sunstenance which the island afbrded. They
were transferred to Norfolk Island, together with all
their goods and chattels.

There are only eight of the irot generation of soet
tlera lent-two men and six womeng. The oldest man
is about sixty-one or sixty-two, and the oldest woman
between seventy and eighty. Charles Christian is
the grandson ofthe the ngleader of the mutineers. The
number of persons removed was- 199--97 males
and 102 females; one child having been born
on the voyage, and named Dennison, after the Gov-
ernor-General of New South Wales. Pitcairn's Island
is situate in latitude 25 4 S . longitude 130 25 W.,and
is only about four and a half miles in circumference,
one mile and a half being its greatest length, not
more than one square mile being available for cul-
tivation; yet it has been the isolated home of a hap-
py and thriving settlement of nearly two hundred
souls. Owing to the frugal and temperate habits of
the people and the health of the climate, the popula-
tion has outgrown its circumscribed limits.

Their new home, Norfolk Island, s situated in lat.
29 S., and long. 168 10 E.,bein distant from Sydney
about twelve hundred miles. It is six miles in length
and four in breadtj, and containgabout 14,000 acres.
It iswell watered, and there is d high hill in the cen-
ter called Mount Pitt. For many years it was the
penal settlement for the vilest and most incorrigible
transported criminals sent from England to Van Die-
man's Land. But since the abolition of transporta-
lion to Tasmania, the convicts have been withdrawn
from the island. The locality to which these settlers
have thus voluntarily transfered themselves is infinitely
preferable to their former circumscribed home, both
in dimensions, scenery and capabilities. It has been
described as a little earthly paradise, and is capable
of producing everything that can promote the well
being of a community. There are 2,000 or 3,000
acres of fine land now in cvltivation, and as much
more might be rendered fruitful. The island is very
healthy, and no epidemics are known there. The
soil produces both tropical and European fruits, vege-
tables and grain, besides spices, the sugar cane, cin-
namon, cofle, the pepper vine, tobacco, etc.

There were left at Norfolk Island, for the use of its
new occupants, 2000 sheep, 450 head of cattle and 20
horses and provisions for twelvemouths, with every-
thing necessary for the cultivation of the soil.-
The buildings on the island are of the most
substanIsl character, and more than sdficientfor the use of tha'Pitcairn settlers, who, in their
former home, dwelt in rude palm thatched houses.
The flue scenery, superior accommodation, enlarged
territory and increased field of operations for their
industry, together with the ample provision made
for their sustenance, must render their new home a
very attractive spot for these-people of simple habits.

The history of this interesting colony, although
known toa large portion of the reading community,
may not be familiar to all. The ship Bounty, com-
manded by Captain Blligh, was dispatched by the
British Gow nment to Tahita, to convey some yoonn
bread- fruit trees to the West Indies. While on tlhe
voyage, the crew mutinied, murdered the captain,
set adrift a part of their number, and took the veseel
to Pitcairn:s Island, where they arrived in 1780, with
nine Tahitien men and thirteen women. There were
ten of the mutineers, and their fate was, for a long
time, unknown. From them sprang the present
thriving colony.

They have a new way of hatching chickens in the
West, by which a single maternal fowl is made to do
the dirty of a hundred. They fill a banrrel with eggs
and place a hen on the banghole.
