If one of t
the lenses of the camera be shut up during the latter t
part of the operation, the shadowy figures will be t
tecnred only II one of the pictures, and they will be
list ald without relief, if required. The beautiful
effect of dissolving views may be obtained by execu-
ting binocular dissolving pictures, and combining
thein h the stereoscope, so that all the figures and
ohjects may appear in true relief. There are many
otIlier Ir)lipoues of amusement and instruction to
wlaich the stereoscope nmay lie applied ; and we have
no doubt that booths will sosu be opened at our lairs
and race courses, inl whih the wonders of the world
may be exhibited stereoscopically to thousands by
making their binoculhr pictures move before a crcle
of stereoscopes."
