A member having business in New Orleans may leave
this place at 4 o'clock in the alternoon, and reach tile
city at seven. If it is necessary to be in his seat the
next day, he may answer to his name at ten in the 0
morning. The reports of the lr,ceedings of the Legis-
latne of to-day, will reach the city at an early hour
in tile evening, and be spread on your decks in the
morning through the city press. If atn important
measure is to be considered t'-morrow, every absentee
in New Orleans may rely with mechanical certainrty
on being lresent at roll-call. The advantages which
would Ire secured to legislation undersuch a condition
of allairs, would be numerous and important. It is not
Cthe irposre of thic report to enumerate them, or to
argue theta--bt to endeavor to arouse the mind of
each member of the Ilouse to self-investigation.

Other branches of the Government will be aided by
the construction of this railroad. The officers of the

I State, residing at Baton Rouge, would be enabled to
trlansact their business with more ease alld dispatch,
while all persons having busiures at the capital, fioom
lthe sherifof a parish to the sireptle citizen who visits
the lar poffice, or any other depnrtment of State,
would ieap advantages by the saving of time and
mtnecy.

It is due to the citizens at Baton Rouge that the
question of removing the seat of Government should
Sbe settled ; especially wilei sO many bceelits tC the
State at huge result from tihe act. the railtroad built,and the public mind relieved from constant appre-
hensin of legislative injury, BRton RIouge would,
within ten years, quadruple its porpulation, and in-
crease tenfold in wealth. There is no spnt in Leuisi-
ani better suited lor tile concentration ofi te various
institutions which enter as a principal element in
modern civilization, and there is no State in the

llnion whihi ireqires more than Loisianu , a town
where citizeus retired from the active purrsuits of
business may enjoy the repose of mature life, aqd de-
vote both money and experience to flstering arta,*cierces and mtrality--laying to posterity the obli-
i gatiore iiherited from their lfa.thers, rand cltriterting
iu turu their mitre tnwards the erogress of mankind.

Tit railroad ias other clraims oil tie L.egislature,.
growing out of the local advantages which its con-
struction will confer on the palirohes ol East Baton
Rouge and Livingston, and tile failities it will niford
to all the Florida parishes in communn icating with tihe
sent of Governenent.

We beg leave to conclidle this report wilth a few
remarks on tile moral obligations rf tile Legislature
to grant the aid of the :tatein the constinction of' this

irail road.
In 185:3 the Legislature, in obedience to the well-

knlown wri-hen o' tilre Ipeople, determined to grant
l ,stalntial ain l to seceral imporllant raiilroadl, which

ha:I bten pirjccted in diflrent sections of tihe State ;
and as there were localities whler no great trLunk
rods would tiavcrse. it was determined that thlle aid -
of the State should be given also to several local en-
terpriees, in order that the benefits arising from taxa-
tin might, as nearly as Ipracticable, be shared by atill
clao-es taxed uor a public good. The piranlint en-,terprisee tihen Ilndcr coasidertattton rere tlK Newr Or-
leans, .uckkorant Gireat Northern Railroad, tile New
hOrleans, Opelousas and Great Western I, ilroad, the
Vicks birg, Shreveport and Texas lta',lrrad, and the
New Orleans and Baton Rouge liaolruad. Four bills
were trl'arcd on one formula, only' dilri'itlg in the
amllount to be subslrrilbed-the State tnling irne-lfth
of tile shares of each company. Tue tour bills
passed tihd Senate withoat trirolcl iuua, and three
Ipasseid the Htlese rby a large ilcthrity. The bill for

Stile New Orleans and Baton Rutrge lbtilroad was not
takuen tlp in tile House, the member lhiyvilg charge of
it being asecnt on the occasiou--ad thur thur e aid of
i tie Stae was lost that olad by deftuslt. Tie frigedsof tire Baton Rr onge Rnilhoud have been ntnually
taxed since IR53, ior the beuelit of tllroe whio fully
ie hknu' rnlclgeld their eclsrt, when they rio re neU
I pianits fer Slate aid. The aid wrhin mh we voted them,
they promied ios tIre aid which we secured to themr
hais prved tie life-bnllod of their enterplriaes. fly
ecery consideration of policy and justice, we urge
tile passage of tie bill.
