FaoEsur AT THE NOBTH.-A dispatch of the 10th
from New York says:

Freshets caused by ruins and rapid melting of the
snow, are causing great damage in this section. The
entire lower part of the city of Albany is submerged,
and a propeller and twelve canal boats have been
sunk. Several fires have been caused by the slaking
of lime, and numreous railroads are under water. A
large number of cattle also have been drowned. Troy
is nearly overflowed, and business is generally sas-
pended. At ChiSlago the flood is immenase and all
the railway bridges are carried away or badly dam-
aged.

ICE IN TnHE Onto.-The Louisville Journal, of the
7th inst., says:

The ice last night formed a gorge extending from
the saw-mills down to below Fifth street, and about
two-thirds the distance across the river opposite
Fourth street. It was very heavy, and on the falls
it formed numerous hills. About I o'clocktodaythe
river commenced rising rapidly, and then the gorge
gave way. It was a great sight. The heavy oakes
when coming in contact with the ice-hills piled up on
them until the current swept them off. Everybody
supposed that the steamer SnUsquehanna would be
crushed when the gorge started, but fortunately a
gorge was formed about twenty feet from her, which,
protected her from the ice.

A report was current this morning that the Gen.
Pike, lying above Utica, was sunk. Capt. Sherley,
who returned from Harrods' Creek, informs us that
the Pike's chimneys were down, and he thought she
was sunk. Welearn also rPom Capt. Sherley that the
steamers Maareugo, J. W. Cheesman and Yorktown.
all stern-wheelers, which had been lying at Charles-
town landing, eighteen miles above this, broke louse
from their moorings. The Marengo succeeded at
about 2 o'clock in making a landing at Jeffersonville.
but the other two boats had not when we left the
river.

The mail boat Superior, which had been lying im-
mediately below the Pike, came to the Kentucky side,
where Capt. Summons boarded her, and then made a
landing above Hatreds' Creek.

All communication between this and the other
shore is cmi off. The river is filled with heavy ice
from shore to shore. 

The New Albany ferry-boats made a few tripe this
morning, but have since been compelled to suspend
their trips. _
