THE COLDErST W•NTER.-Tbe weather is a standing
theme for conversation as well as writing, and every
body has something to say daily on that topic. The
newspapers are now raking up reminiscences, begin-
ning with 1779, and noting 1717, 1822, and 1835-'6.
A writer in the Newark Daily Advertiser claims the
palm for February, 1822. He says:

"The North river was frozen over, being solid on
the New York side down to the stones, which could be
seen, it wasso clear. It tapered in thickness towards
the Jersey shore down to one inch. A small stream
o foot wide, with a plank aeross it, gave access to
Jersey City. I walked across with othero. There
was a canvass tent erected in the center of the river,
where they sold refreshments and liquot; the skaters
found benches and chairs to rest on under the tent.
Oysters werevery scarce ; so was fire-wood. The sow
had bltcked up the roada so long that the wood-yards
were alt saols ot. My thermometer one morning
marked 2t deg. below zero. All the wood that could
tbe cut down ahont Harlem and beyond was brought
into the city, and found ready purhoasers at nine and
ten dollars per cord. I both sawed the bread and
chopped it with an axe.
