The crowd seemed to be
utterly unconscious that other amusements were go- ,
ing on elsewhere. Next we dropped in at the Am-
phitheater. There we found another crowd, luxuri-
ating in displays of physical training and daring I
equestrianism.. All seemed to be as perfectly satis-
fled as if that were the only show in town.

The Gaiety theater was the next place we visited.
That elegant establishement we found brilliantly and
tiashlonably crowded with the lovers of the unadulter-
sted drama. Our attention was equally divided be-
twseei Mr. Anderson as King Lear, in the scene where
he eurseq his daughters, and tihe complete absorption
of the audience in the spectacle. It was a magnifi-
cen•piece of acting, of which the audience seemed
to be fully aware, and we have no doubt that if the
said audience had been informed that amusements
were going on elsewhere, they would have treated the
information with perfect contempt.

Our next vialt was to the Orleans theater. We
found thestreet choked with carriages. As we went
up stairs we heard the last strain of a chorus, and a
deafenilng thunder, of applause. We wedged into a
standing place, in time to see the leader of the orches-
tra handing several valuable looking parcels to a gen-
tleman in blue, at the same time that one of the most
crowded and splendid audiences we ever saw in that
theater were shouting, clapping their hands and
showering boquets all around him. The gentleman
in blue was3L Delagrave, and it was his benefit; the
opera being "La Dame Blanche." We remained
through the last act, and understood the enthusiasm.
The music fell like honey upon the ear; and wwon-
dered that an operaso beautiful and so raviebif r in its
elfcts upon an audience, should not be tendered
'iften'e . We have no doubt that if it had been inti-
smated to the audience that amusements were going
on elsewhere, the informer would have been set down
for a fool or a madman.

That was the last place of amusement that we vis-
ited. Inour journeys we noticed that the itinerant
street shows were likewise reaping rich harvests.

The tellers
yesterday included Wisconsin in the count, notwith-
standingthisirregularity ; and the President reported
the result in the same manner. Hereupon an animated
discussion arose as to the power of the President of

the Senate to count the vote of Wisconsin on his own
responsibility, as well as in respect of the legality of
the vote itself.

The debate was participated in indiscriminately by
Senators and Representattves, amid such a scene of
confusion and excitement as I have never tcfore wit-

nessed in a legislative body. The Senators, accus-
tomed to the quiet and decorum of their own cham-

her, seemed utterly confounded by the uproar and
turbulence which prevailed around them. Sometimes
a dozen members would be on the floor fat the same
time, all anxious to be heard amid the prevailing din,
and each one drowning the voice of the other. Mr.

Orr, of South Carolina, in the midst of the melee,
moved thatthe vote of Wisconsin be excluded from

the count--bt then the question arose, how the vote

should be taken on Mr. Orr's proposition. The Sena-
tors protested against a per capita vote, as well they
might-and the House insisted thatthe Senate should
not leave the hall until the question was decided. Gen.

Case arose amid the storm, and declared that such a
scene was a disgrace to the nation, and reminded

him more of the tumultuous proceedings of a French

mob than a meeting of the legislators of the country.

Mr. Hunter finally proposed that the Senate retire to

its own chamber-the motion was put and declared
to be carried, by a chores of ayes from the Senators

and shouts of noes from the Representatives. The

President descended from his seat-the Senators mov-

ed, in a dignified manner, out of the Hall-and the

Speaker of the House once more resumed his seat.

The discussion of the question was then resumed
in each House, and continued until a late hour in the
evening. Two or three members of the House de-
clared that in their opinion no election of President

had been constitutionally made. and that it was then
the duty of the House, on which the constitution had

devolved it in case of no election by the people, to

proceed at once to choose a President. After succes-
sively debating and rejecting numberless proposi-
tlons, both Houses finally adjourned without coming
to any understanding about the matter. In fact, all
of them seemed to be in a fog about it, and unable to
devise any measure of escape. The discussion will
i be renewed to-day.

The constitution has failed to provide who shale
be the judges of the election of President and Vice-

President; and hence all this difficulty. It is a lea
casus omissus of the constitution, which can only te
be remedied by provision of law. Certainly it would bar
be fatal to our form of government to permit a A

State to vote on a day after other States had voted, Ope
for in a close contest a single State might thus de-
termine the result, and her electors might be bribed
to defeat the will of the people.

On the other hand, unless we vest the authority to T
letermine the legality of the vote of a State some- tel
where, we have a fatal defect in our system of govern- ES
ment. The President of the Senate, acting yesterday "a
as the President of the joint convention, took the re- pre

sponsibility of counting the vote of Wisconsin. He i

had no authority for doing so-and yet be had no

right to reject it. It is a delicate question, and a de-
fect which ought to be at once cured by legislation.
Now is the appropriate time to do it, when the result
will not be affected by it one way or the other.

The case of the validity of the election of the In-
diana Senators has occupied the Senate for several
days, and is likely to give rise to a great deal of dis-
cussion and trouble. The means by which they were
elected were far more revolutionary and informal than
that by which Harlan was elected from Iowa. The
Senate of Indiana not only refused to go into a joint
convention, but the Senators sent here did not even pr
receive a majority of the two Houses. In Harlan's in
case, he received a majority of all the votes of all the 0'

members of both bodies-and his election was made
in an adjourned joint convention which the Senate
would not officially attend. If Harlan's election was vs
informal, it is evident that the case of these Indiana
Senators is far more so. The circumstances were far x
more aggravated and revolutionary. p

The House is hammering at the Tariff bill, with no
prospect of any decisive action.
