Particulars of Foreign News.

From the advices received by the steamships Balti-
more City and Europa we extract the following intel-
ligence :

The ship Confederation, which was ashore in the
Mersey, had broken up, and that the master, mate,
steward and boy were lost. It will be remembered I
that our previous advices from England stated that
the ship was ashore and lay in a dangerous position ;
that the captain had sent his wife ashore ; that moat
of the crew had left thevessel, brit that Capt. Corning
and his mate refused to abandon her. The vessel
went to pieces the same night, and those on board
perished.
Queen Victoria has intimated her intention not to

open the Parliament in person. The speech from the
throne will therefore be delivered by the lords com-
missioners. The Ohaerversays :
" The address in answer to the speech from the

throne will be moved in the Lords by the Earl of
Cork, and we believe will be seconded by Earl Cod-
per. Both of these young noblemen have but lately
succeeded, at an early age, to their family honors
The address of the Commons will be moved by 8ir
John Ramsden, member for the borough of Taunton,
and seconded by Sir Andrew Agnew, member for
Wigtonshire."

The Mornilg Herald still insists that a reconstrmc-
tion of the Cabinet is in contemplation, but admits a
blonder in its former'statement, and a " itch " some
where in the arrangements. The idea of a " coali-
tion Ministry," or any important change in the Cabi-
net, is ridiculed by the Times and other papers.

Sis Robert Pee has stirred up a hornet's nest by
his singular speech at Birmingham, describing hi
visit to Moscow. AL numerous deputation of English
residents at Brussels waited upon the Prince De Ligne,
at his hotel, to " declare their reprobation of the per-
sonal vulgarities uttered by Sir Robert Peel " against
that nobleman, and their " deep regret that the no-
bleman selected by the King of the Belgians to be
his special ambassador at the coronation of the Queen
of England in 1838, and lately deputed in the same
capacity to theE mperor of Russia, should have met
with an insult from an Englishman, utterly unpro-
voked, and couched in terms unknown to the lan-
guage and to the sentiments of honorable men."
The Prince received.the deputation very cordially,

thanked them with much warmth for the compli-
ment paid him, and thus disposes of Sir Robert Peel:

Believe me that I am deeply sensibly of the gene-
roes kindness that has prompted you thus to repel the
vulgar aggression unwarrantably made upon me by
Sir Robert Peel. I conjure you to be persuaded that
I do not suffer the displeasure I may experience at
this low-bred indignity to affect for one instant the
high respect and sincere regard long and cordially
entertained by me for England and the English. The
coarse verbiage adopted by Sir Robert Peel to revile
me, belongs only to a sot (ivrogne) and a blackguard
(gamin,) and as such, I regard it with proper con.
teimpt; but without seeking that persohage, should
chance ever place me in an unpalatable contact with
him, I shall not hesitate to say, that this conduct to-
wards me has been that of an underbred good for
nothing. (emal eleve et vaurien.)
.The model farming experiment in Ireland, estab-

lished by the Government, has not proved successful.
A report of the society. just published, shows that the
lasnuevin (model) farm, consisting of about 180

acres, was cultivated at an expense of 5,150, and
that the proceeds of sales of crops was only 1,445;
loss, 3,705. On nineteen model farms, the total out-
lay was 12,34 ; while the total proceeds were only
3,72-; loss, ,624.

The Emperor of Austria having granted an amnesty
to all political prisonemrs throughont the Lombardo-
Venetian Territory, as mentioned in previous advices,
and suspended all political persecutions. Milan had
been illuminated iy the people, and the Emperor re-
ceived in public places with the utmost enthusiam.
It is also announced that King Ferdinand of Naples

will promulgate an amnesty on the occasion of the
approaching accouchement of the Queen.

The P'ope had given 55,000 francs from his privy
purse for the employment of the poor on the high
roads.

The Paris Constitutioanel announces that General
Count de Paar, who commands the Austrian troops in
bloldavia, has made known to the troops under his
command, by an order of the day, dated Jassy, the
measures adopted by his Government for the evacua-
tion of the Principalities.
The necessary preparations were commenced on

the 12th Janu Try for transporting the hospitals and
military stores into the Buckovina.

The evacuation of Greece by the French troops is
said to have been decided upon-to take place in the
Spring.

The reception of the Persian Ambassador to France
took place at the Tuilleries on the 24th of January,
and appears to be the principal Parisian event chroni-
cled in the present advices. The Paris correspondent
of the London Times describes Feruk Kahn as about
forty years of age, of gracefol figure, with eyes black
and piercing, and with a rich and black beard, which
is the "envy of all the youthful diplomatic attaches."
He is said to have brought with him to Paris a "whole
cargo of cashmere shawls," besides numerous other
valuable presents, and is therefore likely to be much
courted. Two cousis of the Sovereign of Persia ac-
company him, and one or two literary gentlemen.

A letter from Neufchatel, dated Jaunary 20, gives
some hitherto unpublished details respecting the libe-
ration of the Neufchatel prisoners:
On the 16th the decision of the Federal Chambers

was announced to them, and the articles of the Penlm
Code were read to them, whiich punish persons re-
turning to the country after expulsion; and they
promised that they would not return until after the
conclusion of an arrangement between the King of
Prussia and the Swiss Confederation. At midnight
of the 17th, three carriages, previously prepared by
the postmaster, were in waiting to receive them not
far from the prison.

They were conveyed with great speed to Varrieres,
and thence to Pontarlier, where they arrived without
accident at li ve in the morning of the 18th, with pass-
ports supplied by the authorities. The other prison-
ers, to the number of forty-two, who had been libera-
ted on bail, have been allowed a few days to prepare
for their departure. Every precaution had been
adopted to disappoint public curiosity, and great
crowds were assembled at the port of Nenfchatel on
the morning of the 18th, expecting to see the prison-
ers leave by the lake.

The statement that the Shah of Persia had uncon-
ditionally submitted to the demands of England, had
not been satisfactorily confirmed.
Lord Stradford de Redcliffe telegraphs that Persia

submits on general grounds, and not because of the
cajture of Bushire.
The details of the capture of the latter place were

received via Bombay. The British ships arrived off
Bushire on the 25th of November, and after some
correspondence, sent ashore a copy of the declaration
of war. The next day (December 4) they took pos-
session of the Isle of Kanack unopposed. On the 8th
the British troops landed near Bushire, and the next
morning two brigades advanced along the coast
towards the town. The ships, meanwhile, were shel-
ling the fbrt, the garrison of which were soon dis-
lodged, eight hundred of whom took up a new posi-
tion to oppose the British advance.

After some preliminary skirmishing, the British
drove the enemy back upon the fort, from whence
they attempted an escape; but their retreat was pre-
vented by tie British rflles on the seaward and the
cavalry on the landward side. The eneuy were not
Persians, but Aralne. They lost three chiefs and a
large number of men. The British loss was 35.
Bushire was then summoned to surrender, but re-

turned a refusal. After a bombardmentof four hours
they yielded. Tile governr, comusmander of the
leedt, and au officer reported to be tile hlinister of
War, were made prisoners. Bushire was then pro-
claimed British tertitery and a free port.

At the latest accounts the city was quiet, but ugly
rnors were alat of aboUiniublie conduct ot the
part of thile English after thie surre der.
