the derelict parties. If a lawyer treated his clients
as many of our representatives treat their principals,
he would. soon be withont clients, for he would be
unworthy their confidence or the confidence of any
body else.

A great proportion of this legislative absenteeism is
chargeable upon the representatives elected by the
voters of New Orleans. Too many remain at home,
when, according to their pledge, they should be at
the state capitol. Let not this neglect, we earnestly

appeal to them, be continued any longer. The session
is more than one-half expired--many important mat-
ters will come up for discussion and determination
during the remainder of the term permitted by the
constitution-and there should be a full attendance
from all parts of the State. Those who longer neglect
their duties will be held to a severe accountability.
