The Tower of Babel Not Discovered Yet- o
The Boston Traveler's Stor Exploded.

We are reluctant to dispel so agreeable an allusion
as this discovery of the iowerof Babel, by brining a.
it to the severe tests of historical and geographical s
science; but the fact is that the researches of M. ly
Place in the great mound at Arbela, though highly Q
interesting and valuable, have no more to do with the __
Tower of Babel than they have with Bunker Hill Tb
Monument. If M. Place suppoes that he has discov- d
ered the Tower of Babel at Arbela, he most be, even i
for a Frenchnan, stterly ignorant of the Bible; and t,
we are at a loss to conoelve how the reverend corres-
pondent of the Traveler could for a moment have
concurred in such a supposition. His assertlon that ag
"no locality was asigned to the structure," is directly th,
contradicted by the plain language or Scripture : "•o
the Lord scattered them abroadfrom thence upon the
face of all the earth; and they left off to build the fde
city; therefore in the name of it Ialled Babe." in
This conclusively fixes the locality. Babel and Baby- w
Ion are the same. The city, which In Hebrew is ha
called Babel, in Greek is called Babylon. The Tower to
of Babel means precisely the same thing s the Tower ha
of Babylon. Now, the site of Babylon is well known,
and there,if anywhere, we must look for the remains, fo
if remains exist, of the famous tower, and not at Ar- cc
bela, which lies three hundred miles north of Babylon.
The fact that bitumen is found at Arbela is of no im- cc
portance, for bitumen is found in many places in the to
neighberhood of the Tigris and Euphrates, and is no-
where more plentiful than at Hit, on the Euphrates, t
at no great distance from Babylon. hi

On the site of Babylon there still exists stupend-
ous rains, pre-eminent among which are two vast

spiles, called by the Arabs the Mujelehe and the Birs w
Nimrod. The travelers who have explored and de-
scribed the ruins of Babylon are divided In opinion as
to which of these piles is entitled to be considered n
the remains of the tower of Babel. IMr. Rich, by A
whom they were first described, in 18tI, decided In t
favor of the Bits Nimrod. Sir Robert Ker Porter, In n
1818, advocated the claims of the Mujelebe; and, in l
this opinion the eminent geographer, Major Rennell,
coincided. Mr. Buckingham, a subsequent traveler, gi came to the same conclusion with Mr. Rich. And no

ma can say authoritatively who is right or who is a
wrong. The question, in all probability, admits of no
decision.

The mound at Arbela, which M. Place has examin- t
ed, and which the correspondent of the Traveler im-
agined him to have discoarered, has been long known,

In 1841 it was described by Fraser, in his work on
Sesaopotamia and Assyria, as "a large artificiald mound, 0 or 70 feet high, 300 yards in length by

200 in breadth." The Mujelebo at Babylon is 150 feet
high, and the Bits Nimrod nearly 250 feet high, or I
three or four times the height of the ruin at Arhela.
Throughout Asoyria and Messopoltami there are
multitudes of ruins equal to, or greater than that at
Arbela, with quite as good claims to be coasidered
the Tower of Babel-that is to say, no claims at all.

Fraser, whom we have already quoted, speaking of
i., these ruins, says: "That any portion of the mounds

now seen, or the sites we have described, belongs to
those earliest cities of the world, which are presumed
to have there been erected, it would be more than
raulsh to affirm. On the contrary, it is almost certain
that in the long periodof more than 4,000 years which
o h rve elapsed since Nimrud founded hli kingdom in

Shinar, every portion of the original fabrics must
have mouldered into dust, and that the huge mounds
which astonish us in various parts-such as the Birs
Nimrod, Akerkoof, Workha, Mugeyer, Sunkhera, Ei-
bliych, Jibel Sanam and others--belong all to far
