Congressional News.
Wsalso~roO, Feb. 23.--Senate-The Senate passed

The President has asked Congress for an appropri-
ation of nearly $17,000 for an Envoy Extraordinaryto
Persia-a part of the sum to be paid to the Interpre-
ter and to the Secretary.

House.-In the House the deficiency bill has been
passed; also the bill to pay the companies of South
Carolina volunteers in the war of 1812.

The appropriation for the Kansas Legislature was
stricken out of the Legislative bill.

Wss•svoro , Feb. 24.-In the Senate, on motion
the bill for admitting Minnesota into the Union was
reconsidered.

In the House the bill to refund duties paid upon
bonded goods destroyed by fire in New York was
passed.

Louisiana Legislature.

the bill prohibiting the emancipation of slaves was
amended so as to prohibit emancipatipn in any case.
It has been engrossed for its final reading.

Mr. Weathers introduced a bill for the administra-
tion of the Penitentiary. It provides that the Legis
lature shall elect an agent who shall be entitled to
one-fourth of the nett profits. It also provides for a
Board of Directors to be appointed, each to receive a
salary of $1,000 a year.

House.-The bill relative to the elections in New
Orleans came up and produced considerable excite-
ment.
