Well, what of business? Some New York editors
think New Orleans folks were in extacies at the
breaking up of the ice-the rise in the water of the
Htissialppi, and the resumption of intercourse with
the great West; but more than all this, they com-
plain of a few hundred thousands of coin taken out
of Wall street to pay for part of the vast some of
exchange which have been made here this season.
There are about twenty-five millions more 4 bills to
be made within the next sixty days, but as it will
not pay to bring gold hither, we shall be content to
move on under the general laws of paper, bank notes
and credit.

Business contihues lively; yea, very brisk on the
levee and landinga-never more so. Though we do
miss the usual large receipts (at this season of the
year) of sugar and molusses, still there is hope ex-
taut that the coming season will in part make up for
the deficiency of the last. It is useless for those old
curmudgeons and pseudo friendsof our go-a-head city
to exclaim about depression in real estate, high taxes,
and this and that and the other supposed depressing
feature. Our city is bound to advance if the Legisla-
ture will but let it alone. There are more private
dwellings in the course of erection now thau we have
known for many years at this season, and what we
now require is one or two additional first class build.
lngs for hotels to accommodate the many thousands
of visitors who are increasing every season. We have
many fine churches, and we have Some first class
hotels, though a late writer from this city speaks
very highly of the climate and a visit he made to
the Battle Ground below the city, but thinks the St.
Charles hotel will not compare in point of comfort,
living and other appendages, with the hotels of
Chicago, Ill. Now we have no more to say. We
give it up. We will consualt our friend from Paris on
this momentous subject.

aitealSlar h~i . The Hone bill was more liberal than
the one proposed in the Senate. Accordingly, when
the Senate, on Tuesday, came to consider it, various
amendments were offered, the effect of all of whidh
, -to ,e vet Sbimpensation Belw6 the rate at
which the House billud fixed it. These amendments
cere all Opposed, and were successlvely voted down'

by the friends of the bill in the Senate, inasmuch as
to have amended the bill at this late stage of the
/ession and sent it back to the House, would have
necenmssll ledto its defeat. If the Senate had not
accepted the bill asit went from the House, the whole
measure would have been postponed to the next Con-
grep. The House will not be able to dispose of one-
tenth of the business already pressing upon it for
oonsideration.

I was in error some time ago in stating that the
bill took effect on the Ist of next July. It takes
effect from the beginning of the present fiscal year-
that is, from thelst of July, 1856.
The officers of the army, and those who advocated

the passage of this act of justice to them, cannot too
sensibly appreciate the obligations they are under to
Gen. Quitman, the chairman of the Military Com-
mittee in the ,House, for this signal service he has
rendered them. But for him, it is safe to say the bill
would have been irretrievably lost. He not only re.
ported it as early as circumstances would allow, but
he watched every opportunity to bring it to the con-
sideration of the House. A single objection on any
other day than Monday always stopped him-accord-
ing toetbe ordinary rules of the House. On Monday
of each week it required a two-thirds vote to suspend
the rules, without which the bill could not be taken
up out of its place in the calendar. Gen. Quitman,
with an eagle eye, watched every opportunity, until
finally his perseverance was crowned with success.
He engineered it safely through the House-and it is
safe to say that his influence was exercised, quietly
but yet. effectively, in favor of its passage without
amendment in the Senate.
The olficers of the army in New Orleans, Arkansas

and Tex.s, could not do a better thing than to greet
the old General ,,ith a public testimonial of their
gratitude and respect, on his return to his home in
the South.

The House yesterday passed the Atlantic Telegraph
bill, by a vote of 102 to 81. Some amendments were
made to it, which will cause it to be sent back to the
Senate, where perhaps it may be lost. There was a
vigorous opposition to it in the Senate when it was
first proposed, and this opposition, together with the
pressure of business at the close of the session, will
very probably defeatit altogether. There is one very
suspicious circumstance connected with this bill,
which has caused many to look upon it with distrust,
and that is the lobby force employed here to procure
its passage. A good measure, especially one of
prominent public interest, does not ordinarily need
any extraneous assistance from the lobby. Soodlous.
in fact, has this lobby system become, that its opera-
tions are looked upon by many members as presump-
tive evidence of fraud. Since the recent develop-
ments of corruption, the less thelobby has to do with
a bill before Congress, the better.
Mr. Douglas, chairman of the Committee on Ter-

ritories, in the Senate, yesterday reported the bill
providing for the admission of Minnesota as a State,
precisely as it passed the House. He also reported
the House bill for the admission of Oregon, with an
amendment striking out the clause prohibiting the
right of suffrage to those who are not citizens of the
United States. This is intended as a rebuke to the
American members of the House, who procured the
insertion of this clause 'in the House bill. The bill
will have to go back to the House with this amend-
ment, the effect of which will probably be to kill the
bill altogether. Nor would this result be much re-
gretted, in view of the fact that the South is plung-
-lug too fast into a condition of hopeless inferiority in
-the confederacy, by the constant and steady admis
sion of new free States.

IMr. Gwin, the new Senator from California, whb
took his seat a few days ago, has given notice of his
intention to introduce a bill providing for the con
struction of three railroads to the Pacilic-one
northern, one southern and one central-and a line
of magnetic telegraph along each. Mr. Gwin is a
Smodest man certainly ! Mr. Weller has been strug-
gling for years to get one road, and finally has had to
compromise with a wagon road, and glad to get that.
Mr. Gwin'sa cool proposition to invest about six hun-
dred millions of dollars in railroads to the Pacific may
indicate his devotion to the interests of his State, but
it certainly does no credit either to his wisdom or his
modesty. Mr. Gwin will have to come down from
his high horse if he would secure favors to the
people of the State he represents. Congress is dis-
posed to be liberal to California, but three railroads
and telegraph lines all at once constitute a draft anon
its liberality which I am bound to say has no pros.
pect of being honored.
- The tariff question still occupies most of the atten.
tion of the House. Amendments by the score are
daily offered and successively voted down. As I
have predicted all the time, no change will be mada
in our revenue laws at the present session.

The Investigating Committee intended to repor
yesterday, but was delayed by the examination o
new witnesses. The report is expected to be mad-
to-day, though it may be to-morrow or next day
before it is ready. It will create a sensation wheo

Mr. Buchanan will arrive here on the 2rth, and will
take lodgings at the Kirkwood House preparatory to
the inauguration.

It will be
an entering wedge to a disruption of the Democratic
party of the South, which will eventually become
etrongerthan the administration party. Mr. Buchan-
an is placed In the disagreeable position of concilia-
ting the remnant of his patty at the North by such
appointments as these-or else utterly overthrowing
and breaking it down by respecting the predominant
sentiment of the masses of the Southern people.
Time wilillillustrate the fact that there are no princi-
ples. or even sympathies, in common with the North-
ern and Southern people-and it may ibe well con-
sidered whether it is not better tu note this fact at
once, and prepare for the inevitsale cosoequenlcts
which mnst ensue from it. EcLsx.
