At a quarter to eight the executioner entered the
ell to prepare him for the scaflbld. Verges underwenthis last operation without making a movement or at-ering a word ; he only shrank a little when the cold
teel of the scissors that cut the hair from the back
uf the head touched his neck. The chaplain againapproached him, and with tears in his eyes and a
tremulous voice once more exhorted him to think of
tis soul. He at first listened to the priest in silence,

and then retired with him ton cornerofbthecell He
uelt, joined in prayer, and terohably confessed, for
e chaplain pronounced the a•soldtido. Eighto'clockstruck, and at the last stroke he issued from the cellmd proceeded to the scaffold. He appeared calmer

and almost resigned to his fate. Nevertheless, when
ridding farewell to the director of the prison and his
issislants. he once more implored for one hour " towrite to the Emperor." At a few minutes after 8 he

msued from the prison gate, when at once the scaffold

:xecutioner. As he moved he was heard to utter thecords: "Amende honorable-jamoais; plus lard."

tis hands and kissed the image of the Saviour, gazedor an instant or two on the cold and clear sky above,oting himself-into the arms of the Abbe Hugon, and

lien surrendered himself to the executioner. He was
astened to the plank, and his neck placed under the
tstrument of death. At the given signal it fell, flash-
.g in the cold light of the morning, and atill was over.

Its organs in the press
form a committee which directs its organizatio ; it
declares that the candidates of the government must
be supported. The situation of the government,

composed as it is in great part of men professineg con-titetioelneeism, is antnaloua id the extreme; it is
driven, in spite of itself, to give strength to the abso-
luvets ; it is compelled to follow a policy which islostile to its existence.
