ing signal and stop the train. On investigation it
was ascertained that the bridge immediately before
them, considered as unusually strong, had been swept
I awy, and a freight train coming along a short time
previously had rushed into the gap and sunk belou
the river. Nothing was visible but the smoke pipe of
the engine, while thre emen in charge of the train
were missing, and had probably found a watery grave.
The movement ofthe waters caused the engine bell to
toil with a muffled note, and thus sound a solemn re-
quiem over the departed souls beneath. If the con.
doctor of the passenger train had rushed on, no mor-
tal power could have prevented an engulphment and
repetition of the fearful Norfolk tragedy.

Dr. Sumner, who attended this young lady, has ex.
tracted from her body and limbs the enormous num-
her of three hundred and eighty-three needles.

A CoUT-FHose BERNcn.--The court-house of Ma-
con county, Georgia, was burned to the ground on the
night of the 25th ult., and a great number of valuable
records and other documents destroyed. The fire was
attributed to incendiarism.

Go.LE oa TH OUIO.--A heavy wind storm pre-
vailed all along the river during Fridvay afternoon and
nighlt. At Augoslta, Ky., four or fiveihouses and the
wharf-boat were unroofed. The ferry-house on the
opposite shore was entirely demolisled, and sturdy
forest trees up-rooted and ewept some distance by the
hurricane. A flatboat was likewise turned bottom
uIpward at Augusta. The gale lasted about ten min.u-
utes. The steamer Bostona woas lying alongside thu
wharf-boat at Malcheater at the time. Both were
blown adrift, but were safely landed without injurlly.

Having provided this system of commtsuionershipu
for the convenient management and conduct of the
elections In the city, with 'a view to the easy admias
sion of party votos, the hill proposes 'increased and,
in many instances, undue and disproportionate penal.
ties for distarbandeo and other oflhncesu t electIons,
for which oufflcleit pnhishmentu'have ben'h'berptofure
provided. I"

But this ismerely un'tatrodnction to the more im-
portent part of the plan for the intiiiiidation'of the
people of New Orleans,' and their iht iugatlon to the
partisasa of Gov. Wichklife and the Attorney General.

The chief pert of the plan cohesits of the' military
arrasgements made to overawe amd control thepeople
at their electidns.

The Governor, with the advice and consent of the
Senate, is to appoint a Snperliltendent of Elections,
who is to hold his office foi two years, oiless rmoved,
and to receive a salary of $130000 y• ar. The Superhi-
tendent is to appoint four chief dp'phtie, each of
whom is to receive $1000 per annum, andi't be re-
movable atthe pleasure of the Superlntendent. Hi is
also authorized to employ, as his deputies, any num-
ber of persons the Governor may direct, and to canse
the deputies to be equipped in such manner as the
Governor may think proper and adequateto the oeci-
sion. He is further emiowered, with the eonsent of
the Governor, to adopt such rules andregulations for
the government and equipment of his deputies, ohlef
and ordinary, as be may think fit : provided the same
be consistent with the constitution, etc., and provided
that they may be altered and abolished at any time by
the Governor. He has the direction and command of
all the deputies on the day of election.

The army of deputies, under the Superintendent
and Governor, may carry concealed weapons on the
day of election, if they choose to do so, or if they
are directed to do so by the Superintendent; but the
people shall not have the right to carry concealed
weapons. The army may consist of two thousand
men.

Such is the force, contemplated by the bill, to be
subject to the command of the Superintendent, or of
the Governor, if he should think proper to command
it. Its object is ostensibly to aid the Superintendent
in the performance of his duties.

The bill declares that it shall be the exclusive dutdy
of the Superintendent to take charge of and superio .
tend, to the exclusion of all other persons, all elec-
tions in the parish of Orleans for officers of the gene.
ral, State, parish or municipal government--to pre
serve tranquility and order, eta., etc.; and it con-
cludes by clothing ihm with the dictatorial anthority
to take care that all elections ae -so conducted that
the privilege of free suffrage may be supported, and
the constitutional rights of the citizens shall not be
impaired.

To perform this duty thus exclusively imposed on
the Superintendent, power is vested in him, on the
day of election, to arreat any person who may, in any
manner whatlever, interfere or attempt to interfere
with the election, by creating or attempting to create
disturbance during elections, or commit any breach
of the peace, or do any act tending to create
tumult or produce violence; and to make such
arrests ithilout warrant, on his suspicion, or his
own fear, or discretion, or malice, and to have
the perdonas so arrested conflued in the parish
prison until the day succeeding the election.
The general power to arrest without warrant
is not confined to the neighborhood of the polls,
but embraces the whole circuit of the city. It is, too,
an exclusive power, and is intended to supersede and
ride over all other power, and especially the police
power vested by the constitution in the officers of the
city elected hy the voters of New Orleans. The plain
provisions of the constitntion of the State are to be
trampled under foot, and the people of New Orleans
are to be under the surveilltnee and authority of the
Superintendent or the Governor, and the army of de-
poties.
