This P
amendment passed the Senate lest Satrday, by a a
rote of t to 24. Butlt did net umit the purpoes of a
either the Freesoilers or the Northwaestern Democr-
cy that it abhould remain. Accordingly Hale moved i
reconsideration. After a long,able,and interestng

debate, the amendment, which the Senate had itself 2
fired to the bill, was yesterday struck ont, and the y

bill passed just as It came fiom the House.
An examination of the vote shows three note-

worthy fats-bthat every Preesoiler in the Senate,
with the exception of Fish of NewYork,voted against
the amendment-that every Nortbern Demooratie
Senator, except Broadhead of Pensaylvania, so l
voted against it-and that everySoutehern Sentor,
except Green, Toombs, Johnod and Yolee sneds ll
it. From which it will appear, as was well aid by C
Mr. Thompson of Kentucky, in an able spee hem i
made in favor of the amendment, that there asemsto i
be an indecent rivalry between the Democratic red
Freesoil parties of the North, as to who shouldg e
farthest in abject truckling to the foreign popultion. ti

The bill, as it now stands, permits aiens, who tD
have been in the Territory six montld, tovrt pro
vided they have declared their i••tioesn 1 be
citisens. If this is not clearly viohtive of thbeCeawst
tution, then it would be diffiolt to asy what Is. Mr.
Crittendedn proed to edemonstration that ittwis 6-
and yet the Senate sustained it. e showed tt sn•
a voter conldot be puaisbed fotrreasn-beceaushl
is not a citizen, and none other than citizens, aecord-
ing to the Constitution, can be held guilty of (rea i.
Yet the Senate would invest him with the highest
prerogative of citizenebip, the right of efagel He
said, moreover, that each a voter could not be um.
moned to fight our battles-we had no right toi si-
mon any but citizens. Yet the Senate wfood allow
him to vote at the polls, and determine the character
of the Constitution and laws of the inchoate State Of
Minnesota I

It is not difficolt to see what we are drifting into,
when such a measure as this can pass the American
Senate-a body which the people of this country have
been accustomed to look to as thepalladium of con-
servatism. Under the anulla utigia retrorsum policy
which seems to have been inaugurated by our politi-
cians, the next step will be to admit a foreigner to
vote the day he lands upon our shores-and the tean-
sition, in the Northern States, will be an easy one to
universal suffrage, when negroes, women, minors and
Indians will crowd the polls, and decide oureleetions.
Indeed, Seward, the other day, when this was charged
upon him by Clay of Alabama, did not deny it.

This.is no party question, as is indicated by the
fact that the bulk of the opposition to it came from
Southern Senators, nearly all of whm areDemocrata
It is a question that rises far superior to party. It is
a question that involves the self-protection of bs.
South. After the apportionmentof 1860,thepeopleof
the South will have their eyes opened to the alarming
increase in the poetical power of the North-western
States. I use the word " alarming," because there is
nothing in common between these people and the
people of the South; and when they once get the
power, as they inevitably will under the present legis-
lation of the country, it is folly to suppose that they
will not use it. They will lavish the public money
upon improvements of their lakes. They will pillage
still more the public domain. They will protect their
own interests, and they will repeal the duty on sugar
-the only interest in the South which needs protec-
tion. They will make the whole country, as far as
legislation can do it, tributary to their own advance-
ment and wealth. I have watched with close scrutiny
the designs of the North-western representatives here,
and it is evident to me that their whole object is to
get as much as possible of the bounty of the Federal
Government. It is time, or it will soon be too late,
for the people of the South, sinking all party issnes,
to combine as one man to resist this putting of polit-
ical power into the hands of the people of the North-
went.

The Senate also passed yesterday the Oceanic aTele-
graph bill, with the amendments as they came from
the House. The only material amendment is that
which authorizes Congress to terminate the contract
at the expiration of ten years, by giving one year's
notice.

Campbell's Tariff bill, as it passed the House, will
be taken up to day in the Senate-bat it will not
pass, unless the Senate conclude, for want of time'to
mature a better one, to accept this as a temporary
measure until the next session of Codgress.

The whole session of the House yesterday was con-
sumed in a long and fruitless discussion of the report
of the Investigating Corruption Committee. To-day,
Gilbert, one of the members implicated, will be heard
in his own defense. It is generally believed thatthis
subject will occupy the remainder of the session, as
there are only five more working days-and an ap-
prehension is felt that Mr. Buchanan will be under
the necessity of calling an extra session to pass the
appropriation bills.

Senator Sumner arrived here yesterday, looking as
well as he ever did in his life. The gallant and chival-
rous Brooks has gone to his long home--but there are
others here who will guard the honor of their con-
stituents as vigilantly as he. Sumner knows this;
and he will perhaps observe something of the pro-
prieties of life in his future Senatorial career.

Mr. Buchanan will reach the city on Monday, two
days only before the inauguration. There will be a
great display of military companies, fire companies,
clubs, associations and stragglers generally, to parti-
cipate in the pageant. An immense platform has
been constructed on the eastern side of the Capitol
for the people to stand on while Old Buck delivers his
inaugural. (A facetions friend of mine, walking on it,
the other day, remarked that it was the first Demo-
cratic platform he ever stood'on.]

Baron de Stoeckel,who hasrecently been accredited
Mlinilister from Russia to this country, presented his
credentials a day or two ago, and was received.
