The House was f8allyrelieved,yesterday,of allthe

cases reported upon by the late InveetigatingVCom-
mittee. On the day before, two of the membhem im-
plicated-Menras. Gilbert and Matteson -resigned
their seate. In the case of Mr. Wetch, it wa decided
that there was not sofficient evidence to convict him.
On yesterday, Mr. Edwards, of New York, the re-
maning one of these involved in the charges, after r
making a strong and naply speehob, proteting his in-
nocence in the most emphatic terms, also resigned.
Thus have all the members implicated been disposed
of, and the matter received its quietus for this session
at least. Whether it will become necesary to have a
similar investigating committee at every session of
Congress, is a question for the future to determine.
But there is too much reason to fear that or public I

men are not as they were in the earlier andpurer days
of the Republic. Political ambition, private interest
and the grosser paesonsof humanity, oghtto boedied
carded from the heart of every iegislator who looks to
the glory and advancement of the amtin. But it
would be a vain delusion to fatter seveetvs that this
isthe case, or even that we are improving upon the
bright exeinplars of'pbliec virtue gpd political lnteg
rity who have illestrated oar annal in the pst. The
transition from good to evil is easier in, a Republic
than in any other form of government. The golden
ake may soon degenerate into the brazen-and the
cdhse of free mnslituttons, by' or gradual decadence,
receive a fatal blow at the very hands of thod] whb
should be foremost in upholding it.

Before this will have reached you the fate of the
tariff will have been decided. At present the two
houses have each passed a distinct bill-materially
differing from each other in their provisions, and htv-
ing nothingin common exceptthe general object of
reducing the revenue. The Houde has passed Camp.
hell's bill, and the Senate a subetitute proposdt,by
Mr, Hunter, of Virginia, chairman of the Committee
on Finance. There are three articles which giverise
to all the difficulty-iron, sugar and wooL Campbell's
bill admits these as under the present law.' Mr.
Hunter proposes a inaterial reduction on iron and
wool, and a reduction on sugar from thirty to twenty-
three per cent. The Senate was up nearly all night.
on Friday debating Mr. Hunter's bill, and finally
passed it by a decisive majority. The Hoouse had lire-
viopsly passed Campbelfs. In this state of antago-
nism between the two houses, a commitee on con-
ference has been appointed, but I think. it doubtful
whether they can agree upon any compromise. If
not, the tariff law will remain of course as it is at
nresent.

it is curious to note the zeal with which the repre-
sentatives of different interests defend them. Thus,
Mr. Hunter's proposition to reduce the duty on iron
was bitterly resisted by Mr. Brodhead, of Pennsyl-
vania, the representative of the iron interest in that
State. Mr. Brodhead himself is personally interested
in minjng operations in western Pennsylvania, and
was sent to theSenate by that interest for thelrpose
of protecting it. They wisely.econsidered that the in-
otinct of self-preservation would only make more efil-
cient his obligations to his constituents.

In like manner the reduction of thq duty on wool
was opposed with the utmost vehemence by Senator.
Collamer, of Vermont. Yet. both these Senators,
Brolhead and Collamer, can see the duty on sugar re-
duced with perfect composure, and the coolest com-
plaisance. .Thus do private and personal interests
creep into "Cohgires and oehrthrowthe nationality of
its legislation.

Almost superior in importance to the lariff, is the
new treaty with Mexico which IMr. Forsyth has re-
cently negotiated, and which arrived here a few days
ago. Various reports are outrelative to itsprovisions :
but the general impression is that it involves no ac-
quisition of Mexican territory, and is simply a con-
cession of certain valuable commercial and postal
privileges to us, including a guarantee of the route to
California across the isthmus of Tehuantepec. Our
exports to that country are to be admitted at a reduc-
tion of twenty per cent. on the present rates of duty,
claims of our citizens to the amount of three millions
of dollars are to be paid, and a reciprocity on the
frontier, similar to that which now exists between this
country and Canada. In consideration of these con-
cessions we are to endorse, or guaranty, the bonds of
Mexico for the sum of fifteen millions of dollars.

From all accounts, the condition of Mexico, social
and financial, is a deplorable one indeed. Her trea-
sury is exhausted, her credit seriously impaired, and
the people distracted by civil dissensions and intes-
tine commotions. If it e constitutional for osto make
this arrangement with her, as proposed by the treaty
of Mr. Forsyth, our government should not hesitate
to do it. A grave doubt, however, has arisen, whe-
therit is competent for us, under the Constitution, to
endorsethe bonds of Mexico, or to lend her our credit.
This question the Senate will have to decide when
the treaty comes up for consideration.

It is certain that Mexico is on the eve of a revolu-
tion, from which nothing can save her but a liberal
supply of money. The ten millions we paid for the
Gadsden purchase have been exhausted; her credit
has been exhausted ; her people are ground down by
the exactions of the clergy and the church. It would
be the part of magnanimity in the United States to
extend aid to our unfortunate neighbor. Instead of
profiting by her weakness, we ought generously to
endeavor to restore her ancient glory and importance.

This treaty, and the Dallas-Clarendon treaty, will
both go over to the next administration. It is prob-
able that the Senate will be in session for two or three
weeks after the 4th of March, in the discussion of
these two treaties and the ratification of Federal ap-
pointments.

Mr. Buchanan will reach the city to-morrow, acrom-
panied by the Vice President elect. The inauguration
ceremonies bid fair to be very brilliant. Already the
avenues are crowded with an eager throng, collected
from all parts of the Union. The hotels are also full
and, by Tuesday night, hle who can get even a floor
ticket for lodging will be a fortunate man.

The cabinet is all defllitely arranged. The con-
firmation of it will be the signal gun for anattack
upon the administration from a mashed battery,
which Mr. Buchanan will find is not to be despised.
Premonitory symptoms have already been given-and
Mr. Buchanan will discover that he cannot success.
fully conduct his administration by ignoring the pre-
i dominant sentiment of the Southern people. Certain
it is, if he pursue a negative, do-nothing policy, with-
out rc pecting the just claims and expectationuof the
South, and her commanding importance in the con-
federacy, his late is already sealed. The time for
compromise has gone by. The South will have all
her rights, including an equality of political power in
the Union--or she will have them out of it. It would
be wall for Mr. Buchanan to understand this at once.

extend every facility to the honest trader.

Rio Gande, Thursday, Oct. 31,1,e5.-I have to

inform you that notice has been recetid at this'port
of a vessel with the inscription Llewellyn, of Camden
on her stern, being washed on shore about 70 miler
from this city, water-logged, and having a quantity of
guano on bord. The is doebtles an APmerican bark,
of the above name, oeloangag to Camden, Me., whtehn
ailed from Darien, Ga. about the end of July, or the

beginning of August, bound to Montevideo. It is np-
posed, also, to be the same veassel seen at sea a few
days ago at the mercy of th waves, having no one on
board ; but the state of her cabin, as is reported, evi-
dently indicated that everything of value had beentaken oat, from which it is presumed that the er-w
most have taken to their boats.
Kingston, Jo., Thursday, Feb. 5, 1857.- The

schooner Suflb k, of New York, Capt. Smith, nrrived
here a short time since from New Orleans, with a
cargo of floor, beef, etc., in distress, having her fore
and maintopmnst, cutwater and bowspritsprang, and
otherwise in a leaky condition.

The Brownsville Flag of the 26th alt. says :
We learn that notice has been given in Matamoras

that a brie, or large schooner, loaded with lumber,
had driftrd ashore on the Mexican coast, a short
distance below the mouth of the Rio Grande. The
Mexicans decipher the name of the vessel to be
" Nicara." or "Nigara," but-more probably the Ni-
agara. Her masts had been cut away and tentporar'
Jury masts rigged instead, on which her colors were
set as f in distres., though themre was no person on
board, and from the fact that. no pteers have been
found on the vessel, nor small boats of any kind, it Is
supposed that she was abandoned by her crew, in'll
ptrobablity weeks before she drifted to the land.

The flag suggests that this vessel may be from New
Orleans, and says :

We shall endeavor to learn somethtng further of
this vessel, which has doubtless been drifting about
in the Gulf since the dreadful hurricane of August
last, in which the Ill-fated steamer Nantilus perished,
and which destroyed so muchl life and property on
the Gulf coast.

A Tovoo TLea r.--The Poughkeepsie Telegraph
says that a Mr. Bird, of Lagrange, lost a ine tarkey in
the great snow storm of January 18th. He dug him
out of a snow hank twenty-one days after, and so ac-
tive was he that hie could not be caught by those who
undertook to seize him, but giving a gobble, ran along
other turkeys and commenced fighting. He had been
completely covered by the snow, without touchlng the
ground and witliout a particle of food.
