SmaorLAn Sroar.-Mr. Buchanan Poisoned.-The
Lancaster (Pa.) Expoeso relatee a cane of wholesale
poisoning which endangered the lives of a large num-
her of persons, among whom was the Hon. James
Buchanan,upon the occasion of the visit he made to
Washington a few days previous to the inauguration.
It is said that large quantities of poison had been
placed in different parts of the National Hotel for the
purpose of killing rats: It is well known that vermin
of this sort make a desperate rush for water so soon
as they feel the effec of the poison. The conse.
quence was that the large tadk which supplies the
building with water was shortly alive with any num-
ber of these unfortunate creatures, and beforethe fact
was discovered, water thus prepared was used for
drinking, cooking, and mayhap for mixing brandy
cocktails. The result is thus stated by the Express:

Twenty or thirty of the guests were suddenly and
some of them severely affected from the use of water
thus impregnated with the poison. Mr. Buchanan
left suddenly for Wheatland, where he arrived souffer-
ing severely from diarrhea. He wos, however, Iees
severely affected than the others, and in a short time
recovered sufficiently to receive visitors-het the ea-
tigue incident to.entertaining two or three hundred
persoma, made it absolutely necesary for him to hu-
band his strength by refqlsng to see any but his most
Intimate perfsoal friends-a rle which was rigidly
observed up to the hour of his departure this morning.

Dr. Jones, of Bers. was mere severely affeted, and
has been lying in a critical condition ever since-and

Sdoubt about his recovery, has left his appointment
to a place in the Cabinet an open question up to the
present time. Amobtg the others most severely
affected was Hon. John h. Dawson, and it was run
mored this morning that he has since died. The re-
port, however, needs confirmation. Mr. Porter, of
this city, was also severely affected, and though con-
fined to his room ever since, webelievehe is now out
of danger.

This occurrence must have been kept very qniet in
Washington, for we believe no allusion has been made
toit by the papers of that city. The National Hotel'
must be a pleasant place to put up at.

ARRIVAL OF TJIHE $T.•CSIIP BLACK WA.RRIOR.

GLOtlOUS NE'WS:

WALKER STIIt VICTORIOUS:!

The U. S. mail steamship Black Wairior, Capt.
Smith, arrived at 9 o'clock tast night from New York
via Havana. We leardn from the memoranda of the
purser that she sailed from New or'k at 7 P. M. on
the 2d, and from Havana on the 8th. Arrived at
South-West Pass at 12 o'clock Tuesday night, and
was detained at the bar five hours by fog.

The weather in Cuba has been quite cool. Sugats
advanced upon the arrival of the news of the reduc-
tion of duties in the United States; stock at Havana
and Matamoras, 160,000 boxes. Exchange still im-
proving. Freights good, particularly to the United
States.

By the steamship Granada, from Aspinwall to Ha-
vana, and a British steamer from San Juan to Aspin-
wall, we have advices of the capture by Walker's
forces of Serapiqni and Castillo. The dispatch to the
evening papers states that " Walker's party "-mean-
ing the men under Titus and Lockridge -" had
forced their way up San Juan river to the lake with
trifling loss :" and captured provisions and mnhitions
of war, and had also " saved another steamer, the
J. W. Scott."

The Purser says :
He (Walker) has also retaken his lake boats, and

routed the enemy at every point.
From some cause we did not receive our Aspinwall

exchanges, but from the Havana Prensa we translate
the following, received by the Granada at Havana,
and by the British steamer Trent at Aspinwall, from
San Juan:

" After the capture of the river steamers Mr. Scott,
the agent, fitted up a small steamercalled the Rescue,
and sent her up the river, and she not returning so
soon as was expected, fears were entertained that
shdhbad fallen into the hands of the Costa Ricans.
News had been received that the troops under Walker
had returned and taken possesion of Sempiqui. The
attack was made on the 13th, at .5 o'clock in the
morning, by 200 men, with two pieces of cannon.
The place was defended until the following morning,
when the Costa Ricans evacuated it, the Americans
taking possession, with a loss of only two killed and
three wounded. According to the statement of a
prisoner, the Costa Ricans had 14 men killed and 20
wounded.

"The arrival of the Rescue at San Juan confirmed
this news and furnished also the intelligence of the
capture of Castillon by the same troops on Monday
(the 10th nilt.) with a loss of eight killed and twenty
wounded. It was stated that the Costa Rican troops
had suffered severely in the action, hating thirty-two
killed and sixty wounded.

"The Americans had retaken the steamer J. N.
Scott, but her machinery had been so maltreated that
she could not descend the river without undergoing
repairs. Col. Lockridge came down on the Rescue to
obtain provisions, of which there was an abundance in
San Jan.

"The British naval forces were still holding out pro-
tectiaon to deserters from Walker."

This news comes originally from the Aspinwall
Courier. The inference might be drawn from it that
Walker had made a dash from Rivas upon Serapiqui
and Castillou, but it seems singular that he should
have attempted so bold a movement with only 200 men,
and it is probable that it was the work of the forces
under Lockridge and Titus, and in fact this is the only
reasonable conclusion.

Later from Texas,.

By the steamship Louisiana, Capt. Talbot, from
Indianola via Galveston, we have papers from interior
Texas, but none from Galveston.

The San Antonio Herald of the 2lth ult. says:
Since our last, we have been blessed with a series of

refreshing rains and a continuance of the most de-
lightful weather, admirably suited for farming operae
tions, and giving a fresh impetus to the grass and all
other vegetation.

From the same paper we extract the following ac-
count of recent forays of the Indians:F'rom a reliable source we learn that the Indians
have lately been comniitting depredations upon the
uipper settlemente of the Medina, having shot a man
in the very streets of Bandara, and stealing horses
from the vicinity. A scout was soon in pursuit, we
believe, from Camp Verde. They followed seven
days whenthey clame upon what they supposed to be
another party of Indians, whom they attacked and
killed four. having one man killed. A boy who has
been raised among the Indians, bhut lately escaped to
one of the posts, says it is their intention to attack
the npper settlements of the Cibolo soon.

We are enabled to lay before our readro the follow-
ing antlentic report of the above mentioned scout.
from Capt. William E. Prince, lest infantry, command-
ing Fort McKavitt, dated Feb. 11,1857 :
" I have the honor to report that a detachment of the

2nd Cavalry, from Camp Verde, consisting of one
sergeant (l~t sergeant Walter iMcDonald.) and thir-
teen privates of DI) company, accompanied Iby two
citizenss assd a gnide, arrived Isere the morning of the
lilth, having (,'lowed an iidiai trail from about five
miles of the Verde to within a few miles of this lace.
I supplied this coinmsud with suloistence and forage,iwhen tley imimediately continaed the pursuit, which
led in the directions oftise Coscht.
On thie 13th the comnmand met the Indians,at least

twelve in number, about forty nmiles from here, on atributary of tlst river. An engasgementenused, iwhich
Sresulted in hilling four Indians l nd, the calptre of alltheir aisnials (six,) The sergeant husd oie man
wounded, (Ftho is now in the hospital, shot tlrough
tlce Icngs,) aisd ore horse killed. I think much credit
is due Sergeant )tclhuiald and hiso command, forthereal andi energy they have dispilayed tsroughlout.
"Lieut. Wood, 3d cavalry, iu comomanid of a detach-

lunt from Fort Mason. ia nsow on the Coucho.
I shall sncud a detachimes t of my command to Fort

Territt, to aid in covering the country and prevent
aniy incursions at that poinit.

The whole territorial question being thens ettled'
upon the principle of popular sovereignty-a princi-
pie as ancient as free government itself-everything
of a practical nature has been decided. No other
question remains for adjustment because alt agree
that, under the constitution, slavery in the States is
beyond the seaeh of any hnman power, except that
of the respective States themselves wherein it exists.
May w e ot, then hope that the long, agitation, on
this sdbject is pn•oacbing its end, and that the geo-
graphical parties'to which it has given birth,so much
droeaded by the Father of his Oantry, will speedily
become extinct. MIost happy will it be for the coon
try when the public mind shall be diverted from thia
question to others of more pressing and practical im-
portance. Throoughout the whole progress 'of this
agitation, whieh has scarcely known any intermission
for more than twenty years, whilst it has been pro
luctive of no positive good to oany human being, it
has been the prolific source of great evils to the mas-
ter, to the olave, and to the whole country. It has
alienated and estranged the people of the sister States
from each other, and bas even seriously endangered
the very existence of the Union. Nor has the dan-
ger yet entirely ceased.

Under our system, there is a remedy for all more
political evils in the souopnsense and sober judgment
of the people. Time isa great corrective. Political
subjects which but a few years ago excited and ex.
asperated the public mind have passed away and are
now nearly forgotten. But this question of domestic
slavery is of far graver importance than any mere
political question, because, should the agitation con-
tinue, it may eventually endanger the personal safety
of a large portion of our countrymen where the icsti-
tution exists. In that event, no form of government,
however admirable in itself, and however productive
of material beefits, can compensate for the loss of
peace and domestic security around the family altar.
Let every Union-loving man, therefore exet his beat
influence to suppress this agitation, which, since the
recent legislation of Congress, is without any legiti-
mate object.

It is an evil omen of the times that men have un-
dertaken to calculate the mere material value of the
Unlon. Reasoned estimated have been presented of
the pecuniary profits and local advantages which
would result to different States and sections from its
dissolutions and of the comparative injuries which
such an event ould inflict on other States and sec-
tions. Even descending to this low and narrow view
of the mighty question, 'all sueh calcnlatiom are at
faylt. The ba re rference to a aineglaooenidertion
will be conclusive on this point We at present enjoy
a free trade throeghout our extensive and expanding
country, such as the world has never witnessed. TlhIs
trade is conducted oq railroads and canals-on noble
rivers and arms of the sea--which bind together the
North and the South, the East and the West of our
confederacy. Annihilate this trade, arrest its free
progress by the geographical lines of jealous and
hostile States, and you destroy the prosperity and on-
ward march of the whole and every part, and involve
all in one common iin.

But such considerations, important as they are in
themselves, sink into insignificanuce when we reflect
on the terrific evils which would result from disunion
to every portion of the eoonfederacy3-to the North
not more than to the South, to the East not more than
to tie West. These I shall not attempt to portray;
because I feel an humble cotfidence that the kind
P'rorvidence which inspired our fathers with wisdom
to frame the most perfect form of government and
Union ever devised by man will not suffer it to perish
uintil it shall have been peacefully instrumental, by
its example, in'the extension of civil and religions
liberty throughout the world.

Next in importance to the maintenance of the Con-
stitotion and the Union is the duty of preserving the
government free from the taint, or even the suspicion;
of corruption. Ptj c virtue is the vital spirit of re-
puhlics ; and hiet proves that when this has de-
cayed, and the love4 money has usurped its place,
although the forms of free government may remain
for a season, the substance has departed forever.
Our present financial coudijtlion is without a parallel

in hisltory. No nation has ever before been embar-
remed front too large a sriplhis in its treasury. This
almost necessrily gives birth to extravagant legigla.
lion. It produces wild schemes of expenditure,begets
Snrace of speculators and jobbers, whose ingenuily is
exerted in contriving and promoting expedients to
obtain public money. The purity of official agents,
whether rightfully or wrogfully,is suspected, and the
character of the government sulffers I the estimation
of the people. This is in itselfa very great evil.

Thie natural mode of relief from this embarrasm-
ment is to appropriate the surplus ithAbe Treasury to
great national objects, for which a clear warrant can
be lotnd in the ic~nstitution. Amoig these I might
mtctioti the extinguishlcnt of the public debt, a
reasonable increase of the snavuy which is at present
inadequote to the protection of our vast tonnage
atloat, now greater than that of any other nation, as
rell isa to the delfnse of ocr extended seacest,

it is beyoud all question the true principle that nu
mote revenue ought to be collected from the people
titan the aniount necessry to defray the" expennes of
a wise, ecossomical and efficient administration of the
goverrnment. To reacs this point it won necessary to
re•n't to n modihtratiou of ths tariff, and this has. I
trust, beeu accomplished in such a manner as to do
on little iojusry an may have been practicable to our
domestic mauolnetturen, especially those necessary for
the delease of the oosutry.

The weather was very fine, and the citypovelow-
ing with people from every part of te Unioan, was
astir At an early hour. The Intelligecer sy*:•
By 9 o'clock all the avenues and streets leading to

and from the city, were alive with vehliclee, horsemen
and pedestrians, tending to a common center, the
streams increasing as the day advanced.

When the procession arrived at the
the Copitol. the President and Preide
ceded by the Marshal and pertleft th
pas•d through a covered way built for pp
from the street to the north entrane of thlCae
by whiob they reached the Senate chastbser.

There were here assembled the Justlees of te
preme Court, the Diplomatic Corps, the .Hlpd~ of '
Departments, members of Congres elect, ex-l-em--
bers and officers of the army and navy, and 'o iem
privileged persons.

Before the Senate had closed its hiasinese for the
session, the oath of offie -wae sdinisg y the
Hon. James f Mason, President of theSeate
tempers, to the Hon. Joh C. BreckLnrildge, lice
President elect, who made his aeknowledgments in
a brief and appropriate.apa•ch... -

Upon the arrival of the President of the United
States and the President elect, they•cre formally
conducted to the seats' appointed for them by the
Committee of Arrangements.

After a short pause the President and President
elect, preceded by the Marshal ot the District of Co-
lumbiao, te Justices of the Supremt Court, and other
functionaries, and followed by the Vice President and
Secretary of the Senate, the senators, the diplomatic
corps, heads of deprtments and other officisa persons.
proceeded to the platform erected on the eastern por-
tico of the Capitol, and were seated. Here theywere
welcomed by enthusiastic shouts from the people.

The President elect then stepped forward to the
rentre of the platfiro and comimenced his inaugural
addess, whicrh he read in a clear, distinct and forcible
manner, so as to be heard over a conaidenable area of
the vast assemblage gathered before and around him.
The address was freqieatly cheered, as the sentiments
which suited the feelings and judgment of his auditors
reached their ears.

At the conclusion of his address, thePresident elect
bowed to the people, who sanlted him .ith hearty
rheers. He then tamed towards the Chief Jtostice of
the Supreme Court, who administered the oath of
office, the President reverently kissing the hook. He
wa iemmedistely congratulated tbyt the nume s olti-
cial and other gentlemen surrounding him.

These impressive ceremonies being ended, the Pres-
ident and other functionaries returned to the Senate
chamber, and after remaining thrce Aheut hail an
hour, passed out by the same covered way to the car-
riage which was now assigned to the President, the
Vice President and the exrP'rebidelut The procession
then moved to the Presidential mansls n In nearly the
name order as that observed on its approach to the

Capitol.
After the President had reached his omcial re.i-

dence, the doors were thrown open to the vast multi-
tudes of people of both sexes who werein attendane,
and the President exehanged friendly greetihga with
all who presented themselves for introduction.
