Talk on 'Change.-General Stemn .

It was active yesterday on the streets. In fact,
Canal, Royal, Chartres, and not'overlooking our own
locality, Camp street, were crowded. There were no
signs of grass sprouting,though it lathe season for
flowers and blossoms. AA active beusness is going
on, in spite of the evil and tyrannical legislation at
Baton Rouge. There are only a few more days left
for our present law-makers to exhibit their envy
against the city. In the meantime commerce will
flourish as usual, and after the adjournmentwe expect
general trade to flourish still more. We have not
heard of any resolution being introduced to change
the course of the Mississippi river and make it run
towards the Rocky mountains.

There have been numerous arrivals of boats within
the last forty-eight hours, some with live stock on
board. We have not heard, however, of the boats
being compelled to land or brought to at Baton Rouge
by the great gun of the Capitol, to compel owners of
the stock to obtain a pass to come to New Orleans
and sell their cattle. Our legislators have omitted
one essential and important point-that is, to enact a
statute compelling every boat that descends the Mis-
sissippi to stop at Baton Rouge,aand the captain and
passengers to obtain passports to come to New Or-
leans, and a " superintendent" and deputies on the
levee at all times, to take a description of every per
son landing. It is astonishing that this important
feature of the season has been overlooked.

It is hardly necessary for us to say that the good
weather yesterday tended to enliven all branches of
trade. Cotton continues in good request, though not
so active as to lead to the expectation that Middlings
will go up to fifteen cents by the let April. As the
lot March has passed withont that price being real-
ized, those of our friends who would not agree with
us when we told them, in January, there was not the
remotest chance of that figure being attained by that
time, must now be convinced that we were correct in
our assumptions. The future is still obscure; we may
have a warm and mild spring, which will give a good
stand to the crop for which the ground is now being
prepared ; at the same time the grand point, con-
sumption in Europe, overshadows all collateral ques-
tions. We, however, believe that there will be but
very little land, heretofore devoted to sugar, turned
into cotton. The great amount of tonnage in port,
with many heavy vessels expected, is tending greatly
to support the cotton market. We are now to re-
ceive supplies of cotton from Upper Red river, a good
deal from the borders of Lake Bisteneaou, and con-
siderable from the vicinily of Lake Soda. From the
Ouachita there is not much more to come; from
Arkansas river, very little ; from the Yazoo river and
branches there are a few thousand bales, and some
thousands from Memphis. We want, however, in all,
230,000 bales more to help out the maximum esti-
mate, say 3.000,000 bales. The question is, is there
that number of bales in the country bordering on
the MIississippi river and branches? If any one has
more information on the subject than ourelves, we
shall be happy to receive it.

Corros.--The receipts of cotton for the twenty-
four hours enntg at 6 o'clock last evening were, by
the Princess, from Vicksburg, 1,088 bales ; James
Johnson, Nashville, 535; Osprey, Rowland, (Red
river,) 568c; Opelousas, Minden, 1,022 ; Nashville,
505; Lewis Whiteman. Yazoo river, 1,802; Afton.
Jefferson. 1,356; Sovereign, Camden, 545. Total
7.584 bales.

SExports yesterday, for Liverpool, 4,089; Barcelona
S543; Vera Cruz, 503 ; Havre, 1,031. Total, 7,06(
bales.

There were also among the exports one cargo o
5,000 barrels for Rio de Janeiro, and one of 1,051
barrels for Point"a-la-Petre.

WosOLE•ALE RASCALrTY.- A piratical yacht,

ARCToc MIEDAL.--Queen Victoria has commanded
that a medal be granted to all persons, of every rank
and class, who have been engaged in the several ex-
peditions to the Arctic regions, whether of discovery
or search, between the years 1818 and 1855, both in-
clusive.

TrIE CITY OF WAmsIINGTON.--The Washington cor-
respondent of the New York Courier, giving an
account of the closing proceedings of Congrewss ys:

The supplies for continuing the public works in the
District are unusually heavy. One million to the
Washington Aqueduct, and half a million to the ex-
tension of the Capitol are fair examples of the liberal-
ity of Congress towards the seat of government. All
that money can do towards its adornment and mag-
nilicence will be accomplished. * * * * * It is
obvious that Washington is destined to become one
of the greatest and most beautiful of modern cities.

St. Paul,) and at the immense stridds which he toek '
in perambulating the entire extent of our vast case
try, at the same time getting the itsues of the late i
Presidential election mixed na withthe discurion of d
this bill. As there was no relevancy in his remarks, d
however eloquent, to the merits of this act, I shalt de.
dine following him, and confine myself strictly to the a
provisions of this bill.
I hold myself peculiarly qualified to diseoas this o

measure-though not a native of Louisiana, but bbmorn
in Kentucky, I was in my earliest infancy transplanted 1t
to her suelny clime, and grew to manhood on her soil. t
Ihave kept myaelf familiarly acquainted with the fr
passing events of the day, in the deep solitude of the
country, where it is my happinea toreside. Iam
customed to pay a yearly visit to the city of New
leans, and always with pleasure, at seeing. the busy
tide of commerce which rolls through the streets and j(
crowds horample wharves with the hbondless products C
Sof half a continent. But if this act becomes i law, I
fear in my futre.visits I should see gloomy facee in-
stead of the smiling ones of t-das-mn place of thea
pleasant recognition, when friend meets friend,every
coduitenance would be overspread with the pallor
which, marks the inhabitants of a beleagured city, I r
beseech you not to disturb the happiness of the clii- I
zens of the commercial heart of our State thus rudely.
I have had but a few brief hours in which to con- I

sider this bill, owing to the haste in which it is being I
hurried through, the time altogether inadequate to a I
proper condensation of my thoughts upon it. I pro- I
fpose to give a kind of running commentary upon ev.

The very title of this act is startling to any mem-
ber of the American party, who has had the honor,
or.otherwise, to hold a sean on either door of this
capitol, for the senses of auh -ae one must by this
time be drugged to nausea at the repetition of those
rending terms, thugs, assassins, brass knucklers, etc.
The very title of this act starts these hobgoblins into
being, swith which we are wont to be frightened.
