tDHalsiaslppl Intelligence.

The Macon Star of Saturday last says :
After a brief period of delightful spring-like weather,

it turned suddenly and excessively cold a few days
ago, and yesterday morning it rained, sleeted and
snowed all the forenoon. The few days of bitter
weather which we have had, has greatly injured the
gardens, and it is feared that the fruit crop is entirely
destroyed, as most of the trees were in bloom. The
snow melted as hfast as it fell.

We learn from the Attanla Democrat, that on the
night of tile 11th a fire occurred in that town, which
destroyed the Post-office and several other buildings.
It was not known how the fire originated. The Demo-
crat says:

Corn seems to be getting much scarcer in the
country than was anticipated. It is selling in our
county from $1 to $1 25 per bushel. We learn that
there is an absndauce in Noxubhee county at fifty
cents per bushel.

The Granada Republican of the 14th says:
We have had it clear and quite cold for several days

past, a slight snow fell on the morning of the 9th,
which has set vegetation back some six or ten days,
and probably materially injured the fruit.

The Fayette (Miss.) Watchtower of the 6th inst.
says :

There are no new cases of small-pox in town this
week, and those who have been confined are nearly all
well. We learn from a private source that it is on
several plantations in Red Lick, and also, that the
scarlet lever is raging with considerable malignance
in the eastern portion of the counrty.

Ror';a PLACE FOR A RILoADn.--During the blow
of Sunday, a train of freight calrs weire standing upon
the track of the Lake Shore road, where it is built on
piles in the lake, a short distance from theshore. The
storm was so violent that the waves dashed clear over
the cars, and, as it was very cold, they were frozen
upon the track, which was covered with ice, several
inches deep. Workmen have been engaged the past
two days in getting the ice off the track and putting
it in a condition to be used.

Tue RAT PoroSING( ArFFA.--Death of one df
the Victims.-The editor of the Cleveland Plaindealer,
writing from Washington on the slt ilnst., says :

The great wholesale poisoning case excites much
interest here. The Xtioual, the largest hotel in the
city, being overeun with rats, the proprietors under.
took it general slaughter by poisoning them with
strychniroe. They took the poison and then took to
tihe pearet water, which was in the cistern tanks and
wells about the house, where they tumbled in and
died, of course. The water being concealed aid
raised lby pumps did not expose the condition of
things till by its daily use some hundred or more of
the boarders were suddenly taken sick, doctors were
called and a health olficer sent for, who were not long
in discerning tihe cause. On removing the coveriug
to the big cistern it presented the dead bodies of
poisoned rats.

Mr. l.enox, from our State, was a guest at the
house at the time, was taken sick, started for home,
and died on the way. No other deaths have been
Ieard of, but many of the boarders are still very
sick. iMr. Bucbanan was also stopping at the house
and has not yet l'lly recovered frori its efieets. The
tuais have been thoroughly cleansed.
