The fine weathe yesterday was one topic for re-
mark; cotton, that everlasting theme, was another;
bonds, State bonds, ($700,000) was another, and soit
passed with the thousands of people on the great
thoroughfares. There was some disappointment
in the commercial circles regarding the non-receipt
of the Africa's advices. On Sunday the mails from
Liverpool by the America came to hand. We have
received a private letter dated Saturday, 28th of Feb-
ruary, 12 o'clock, which contains a postscript quoting
" strict Middling Cotton up to-day " to 7(d. to Sd.-
as high as ever. Lower grades are easier. This is
rather in conflict with the telegraph accounts, but we
suppose it will all come right by the time Middlings
go up to 9d. The Bears cannot exult much at the
receipts at this port for the last ten days; and the
general decline in receipts at all the ports is some-
what larger than was anticipated. It will not be long
before we shall know something positive on the esti-
mates. If some of the New York Bears still entertain
ideas of 3,100,000 to 3,200,000 bales, we can only re-
mark that they will be most confoundedly taken in;
and if over 3,000,000 bales are attained we shall, be
nonplusased.

Yesterday we noticed the clearance of-one cargo by
the Monarch of the Seas, of six thousand three hun-
dred and seventy-Bve bales, valued at about three
hundred and fiftj thousand dollars; this with the
value of the ship will amount to nearly.five hundred
and fifty thousand dollars; add ten per cent to the
value of the cargo, and we have nearly half a million
of dollars as it were, afloat under one risk of insur-
ance, though divided. There were also two cargoes
of wheat and flour cleared for Spain yesterday; a
cargo of flour on Saturday for Pernamboo ; also one
cargo consisting of 11,676 sacks of Wheat, 3,216
barrels of flour, for Lisbon; and with other cargoes
too numerous to mention, our pseudo friends en-
deavor to•create the belief that the trade of New Or-
leans is decreasing. If manufacturing is increasing
in Northern cities, it will be found we shall be able
to show an increase in a year or two. Trade has not
been frozen up in this latitude yet. This is where
nature gives us one advantage which all the rail-
road capital and credit north of Mason and Dixon's
line cannot overcome.

The' mail from New York failed yesterday. The
Africa is past due. se next steamer to arrive from
Liverpool will probably be the City of Baltimore of
the 11th instant, now due at New York. The Eurpa
for Boston is the steamer of the 14th from England.

ADD RE S
Of the American Members of the Legislature, to the

People of the State of Louisiana.

FELLOW-CIZENS : The undersigned American
members of the General Assembly have thought it
best, before retiring from the seat of government, to
issue an address to our fellow-citizens, with a view of
calling their attention to several measures which have
been brought forward and carried by a strict Demo-
cratic vote in the Senate, and are now pending before
the House of -Representatives, and to such as have
passed both Houses. -
The trot in the series to which we would call atten-

tion, is the Act providing for the appointmentrof
constables in the parish of Orleans. IRecollecting that
it is a fundamental principle with all parties in our
country, that the peopleare the soure of all power-
that if they (the people,) are qualif• to exercise the
elective franchise, in respect to the highest officers of
our government, which no one doubts, they are
equally qualified to elect the lower officers-for the
major proposition includes the minor-it may then
well be asked what motive prompted the ascendant
party in the General Assembly to take away from the
citizens of the parish of Orleans the right of electing
the inferior judicial officers, the constables? It should
be borne in mind that if this privilege was not ac-
corded by express constitutional grant, it was con-
ferred upon them by existing laws, which are in har-
mony with the spirit of oar Constitution. To deprive
them of this right was to credte an invidious, odious
and insulting distinction between the citizens of this
parish and all the other parishes of the State. When
this bill was before the Senate, an American Senator
offered an amendment to it, extending the provisions
of the Act to the whole State. The majority promptly
voted it down. As heedless and reckless as their
legislation shows them to be, they were unwilling to
embrace the entire State in the operations of the bill.
-Why this inconsistency? If the law was a good one
for the parish of Orleans, no reason can be given why
it should not be equally good for the State at large.
The solution of this difficulty lies in the fact that the
American party is in the ascendency in the parish of
Orleans. So obnoxious is the American iarty to the
elf-styled Democratic party, that they were ,willing

to destroy the fuondamentalprinciple of democracy in
order to punish the American party. Such is their
devouring appetite to crush out our party there, such
their ravening propensity to feed upon the slaugh-
tered victims of their rage and malice, that they have
passed a law which would disgrace the reign of an
absolute despot, and which it. is impossible that
Americqr freemen can submit to.
Tie foregoing observations apply with equal force

to-the several lawswhich have been enacted by the
dominant party, in respect to Collectors and Assessor
ia the parish of Orleans. In all these bills there is
the same odious features. They all operate to draw
I power from the hands of the people, where our Con-
stitution in itsspirit, and our laws placed it, and cen-
tering it in the hands of the Governor.

There is another feature, of Democratic rule we
would earnestly invite the consideration of our fellor-
citizens to. V e allude to the inancial ruin into which
they have plunged the Treasury of the State. Our
people have long groaned under the burden of taxation,
and anticipated the time when some amelioration
would take place in this respect. Vain hope ! With
an assessment of nearly two millions of dollars an-
nually, we are plunged in financial distres,and forced
to borrow three hundred thousand dollars at this time
to carry on the affiirs of the government.Do carry on rile armar t ue gaovernment

So reckless, extravagant, and incompetent have our
Democratic rulera shown themselves to be, that unless I
the people rise in their might and hurl them from t
power, in a few years more the treasury will be help-
lealy bankrupt. We warn you of the coming inan- I
cial ruin, and exhort you to come to the rescue.

Another matter of great interest to the people of
the State, exhibits in a striking manner the disregard
which characterizes the party in power,of several plain
and important mandates of the Cotnstitution. We t
refer to that portion of the organic law which requires
the establishment of a Board of Public Works. The
Constitution makes it imperative on the Legislature
to divide the State into four districts, with as nearly
as may be an equal number of voters in each, and au-
thorizes the election by the qualifted voters of one
Commissionerin each district. The Democratic party
have from first to last steadily refused to carry out
these articles of the Constitution ; have deprived the
peopleof their right to elect their officers, and there-
by augmented the already overgrown patronage of
the Executive. A party which year after year perti-
nacious.ly refuses to execute several important pro.
visions of tile Constitution in the only way allowed
by that instrument, justly forfeits the confidence and
support of an intelligent constituency. We would
call the earnest attention of the people of the State
to the conduct of the party in this particular, and ask
them what is the reason of the dereliction of duty in
this case ? The question can have but one answer-to
keep the power in the hands of tihe Executive, in or-
der to reward party fivorites.

The chief instance of awkward and dangerous le-
gislation to which we shall at this time call your atten-
tion is, the Election bill for the city of New Orleans.
Let every true American heart swell with indignation
at the atrocious despotism which pervades it. Let
political oblivion engulph them, for they have proved
themselves faithless watchmen on Freedom's citadel.
IMay the rebuke of virtuous freemen greet them, as

they return from the scene of their recent despotic
and tyranous labors.

We have no desire to analyze it-we ask you to
read it, and study its extraordinary provisions-see
what boundless power it confers on the Governor and
Superintendent of Elections in that abused city, and
settle the point, whether you are willing or not to
coitiune a party in power which is thus fisle to every
instinct of American patriotism, and which has by
this act instituted a despotism more grinding and op-
pressive than tlhat of the layonet and the bow string.

On a calm review of the acts which have been pas-
sed by the Democratic majority at this session, not
one cian he found marked by enlightened policy or
sound statesmanship. If some of tihe acts commented
on in this address, have been snftered to fail in the
lower branch of the General Assembly, it has only re-
selted from fear of popular indignation, unmistaka-
ble signs of which have been seen and heard in our
commrcrial metropolis. Enough has been done to ex-
cite a st orm of opposition in the minds of virtuous
and intelligent freemen, whichl will sweep them from
power with the momentum of an avalanche and the
resistless force of Niagara's plunging flood. We urge
you to enter the approaching campaign with ardor,
and prosecute it with diligence. We exhort you to
leave no honorable eifoert untried to rescue the State
from the coutr',l of a party which has cast so much
obloquy upon it. In the language of the greatest
stateseani of the West : ' Awake, m, shake oft tihe
dew drops which glitter on your garments,and march
to lbattle and to victory."
