Bussnes.-Cotton.

General bustness begins to slacken-this is no more
than what was expected. We have had a pretty
active time for three months, and surely there is no
cause for complaint. There is,however, a good trade
going on with Texas, south by the sea route and in-
land by Red river. Our wholesale dealers are still
selling many goods, and the general prospects for a
favorable and profitable close to the season's business
are very flattering.

The European advices by4he Africa up to the 7th
inst. were received yesterday. They do not sustain
the depressing features of the accounts brought by
the Alps, and we have every rqason to believe that
henceforward, or as soon asethe Persia's advices
(which leftNewYork on Wednesday last) are received
in Liverpool, we may expect exciting accounts. At
the same time this cotton question must be taken
into the most profound consideration-there is no
concealing the impression that the subject is a
momentous one. It is believed that the receipts,
accordingae•. e cotemporary the Price Current, will
show a decrease this morning in stocks at all the
ports of. upwards of 270,000 bales. Thirty days ago
this decrease was 52,000 bales. According to this,
the question may with propriety be asked, how much
will it be sixty days hence or on the 25th May? Can
equal receipts, or any figures approaching them, be
really anticipated for that period corresponding with
the last sixty days or for the same time last year?
We think not. As regards prices, we have not much
to say, only that there must be a further advance in
England to meet thecorrent prices of this market at
this time.. Low rates of freight, with good rates of
exchange, serve to strengthen the general position of
our market, and with the general facilities of the
money market, it is believed the market must rule
for the balangofo.the season in favor of factors and
planters. Many important features, regarding the
crop now being planted, will arise as the season ad-
vances, which must be taken into view regarding the
future. In another column we give a monthly circu-
lar from an eminent cotton house in Liverpool. It
presents some sound views, which have been over-
looked in many of the circulars with which we have
been favored. In fact, they are more important, and
seem to confirm the general impressions that combina-
tions do exist to depress the great arbiter of the age.
Be that as it may, our private correspondence con-
firms us in our views that telegraphic dispatches are
often irreconcilable to the private accounts; but as
there is not much more cotton to operate on (to come
to market) this season, we will defer further remarks
for the present and await coming events.

Later advices by the City of Baltimore, from Balle-
more, are momentarilyexpected. Themailfrom New
York failed again yesterday.

CorrTo.-The receipts of cotton for the twenty-
four hours ending at 6 o'clock last evening were, by
the Compromise, from Lefiore, 671 bales; John
Strader, 611; W. C. Young, from Opelousas, 309;
Marion, from Fulton (Ark.) 714; Louisiana, from
Texas, 296. Total, 2631 bales. Receipts for the cor-
responding day last year were 4754 bales.

The exports yesterday were, for Liverpool, 0501
bales; for Iiavre, 2809 ; for Bremen, 785 ; for Ant-
werp, 163 ; for Spain, 100. Total, 14,758 bales.

Oc1TRo ES ON AMRsmCANS IN DOMINICA.-A let-

tcr from St. Domingo in the New York Herald gives
rather an alarming account of the perils to which
American residents in the Dominican republic are ex-
posed by the hostile proceedings of Segovia, the
Spanish agent, and his adherents. It states that an
attack by a monb of one thousand armed men wis
made upon the house of Mr. Elliott, the United States
consular agent, during his absence; that the United
States flag was trampled under foot, and that an at-
tempt was made to tear down the American flag-staff,
and it was prevented by an English war steamer.
Mrs. Elliott and a servant were the only persons in
the house at the time. The letter also states that on
Independence day a general onslaught was to be
made on the American residents by Segovia's crea-
tures.

MORE EIrFECTS OF RAT POISOtINO.- The whole
family of John Scott, of Scott's Station, near Cyn-
thiana, Ky., were poisoned on Sunday, the 15th, it is
supposed by arsenic brought to the house to destroy
rats, but which by some means got into the corn
meal. Mr. Scott died, but it is thought the rest of
the family will recover.

D.arTl UPON THE TaAcK.-On the night of the
18th a an named Dunbar laid down and slept on
the track of the South Carolina Railroad, and a train
from Augusta came along and crushed him to frag-
ments.

Ho••nI MULRDER.- We learn from the MaRysille
(Ky.) Eagle that Mr. James Taber was brutally mur-
dered at his residence in Fleming county, on Sunday
night, the Sth inst., by two of his negro men. He
was lying in the kitchen on a pallet, watching for
some of his slaves, who he expected would run off that
night, when he fell into a doze and was killed with
blows from an axe. The murderers escaped.

CALroonNRt GOLD.-Since the 1st of January the
amount of gold received at New York from California
has been $5,800,585, which is $1,$23,396 less than for
the same period last year.

SAn AFFAIR.-A recent letter from Amityville,
Long Island,to the New York Tribune, states that one
Mr. Jas. Kufton and his son, a child of six years,
went into the woods together to work. After labor-
ing a few hours, it is supposed that they set out for
home, and, losing their way, wandered wildly about,
and finally worn out with fatigue and despair, they
lay down to rest and perished.
