Orders have been issued for the 4th In-
fantry, now stationed in Oregon, to move across the
country, constructing the road for which appropria-
tions have been made. The companies of the 6th In-
fantry, now at Forts Kearney and Leavenworth, are
to follow up the Platte Valley, in the old Oregon
trail, and go through the mountains at South Pass.
The companies stationed in Kansas are to embark at
Fort Leavenworth and ascend the Missouri in boats
to Fort Benton, there to remain until relieved by the
4th Infantry, some time in the summer, when they too
will move across over the route passed over by them
on their march from Oregon.

I anxious to tiljust various questions connected with the
re-,ent treaties he had concluded with the several gov-ernments of Europe and Amnerica, held on tie 2:3d of
Iune, at Jeddo, the capital of the Emllire, a solemn
assembly of tile principal lords and most ifiluential
personages of his court. It was decreed at the meet-
ing that two ports of the emptire, those of Nangasnki
and Hakodadi, should he open to the vessels of all
oatioto. There thiey imight repair, take in iprotision.s
Srtablioh depts of coal, ete. The other port.s of the
Empire, moreover, are to be accessible to vessels in
dit'ic s, which may take refuge in them, but which
will have to put to sea the moment the danger is
over. No foreigner is to be allowed to ienetrate into
thile interior of the country without it special lermis-sion froon the Chief of the State. No decisi, iihas yet
been come to with regard to tile comnlerciuiai lletiol.
The right of trading with .lJapan is still exclusively
nlaintained in ftavor rif the Dutch anld Chinese, who
have long possessed it on very onerous terms, having
but one market open to them, that of Nangasapi.
Tile new policy adopted by tihe CGovernment of Japtn
will be iproductive of incalculable results. Hitherto
no foreign vessel could enter the ports of the country
to refit or take in provisions. Ttoe last decision of
the ('ourt of Jeddo accordingly constitutes a great
progrers. Shohuld China, Cochin China, the Empire
of Siam, and all the other neighbuoring States filltow
tlre cxnmleef Japan. the intercourse between the
extreme Eastand rest of the world would be ceut-
pletely changed.
