of malufacture. In the Southern States, however,
where Ull the requisite material is atforded at a low
rate, 'andran be procured in abundacire withoua
trouble, very little attention has been paid to it. In
faro wqdo not know of single establishent of the
kfn i n'o ih opetation inthl e States of Florida, Ala-
hams, Mieassippi, Louisiana and Texas, the demand
of which iasuficient to sustain from twenty to thirty
ordithllymlls. The quantily which is shipped annu-
ally to the interior from thiclty alone, is probably not
letian 1,000 repas, which, addedtothe yearly con-
thaitpln of the printing ohces in Mobile, amounts to
about 12,000 reams.

The Mohbie Tribune estimates the quantity ofprint-
Ltg paper used in Alabama at twelve thousand reams
per annum. This estimtte, we have no doubt, is

largely under the figure, as great quantities are ship-
ped from this cltyapd from the North direct, the
amount of which our cotemnporary could have no
means of calculating accurately. But, be this as it
may, we will take another calculation furnished in
the same article. Aassuming that 8,580 reams are
consumed, costing $3 50 per ream, the cost amounts
to $30,000.

We now quote from the Tribune:
To make this quantity of paper, about 400,000

pounds of raw material would be necessary, whih
would comprise 100,000 pounds of hemp and 300,00o
po•nds of cotton, such as old rags, worn-out negro
clothing, and the refose of the pickeries and presases.
The quantity of this staff which accumulates yearly
in thie city cannot be lees than 1,00,000 pounds.
Last year the bale-rope cuttings alone amounted to
900,000 pounds. 'These cuttings being hemp are
eagerly eought for by paper-makers. When mixed
with cotton the hemp rope makes the best kind of
printing paper that can be produced. It is sold in
this city at two and a half cents per pound, and ship-
pod to the North where it brings from five to seven
cents. There are also from ten to twelve hundred
thousand pounds of refuse cotton, rags and worn-out
cotthn clothing, which are yearly exported from this
section to the North, and there sold in like manner
at greatadvance from cost in this city.

Etimating the quantity thus disposed of annually
at 1,600,000 ponnds, we have raw material enough to
furnish near 85,000 reams of ordinary sized news-
` h a1d•tuaff, at 26 cents per pound, Is weorth here

o40,000. After belng Chtpped to the North it is pur-
chased by themammufcturers at 5 cents per pound,maklng 80,000.. It Is then cooverted into paper and
sold to consumers in theSothern States for $120,000.

-Thus, for the want of manufactories, the Northern,
Middle mid Western States are continually drainingear Setlon of Its eapital. Of our natural facilities
for the manufacture of this article much might be
s•_jm. but it is not necessary, inasmuch as it can he
sen by the foregoing estimates that the raw material.
which is worth here $40,000, can be made at small
rost worth $120,000. If this isa true, it is certainly
a shame for us to depend on remote parts of the
Union for our supplleas.

What is true as to Mobile is true as to New Or-
leans in an eight-fold proportion, and yet neither
city, nor the vicinity or State of either, can boast of a
solltary paper mill How long shall this state of
things continue? Not long, if our people ever con-
template disenthralling themselves from slavish de-
pendence upon the North.

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reproachable gentlemen to go befot vot••es on
their-own merits, and.to have their respective claims
fairly anoe dispassionately canvassed and determined
by their fellow-citlzens, they have sought to bring
about an issue to decide the campaign on partisan
grpgndk alone.

This we consider all wrong; and, for ourselves, we
will have neither lot norpart in it, Our readers *ril
bear us out in saying that we have ever reprobated
political influences when brought to bear upon the
election of Judges to the bench of our tribunal of
last resort.

A few weeks ago the Pioneer of Assumption pub-
lished an able and lengthy article, speaking in de-
servedly high terms of Judge Cole and Judge Lea, the
opposing candidates for the Associate Justiceship, at
the same time deprecating the introduction of politics
intojudicial elections. We extramcted liberally from
the article, and commended its toneand spirit. But,
in the last issue of the Pioneer, strong, we may say
unwarrantable ground, is taken against Judge Cole-
not that he is less eminent as a lawyer, not that he
has not proved himself a Judge of unquestionable
integrity and ability, not that he has failed in any of
the duties of a good citizen-but because the editor
had heard rumors that he had been nominated by a
convention of the American party which mysteriously
assembled sometime in February, somewhere in the
parish of Jefibrson! Truly, this is weak ground on
which to condemn aformer object of unstinted praise,
admitting for the sake of argument that such a con-
vention has been held and such a nomination been
made and accepted.

For our part, we are free to express the conviction
that Judge Cole is no ntpre actually the nominee of
the American party than is Judge Lea the nominee
of the Democratic party. The name of the former
was regularly announced in several of the country
papers before we heard anything of it in the city,
and Judge Lea was brought out by a numerously
signed call, among the names attached to which we
recognized many belonging to prominent members of
the American party. Does ihis look like scheming,
plotting and underworking? We candidly think not;
and if there is any difference in the independent
attitude towards the public occupied by the two gen-
tlemen, we are unable to discover in what that differ-
ence consists. Perhaps we may be remarkably near-
sighted and astonishingly obtuse, and we must be, if
there isany real difference. Besides,it is very strange
that the Pioneer should know so mwuh about the
action of the American party, and we so little. The
months are not many in the calendar of time when
every Democratic editor in the commonwealth was
willing to swear that we were thehead and front, top
and bottom, of the offending of the American party,
and now we are obliged to go to Napoleonville for
information as to what that party is doing! Well!
we suppose it is owing to the election bill, constables'
bill, assessors' and collectors! bills, or to the fact that
we have quit minding the business of party and gone
on attending to our own, which we find infinitely
more pleasant and profitable. This may account for
the profundity of our ignorance in the premises.

Judges Lea and Cole are really before the people
as independent candidates for an exalted judicial
station-at least one is just as independent as the
other, according to our conception of the matter-
and should be so regarded by the sovereign people.

Buslness ands Agriculture.

In general, one branch of trade with another, there
was a perceptible falling off. This is no more than
was to be expected, when it is taken into considera-
tion that for full six months past most of our mer-
chants, particularly those connected with the produce
trade, have been actively engaged. Every boat that
now leaves our landings is crowded with passengers.
We have vot met with one among the tens of thou-
sands of visitors who have not said, he, she or they,
that they would visit our good city again. Though
the streets and great thoroughfares continue to be
daily thronged, yet the contrast is great from a month
since. The planters of this and the adjacent States
have been called home to attend to their planting;
while many of them complain of the high prices they
have been compelled to pay for provisions, leads us to
remark that in order to be really independent, every
cotton planter should make his own pork and bacon,
as well as to raise corn enough for his own consump-
tion. It will not do to say that pork cannot be
properly cured in the South, because we know the
contrary to be thefact. At the same time,if planters
think it is fully as profitable to pay twenty-five dol-
lam per barrel for pork, in preference to raising the
hogs and curing it themselves, why then they take
adifferent view of their Interests than we do. Again,
if it is cheaper to pay seventy-five to one hundred
cents per bushel for corn than to raise it, we have
taken an erroneous view of the adaptability and capa-
bility of the rich soil of Louisiana ; but we occa-
sionally meet with some planters who think the same
as we do. For instance, a plantation which in 1855
produced nine hundred hogshends of sugar, only pro-
duced last season (1856) one hundred and six hogs-
heads, which would have brought the plantation in
debt, but fortunately for the proprietors they did not
consider it too vulgar and common to raise corn, and
by so doing they realized sufficient for theif entire
force and sold enough to net three thousand dollars,
which brought them out even at the close of the sea-
son. It is the very worst policy for a Louisiana
planter to be dependent on distant States for supplies
of corn and meat. We look on the principle in the
same light that we did the importation of wheat into
the United States from Europe in the year 1837-that
it will ruin any agricultural country to depend on
another for its bread, and our old friend Baron Roths-
child was about half right when in 1637 he remarked,
on some bonds being offered him, that he would not
trust a country that had to import its own bread.
Now, we do mean to say that Louisiana ought not to
pay distant States one dollar per bushel for corn, or
twenty-five dollars per barrel for pork, when they
might be produced from its own soil.
