ARP.IVAL. 01 THE BSTEAMAHIP EPIRE CITY.

To Mr. C. H. Denison, puarer of the steamship Em-
pire City, which arrived yesterday morning, we are
indebted for the following Interesting memoranda:

The Empire City, Capt. S. P. Griffin, commanding,
left New York on the 17th nst., at 2 P. M., and arn
rived at Havana sunrise on the 24th, bringing thirty.
one passengers ; two for Aspinwall; sixteen for Ha-
vans, and thirteen for New Orleans; also the usual
malls from New York and $45,498 in specie.

The United States mail steamer Granada had just
arrived from Aspinwall, which port she left on the
19th, at 3 P.M., bringing the usual semi-monthly
malls fromCalifornia, and one hundred and twenty-
nine passengers, ninety-nine of whom are deserters
from Gen. Walker's force; arrived at Panama per
P. R. R. Co.'s steamer Panama on the 14th from San
Jose, Costa Rica, March 7th. The steamship Illinois
was to have sailed for New York shortly after the de-
parture of the Granada, with two hundred and sixty
pasaengers, and $1,260,000 in specie. The deserters
brought on by the Empire City, give deplorable ac-
counts of the condition of those remaining there.
Evidence must of course be taken cure grano salts.

They had learned from General Bosque (Costa Ri-
can) that Col. Lockridge on the Atlantic side, had
been surprised by Gen. Mora, before Castillo fort, and
compelled to raise the seige, with much loes, on the
19th of February. This is confirmed by the arrivals
of steamers Clyde and Tennessee, at Aspinwall, from
Greytown.

The Star and Herald of the 12th represent Gen.
Walker as remaining at latest dates (7th march per
Sierra Nevada) at Rivas, which he was engaged in
strengthening, having about 400 fighting men, but
constantly weakened by desertion. The allies by the
same authority have dwindled from 3,000 !own to
1200, and remain strangely inactive and lethargle.

The Empire City left Havana for this port at 3P. M
on the 24th, bringing fifty-four passengers in the
cabin, in addition to those enunmerated above. Steamer
Philadelphia had left for New York on the afternoon
of the 23d, all well.

The steamer Clyde left for St. Thomas at 9 A. M.
on the 24th. A cargo of slaves is reported to have
been landed in the harbor of Havana afew days prior
to the arrivalof the Empire City.

We have received by this arrival Pgnama and As-
pinwall papers to the 19th, but they contain nothing
of special importance from Nicaragua. The Aspin-
wall Courier of the 13th says

In our last irene, published on the day of the arri-
val of the steamer Sierra Nevada, we were unable to
obtain any news to lay before our readers respecting
the movements of Walker's forces. We have since
learned that Walker is still in Rivas, in quiet poesee-
sion and perfectly secunre so long ashe remains there.
The Costa Ricans have attacked him in his present
position, but were repulsed. Their force hes been re-
duced more than fifty per cent. They have over
1500. 1,000 of whom are in, good condition, and
Walker has over 1000, t00 of whom are very efficient
men.

Walker received seventy.five men per Sierra Ne,
vadta from California--Co. Caycee, who was at San
Joan to receive these recruits, had been sent down
before twith some twenty-five men, and had been in-
tercepted by a large force of the enemy, had a fight
and lost three men. With the reinforcement he now
had he was confident he would be able to get safe to
Rivas. The St. Mary's, it appears, presented no ob-
stancle to the landing of the recruets for Walker-
as had been reported she would do. The Costa Ri-
can General having requested her captain to operate
against Walker, he replied that his business there was
to protectthe interesta of American citizens.

We have heard and read in letters several different
accounts of the doings and the present condition ol
things atand near Rivas. We think what we have
given is most reliable.

In the same paper of the 17th and 19th we find the
following paragraphs:

The Panama Railroad Co.'s steamer Panama. Capt.
Dow, arrived at Panama on Sunday,March 1•th, from
Central America. with a large freight and 124 desert-
ers from Walker's army, en routle for the United
States, 24 for New York, and 100 for New Orleans, at
the expense of the Costa Rican government. The
freight bill of the Panama for the trip, is $10,000.

To Captain Dow, of steamer Panama, we are in-
lebted for Costa Rican papers to March 7 they con-
tain no news, though they acknowledge receipts of
correspondence from Gen. Cannas, near Rivas, to Feb.
I2i, and from San Joan del Norte (Greytown,) to the
latest moment. From San Jose a division of 600 men
had left to join Gen. Canas, on the 2d instant; a di-
vision under Col. Blanco had arrived there, returning
from there. Feb. 23, their place was said to have
been supplied by a detachment from Liberia.

The Costa Rican papers inform us that three thoun.
sand more troops were to be added to the allied forces,
one thousand to be supplied from each nation. Gen.
Canas was to march with some fifteen hundred men,
Leon against Rivas, and one thousand men were to
march on San Juan del Sur, so that the intention is
to surround Walker's forces with nearly six thousand
men. The numerical odds would then be about twelve
to one. That is fearful, and yet we feel confident
that, with good officers and in an advantageous posi-.
lion, the victory would be achieved by the handful.
As matters stand, however, we view the prospect on
the Pacific side as dark for Walker, although we do
not, by any means, consider the matter settled. The
desperateness of their situation may sober some of
the recklessand drunken officers,and may incite some
of the material which is really good among thetroops
to deeds of prowess, of which they have heretofore
not known themselves capable.
In our last we stated that one hundred and twenty-

four deserters from the filibuster army in Nicaragua
had reached Panama en route for the United States,
at the expense of thie Costa Rican Government. We
supposed, when we thus stated, that cash had been
paid for their passage to Panama, and that it would be
frrthcoming for their fare throughont the trip-but we
subsequently learned that the Costa Ricans had been
fortunate enough to get them off their hands without
providing anything but promises to pay for their
translportation-lthat tie agent of the United States
Mlail Steamship Company would not accept Costa
Rlicl " promises" for tickets, and tlhat the Panama
Railroad Company, or the residents of the Isthmus,
would probably have to suffer over four thousand dol-
lars more of the charity tax during the next month,
if the PIanama should go and return in that time with
finds for their shipment. This seemed,indeed, a hard
case, when we recollected that they had suffered a tax
averaging hundreds of dollars upon the same class of
men sent hither by Costa Rican or English agents for
months past.
The ren, it seems, came on, but we have not learned

who paid their passage money.

In fict, the crops of last
seasonll eemced to exceed those of any preceding year
for a great while.

Immense quantities of corn, the cause of schb an
unllrecedentcd amount of money in the valley of the
Rio Grande, were daily crossing the river, destined
for San Antonio and other markets.

At the deplarture of Mr. Dean from Mexico, Vidaurri
was in the undispruted possession of San Luis Potosi.
It was said that the victorious General had dispatchled
an agent to Wasbhington City with proposals of an-
nexation. Circulars were issued throughout the coun-
try commending the policy of annexation, and every-
whcere received with shoits of enthusiasm.

The New rausadian Dteiemyat.

The Aspinwall Courier of the 13ith publshe oex-
tracts from Bogota paper of the 19thio.'Fehcuary,
regarding the diftculty between New.sanada and
the United States. The Courier says:

At latest dates nothing had been accomplIhabed. The
Tropositions of Mr. Morse, the special envoy of the

United States, were under secret considertion in
conference of him anod Mr. Bowlin, thb Resident ain-
ister of the United States at Bogota, with Seii~rs
Lino de Pombo and Plorentino Gonmalms, Commie-
sioners Plenipotentiary for the New Grmadia oGvr-
ernment. Thereseemed to be but little ane of a
acceptance of any arrangement that migtbe made
in said conference by the New Granada Coigrem ;
and although nothing was pesitively known of the
propositions of Mr. Morse, the reception of sbh p.

fore an amicable arrangement The tone of the pres
and the majority in Congress is of the bitierst oppo-
sition.

The position of Mr. Morse, and the character of hi.
mission is such, that an allowance of unnecessary de.
lay would not be admissible-and he would be com-
pelled to demand an anuwep peremptorily if the de-
liberations of the aforesaid conference should be pro-
longed beyond a.reasonable time. During the preva-
lence of the manifest tone existantthere, at our latest
advices, such urgency would ensure an answer in the
negative. Finully, Mr. Morse's presentations are not,
strictly speaking, propesitions-they are demands,
and, as such, have to be speedily acceded to or re-
fused-and a negative answer must be followed by
the return of the messenger of demand to the power
that sent him. Upon the consequence ol such a re-
stlt, we need not suggest or speculate, for they are
patent to most of our readers.

We most earnesmtly hope that Mr. Morse will soon
be among us, en rouale for Washingtono with the ac.
ceptance or denial of his" propositions ' or demands
-and that the Isthmus may thnus be relieved of the
injurious suspense that has serlonsly retarded oar
every interest since the opening of the railroad.

If the" propositions" are similar tothee published
in Bogota, the result of the mission must be highly
advantageous to ns, in any event-for, it resolved by
concession, nothing less would he accepted, and if re-
sort to the alternative of force shoaldbe had, much
more would be secured. Buthis probabilitydoes not
so much incite ns to the desire to seetheendof the
matter, as the anxiety for a determination ofour posi-
tion and a certainty of permanent government.

Annexed we give such quotations from our ex-
changes as are necesary to the present staton of the
question at Bogota.

EEl Teapo presents the following as the proposi-
tions of Mr. Morse :

1. Of the inter-oceanic transit, two neutral andflree
districts shall be formed, each with a governmentof
its own, but dependent upon that of Net Granada.

2. Trial by jury and religious liberties are guaran-
teed. The right of suffrage is limited to those having
certain property qualifications, and alithe inhabitants
are citizens.

3. The government of these districts must aid the
company with force, and in case of their not doing it
the United States Consuls may raise bodiea of police
and levy taxes temporarily. These may belevied even
upon the railroad company and the pamengers, in
which levy the Consuls are to have more authority .
than the Legislatures or the municipal officers, for
whom the transit is free. -.

The islands of Taboca, Taboquilla,Elamenco, Perio
Culebra, in the vicinity of Panama, are to be ceded
in entire sovereignty to the United States for the co-
strction upon them of arsenals and naval stations.

In case of necessity, the district may he tempora-
rily occupied by the United'States military forcese

u. The taxes upon the railroad are ceded to the
United States. The damages oameqent upon the
affair ol the 15th of April are to be paid, and the Uni-
ted States gives to New Granada a large sum, from
which is to be deducted thf pmonnt New Granada
most pay for the aforesaid damages.

The sums to which references are made above are
left in blank.
