How
many inviting situations for similar enterprises are
presented by the never f~iling streams of our pine
hills? Let us raise our own cotton and wool, our
pork, beef, mutton, wheat, etc. Let us spin our own
yarn and make our own clothing, and how independ-
ent and happf'we may soon become--how much that
is now expended elsewhere may be retained to en-
rich us at home, and to enable us to build up our
schools and colleges, erect and adorn houses of pub-
lic worship, improve our roads and embellish our
homes. All this can be effected in North Louisiana,
and it will sooner or later. from the fertility of tlhe
soil and the salubrity of our climate, be the inevitable
result of a wiser appreciation of our own true inter-
ests. Itis but a question of time. Why do we defer
it? [Mount Lebanon Baptist, 19th inst.

The foregoing remarks are suggestive and signifi-
cant. They are entitled to the careful consideration
of the citizens of North Louisiana, and the citizens of
all other portions of Louisiana. In fact they are wor-
thy the profound attention of all citizens of the cot-
ton-growing States. Why are not cotton factories
not established all over the South-near the fields
where the snowy staple blooms, blossoms and matures,
in exhaustless profusion? Why do we not bring the
looms to the cotton, instead of allowing inimical
parties to carryit off thousands of miles to the looms ?
These are questions we have asked in these columns
almost times innumerable, pointing out at the same
moment the permanent advantages, the liberal profits
and the stable commercial independence that would
inevitably follow an extended system of home-manuu
facturing.

We are glad the movement is finding favor in our
State. Tihe above is but one of similar enterprises
we have been delighted to notice within the past year.
We trust the good example will spread until we fabri-
cate at home at least one-half of the product of our
great staple. Then we shall be really independent,
in the best sense of the term, but not before.

JUDICIAL ELECrTIos.--Two weeks from to-day, oura
neighbors of the parishes of Carroll, Madison and Ten-sas, in the State of Louisiana, will be called upon to
elect a Judge of their Circuit Court. The Hon. Edgar
D. Farrar, the present incumbent, and Mr. Dubose, of
the paLish of Carroll,are the candidates. Mr. Dubose
is a respectable member of the legal profession, and a
very estimable gentleman, but we presume that the
contest between him and his competitor is a merely
nominal one. Judge Farrar has discharged the duties
of his olffice with singular ability, and the result of the
election will be an emphatic utterance of that welcome
verdict, " well done, thoue good and faithflul servant !
With a thorough knowledge of his proftession, Judge
Farrar unites talent of a high order, stainless integ-
rity, and a character signally high-toned and chival-
rous. To doubt his election would be to doubt tile ca-
pacity of his constituents for self-governmnclt.

We
resume the broken thread ofour labor, with, perhaps,
a sigh over the slavery of the life editorial, and a die
position to bless the little katydid or bhtterly which
led us off to so sweet an oasis in the desert of life;
though the skid Iseett may have no claim whatever
to our gratitude, seeing that it visited as not fr6m
good will but through its own blundering foolishless.

Ah, you may envy us now, if yon will I For
suchisourblessed fate at thepresentmomentl A
bouquet glows before us, filling our eyes with ifi
wealth of beauty, and shedding a whole April of
fragrance around us: the beauty and the fragrance
both enhanced by the reflection that it was asnt by
one who happened to remember that editors belong to
the human family, and have souls as well as the relt
of that family.
