Jolia and Qt. Joseph, was dedicated last evening with fo
the ancient and imposing ceremonies of the Jewish so
religion. Prior to the hourof dedication the building
was filled, the galleries being allotted tothe ladies and 1l
the lower floor to the gentlemen. There were present, to
besides the Israelitish congregation, a great many
citizens of the Christian belief, who manifested that gp
attention and respect which are due to the most an- p
cient religion of civilized man. at

The building, though small, is very beantiful inside p,
-the Ark, Pulpit and Reader's Stand being the co
richest and most attractive objects. k

The ceremony of dedication was commenced by the ti
minister, Rev. J. K. Gutheim, giving three knocks ti
from the outside of the main door, and chanting in ft
Hebrew, " Open unto us the gates of righteousness, i

that we may enter through them to praise the Lord" n
A response being given from theinside, the doors were t
flung open, and the minister entered at asolemn pace, p
followed by a procession of seven members of the t
synagogue, bearing the Books of the Law- the parch- t
ment scrolls of the Old Testament draped in damask, t
and surmounted by ornaments of gold and silver. As a
the procession moved around, the minister recited t
some verses from the Bible, which were repeated by t
the choir in the gallery. Ascending the Reader's
Stand, the minister pronounced the blessing appointed
for such occasions, and the choir responded. TheArk I
was then opened, during the singing of a pealm, and
the minister offered up a prayer.

The procession was renewed, the members of the
synagogue taking each others places in the grateful
task of bearing the sacred books, and proceeded to
the Ark, the choir singing all the while. In front of
the Ark, another formula was given by the minister
and choir, and the procession returned to the Reader's
Stand, and finally to the Ark again, where the books
were deposited with due solemnity, the congregation
chanting, " The Lord will reign forever, thy God, 0
Zion, unto all generations. Hallelujah!" A psalm
followed, then an invocation by the minister and a
hymn. This concluded the ceremony of dedication.
Our description gives only the form of it: not the
impressiveness and beauty which it had for those
who were present.

The reverend leader of the congregation then as-
cended the pulpit and delivered an interesting and
eloquent discourse, felicitating the congregation upon
once more finding themselves within a permanent
house of worship ; paying a touching tribute to the
memory of the great benefactor of the congregation,
the late Judah Touro; adverting .to the antiquity,
simplicity and practicality of the Jewish religion, and
its position, from its connection with all nations in
all ages, as the religion of history; and breathing
high hopes for that religion in the future, with a
spirit of kindness and good will to all mankind. One
fact which the reverend speaker stated, was that the
present time had been selected for the dedication on
account of its being the three thousand one hundred
5 and sixty-soventh. anniversary of the erection by
Moses of the Tabernacle in the wilderness.

After the discourse, the choir sang a psalm, the
benediction was pronounced, and the congregation
and spectators dispersed.

We congratulate our Jewish fellow-citizens upon
the beautiful house of worship they now have in the
First District, and hope they may never be subjected
to another neceesity like that which compelled them
to give up their old one on Canal street.

DISCov•RY OF A SHOCKING ItnRDEo.-IOn tny last I
a druggist of Brooklyn, named Waddell, sent his son,
a boy of 17 years, to take charge of a farm in Penn-
oylvania, near the line of the Erie Railroad. For
several months during last winter he heard nothing
from his son, and in February he visited the farm.
The boy was missing, and so was a laborer named
McGurk, who had been employed on the farm. No-
thing was heard from them, although every effort was I
made to unravel the mystery, until thefatherlearned, 4
a couple of weeks ago, that McGurk was confined in I
jail at Milford. He visited the place and was told by I
McGurk that his son had been shot in his bed, that
the body and bed clothes had been burned, and the
ashes thrown into a creek near the house. He denied I
participation in the murder, and named one Edward
Quick as the perpetrator. Mr. Waddell proceeded to
the creek indicated, and there found on a ledge of 4
rock, below the precipitous banks, a quantity of con.
sumed bones, clothing, and a few buttons similar to
those his son wore. Quck was at once arrested, taken
before a magistrate and confronted with his accuser;
but the statement of the latter was so confused and
contradictory while under oath that the magistrate
discharged Quick, though it was shown that he had
previously threatened to take revenge on young Wad-
dell, who, it appears, had dismissed him peremptorily
from his service some time before.

Mr. Waddell returned to Brooklyn with the sup-
posed bones of his son, for the purpose of submitting
them to a chemical analysis. Young Waddell had
some time before frequently complained of McGurk's
conduct, and it is generally believed that the latter
murdered him. We obtain these particulars from the
the New York papers.

A better opening for skill and enterprise
cannot be found in the United States.

TtSTING CttllONO.MTlortS.-The London Beoid of
Trade has recently e•tablished an office for rating
and testing chronometers. A standard mean solar
clock. regulated by a tire-ball communicating by
electric wire with the Royal Observatory at Green-
.wich, gives the means of rating; while the testiug
is performed in a cheat, heated to any required tena
peraotre by an ingenious gas apparatus.

SoCXLETr F'•tn.-TThe Macan (Miss.,) Beacon of
the 25th says that since tile first appearance of the
scarltet fever ill Noxubee county, (about three months
sincc) there has been upwards of a hundred deathls.

It has almost entirely been confined to the north-east-
ern corner of tile county, in tmany instances carrying
off as many as five and six in a flunily. It i, still

quite prevalent, but not so fatal itn its elliets.

LocATros ot AN ItsIA IN ltEcnartIox.--Tlhe land

TOUGHTI ON TE LATE ELECLIO .lON
BY A oracu oOr 0 xw OLANs.a wO. 3.

In connection with the views heretofore preated I
of the military force contemplated by the late Act to
control the electieons to be held in New Orleans, it is
proper to Inquireinto the amount of moneyneceasary
for the organization and support of that force, and the
sources from which the money is to be drawn.

The SBoperintedoent is to receive $3,000 per annu.
There are to be fonrchief deputies, each of whom is
to receive $1000 per annum, making, so far, $7,000.

The number of deputies or privates, to use the lan-
guage of the Attorney General, " should be fully ca-
pable of controlling and conquering lilpossible restt-
once," and cannot, therefore, in our city, where the
population is considerable, and the party in the as-
cendancy is composed of Americans, brave, ardent,
knowing their rights and determined to maintain
them, united In spirit, and apt for military organiza-
tion and action, and where these are, under the act,
forty-seven places for holding the polls-over all of
which there must be careful watch with a view to
military operations--be reasonably set down at less
than three thousand.' The Act "empowers the So-
perintendent to employ the number the Governor may
think necessary, for such time previous to any, elec-
tion as the Governor may direet, and the said depu-
ties shall be organized bysaidSoperintendent,insueb
a manner as he may think proper and adequate for
the occasion." One week would be the ashortest time
that any man at all acqnainted with" the busines of
organizing and disciplining mep for any important
operations of force, would aseigh for even a very im-
perfect organtationef the army of deputies. By the
28th section of the bill, each " deputy" or soldier
" shall be entitled to receive DNo~To Ta•v La MM Is
In acrEalt. sPnvIC (the language of all our military
acts,) under the command and directionof theSuper-
intendent, ten dollars for each day of actual service."

SBuperintendent may think proper and adeqpate for
the occasion." The soldiers must be armed and
equipped for "actual service." - Each soldier will be
furnished with a revolver or musket, etc., etc. The
Act makes no provision for this necessary expense
which may be fairly set down at $10 per man; for
L3,000 men $30,00 .:

Nor does the Act say anything of barracks or tents
-not without importance in looking to the safety of
themen not on duty, and their availability orreadiness
for action upon a sudden call.

Such is to be the probable cost of the army. We
are now to enquire how this expense is to be met, and
who are ultimately to pay it?

In the trot place, the Btate is to pay the expense
out of the money in theTreasuory raised by its seover.
eign power of taxation ; but it is afterwards to cauno
n one-half of it to be paid back into the Treasury by the

Saccursed or doomed city of New Orleans.

SEc. 30. Be it fiuther eanoted, 4c., That one-
half of the expense incurred for the purpose of carry-
ing into effect the provisions of this Act, except those
otherwise provided for, shall be charged to and be
paid by the city of New Orleans, and the Treasurer
of the State is hereby authorized and required, on the
lst day of January of each and every year, to~demand
of the city of New Orleans the payment of one-half of
whatever appropriation may be expended for the
salaries ofthe depatias and officers aforesaid.

The Act then stands as an act condemning the city
of New Orleans to pay half the amount-of an appro-
priation made by the State to carry into effect one of
her Acts. Is this act Constitutional ?

Article 123 of the Constitution of the State of
Louisiana ordains: "Taxation shall be equal and
uniform throughout the State.'

If the expense of the Act were to be paid wholly
and exclusively out of the money in the State Trea-
sury, put there by constitutional taxation, then the ef-
fect would be alike equal and uniform towards the
citizens of New Orleans and the citizens of the other
portions of the State. The portion of the tax borne
by New Orleans in such a case would be upwards of
one-third of the amount drawn from the treasury. But
the provision of the Act requiring the Treasurer of
the State to demand of the city of New Orleans" the
payment of one-half of whatever appropriation may
be expended for the salaries of the deputies and offi-
cers aforesaid," is an exaction from the city to that
amount of a larger portion than is imposed on her as
a tax-payer by the equal principlesof the Costitution.
The Act in question, then, makes one rule for the
citizens of New Orleans and another and a different
rule for the citizens of the other portions of the State.
It imposes on New Orleans an extraordinary burden
-a heavier burden than is imposed on any other por-
tion of the State. The Act, in this view, is unconsti-
tutional and unjust, and to the last degree oppressive.
The exaction of an undue sum from the city, strictly
speaking, is not a tax but a penalty-the vain sen-
tence of an ignorant and factious body of usurpers-
not the living and effective legislation of a patriotic
and enlightened American State Legislature. The
citizens of New Orleans cheerfully bear their jostpor-
tion of the expenses for the support of the State
government, but they will not submit to an unconsti-
tutional tax laid upon them to despoil them of their
property-to take away their city government and to
rob them of their liberties.

The injustice done to New Orleans is extended to
the citizens on the right bank of the river Minsissip.
pi, who have been included with the citizens of New
Orleans in the same act of tyranny and oppression.

A close examination and scrutiny of the Election
Act has brought us to the conclusion that the Gov-
ernor of the State cannot, now, constitutionally up-
point" the Superintendent of Elections" contemplated
hy the Act:

SoE. ii. Be it frtlher enacted, ,., ifOnt the niov-
ernor sbhall,by and withlthe advice and consent of the
Senate, appoint a discreet citizen, who has resided
in the State at least four years, whose duty it shall
Ie to superintend all elections held in the city of New
Orleans, and who shall be styled the " Superintend-
cot of Elections,:' who shall hlold his office for the
termi of two years, unless sooner removed.

The Election Bill was signed by the Governor and
became an Act on the 17th March last-the last
tight of the session. The Governor did not make
any nomination of a Superintendent of Elections
while the Senate was in session. It is seen that the
Act declares that the Governor shall, " by and with
the advice and consent of the Senate," appoint a

Superintendent of Elections; and that it does not
authorize him to appoint in any other way. The
4tth A ticlc of the Constitution of the State is as fol-
lows : .

Thie Governor shall have power to fill vacancies
that may hapen during the recess of the Senate, by
granting coimnissions, which shall expire at the end
of the next session, unless otherwise provided for in
this Co,(i; tution."

This clause in our State Constitution corresponds.
for the purposes of a correct constitutional interpre-
intion of the power to appoint, substantially with the
I llsowing clause in the Constitution of the United
States:

"The President shall have power to till up all va-
canicis that may happen durring the recess of the
Seiath, by granuting commtissions, which shall expire
at the end of their •est session."

The meaning of this clause has been settled by the
jldgmentof the Senate and the practice of the execu-
tive under it. Judge Stoty, in the third volume of

his Commentaries on the Constitution,says: On April
tihe 20th, 1i22, the Senate seem distinctly to have held
that the President could not create theoffice of Min-

istcr and make appointments to such an office during
thie recess without the consent of the Senate. By
" v oc xt:ss' they understood to be meant vacancies
occurring from death, resignation, promotion-sr re-

moval. The word "' happen " had relation tdJmme
casualty not provided for by law. If the Senate are
in session ihen officers are ireated by law, wshich
have not as yet been filled, and nominations are not
then made to them by the President, he caanot appoint
to such offices during the recess ofj the Senate. n
many instances, where offiesrt are creatld by law,

Loss or THE A. L. SHOTELL.-Fr0m thqMemphis
Appeal of Thursday last we extract the following
particulars of the loss of this fine steamer:
On Tuesday night between 8 and 9 o'clock, the fine

steamer A. L. Shotwell, bound down, eneountered a
snag near the head of " Paddy's Hen," four miles
above this city, knocking a hole in her bell. She was
immediately headed for the bank, which she reached,
sad her poassengers got on shore in safety. Shortly
afterwards she sunk; and is now lyingin water thir-
teen feet at the stern an seven or eight feet at the
bow. During the night she broke in two forward,and
her hold is now full of water. All the beoks, papers,
baggage, etc. are safe. The passengers,sgme f whom
were on the Ben Franklin, when she met with her
accident, got on board the Atntelope, which boat
pssed down ealy yesterday morning. Captai El-
liott came down to this city on the Antelope, and se-
cured the assistance of the ferryhoat Nashobah, and,
returned to the Shotwell. The Nashobah arrived yes-
terday afternoon with a large quantity of freight.
mast of it in sound condition. The most of that tre-
maining on board is more or less injured; there is a
considerable quantity of tobacco in the hold which
will be near a total loss.

We learned from the first clerk of this ill-fated
boat, last evening, that there was very little prospeet
of her being raised. The A.oL. 8hotwei was aheat
sour years old, was owned by gentlemen residing in
Louisville, and cost $75,000. She was insured for
$30,000. At the time of the accident she had on
board about 1,000 tons of freight, most of which was
fully is•sred. The Shotwell has been a remnarhable
lucky boat, having met with no accident Treduas to
this worthy of mentioning.
