"Ha a vacancy in the office' of Superintendent of
Eections occrred? This is the only question to be
eon ldeed and determined. :The Governor approved
thespqtion law while the Legielatpre was in session,
bat fallopdut submit any nomination to the Senate
either.for conlirmation or rejection. Up to this day
no appointment has been made of which the public
are advised. Had a nomination and confirmation
been had, nd had the person so nominated and con-
firmed declined the appointment, then the Governor's
powersand duties would have been clear and indis-
putable. Bet, no appointment having been made, or
any movements toWards an appointment, can a con-

-t-totiona vacancy exist in an office that has never
been filled? Can an original appointment be made
daring the Senatorial recess?

We do not profess to be skilled in the legal science,
.utit is,nevertheless, clear to our onderstanding-if

the language as defined and regulated in the diction-
aries is to govern hi this matter-that the Governor's
fllne to appoint a SGperintendent of Elections while
the Legislature was in session, puts it out of his
power to make any tonstitutional appointment until
after the commencement of the next session of the
Legislature.

portion of its supply of an indispensable article. And
it has been some considerable satisfaction to us to
know that our remarks have not been barren of re-
sults. Popular attention has been pretty thoroughly
awakened; and we are persuaded the great enter-
prise will not be allowed to languish longer for the
want of promptand liberal support.

aew people, as we have observed in previous arti-
ol$, are aware of the magnitude of the consumption
of oll. We, certainly, were not until we had investi-

ted the subject. Let us glance, by way of illustra-
tion, at the amount consumed by railroads, its cost,
and the large saving the new invention promises. It
ts estimated that for every 100 miles of railroad 20,-
0Q gallons of oil are usedper annum. There are, say,
1.000 miles of yallroad in the United States-con-

eming, according to the above figures, 4,200,000 gal.
lon per year, whihob at $1 per gallon, the lowest
prise at which any oil fi to use, except rosin oil, can
be purchased, would reach the large sum of $4,200,.
000. This is an Immenseonnual outlay, and could it
be lessened over one-half,a great public good would be
superinduced. We are Inclined to think rosin oil
will hardly rise above the maximum price of fifty
cents per gallon. For lubricating purposes, then,
here is a saving of $2,100,000 annually to railroads
alone, by the invention and introduction of rosin oil,
were their consumption confined exclusively to that
description of oil. That it is already used to a very
greet extent is evident from the fact that the quan-
tity manufactured and sold last year exceeded
100,000 barrels. It is quite likely double that quan-
tity will be manufactured and sold this year. And
were the amount doubly quadrupled there would be
no glut in the market; the demand so fur outstrips
the supply.

As the rosin oil mixes readily with all kinds of ani-
mal oil, as well as lard oil, there can be no question
a large amount is consumed under other names. We
mention this incidentally to give some idea of the
extent the manpfacture has attained. That it will,
ina very brief period, work its way into general use,
through its adaptation to all sorts of machinery, its
intrinsic merit combined, with its cheapness, and the
actual necessity of a substitute for fish oils, seems
inevitable.

We have examined samples from the Louisiana
Factory, and certainly never saw a more clear and
beautiful oil.
