FATAL ActIDENT ON TEL U PA•aleI RAILOAID.-We

AN AEeBICAN IN TsoUBLE As•oano .A singular
case of homicide is reported in the London Morning
Star of the 3d of March, in substance as follows;

A woman named Eliza Bunn, forty years of age, in
company with another woman, called at the rooms of
Alexander Hemmet Clark .an American Photographice
artist, to have a little boy's likeness taken. Afte it
was finisbed some words ensued respecting the pay-
ment of the cash. Clark ordered the women to leave
the room, which they declined to do without the por-
trsit, when a regular fight ensuel between them.
Clark at the time had a small hammer in his right
hand, and while deceased was struggling with him he
strock her with it upon the bead. He was first ar-
rested for the assault merely, for which he was fined
twenty shillings and costs, but it afterwards appeared
that the wound had fractured the skull of the woman,
of which wound she died in a day or two. Clark was
then arrested on the charge of manslaughter.

A SmoNuLAR CASE.-On Friday of last week the
body of a man, in a shockingly mutilated condition,
was found on the track of the Long Island railroad,
between East New York and New Brooklyn. He had
evidently been killed by being run over by the cars.
Two women claimed the deceased as their respective
husbands. One was an English woman from New
York, the other a German woman living in New
Brooklyn. Some watch-makers' tools were found on
the deceased, which increased the mystery, as the
husbands of both women were clock repairers. Both
identified a scar on the left leg of the body. Pinally,
by the aid of other witnesses, and a very close inspec-
tion, the German woman substantiated her claim to
the deceased, the other woman departing, convinced
that she was not yet a widow.
