Pxploslon of the Forest Rose.

The following particulars of the explosion of the
steamer Forest Rose have been furnished us by Mr.
Edward A. Royael, carpenter of theill-fated boat,who
came down on the Ingomar. T

The explosion took place at about 1 o'clock on
Monday afternoon, the 30th nlt., whilst the boat was
ascending the river about a mile and a half this side
of Napoleon. The forward part of the cabin was
blown to atoms, a large section of one of the boilers
having alighted far back in the cabin without having
passed through either the floor beneath or the roof
above, and one of the chimneys falling acrous the fore-
castle. The carpenter, who was in the pilot-house at
the time, with Meldew the head pilot, was blown out
at one side and fell some distance back on the hurri- 3
cane deck and some broken timbers. Not being hurt
much, he went down to the larboard guard and got
some others to help him let the yawl down to the
water. This done, he set about rescuing the persons
who werestruggling in the water.

The first person rescued r as Mr. Benjamin Hite, a
passenger, who kept a store eight miles from the Ar-
kansas Springs. He was surrounded by drift from
the wreck, and was supported by an Irish serving
man whom he had recently hired, this manabeleg
seated on a portion of the wreck. Mr. Hite's cheek
was cut open, and he complained that his shoulder
was either broken or dislocated; he suffered so much
that he made his rescuers pull away all the drift from
around him before lifting him into the boat. Several
other persons were taken out of the water by Mr.
Royael and his companions, when Mr. Tuoner, the
mate of Spalding & Rogers' Floating Palace, came
to their assistance. In due time the wounded men
and other survivors of the explosion were transferred
to the steamer Arkansas and landed at Napoleon, the
wounded being taken to the hospital there.

Soonafter the explosion the wrecked steamer sank
in water deep enough to cover part of her hurricane
deck. Asshe went down apartyof men wereat work
on the forecastle, endeavoring to extricate David
Thompson, the chief engineer,who was lying beneath
the fallenchimney. He had to beletto his fate, and
those who attempted to rescue him had to struggle
bravely for their own lives.

The following is a list of the killed and wounded,
as nearly as Mr.Royael codld recollect.

Killed.--Mr. Benjamin Hite, passenger-died at tie
hospital next day.

Capt. Allen's son, a lad of sixteen-body not found.
David Thompson, first engineer-went down with

the wreck, being fast under machinery.
Francis Hester, bar-keeper-body not found.
One of the pilots, a young man named Hurt, or

Hertz-body not found. Was a native of Paducah,
Ky,, and leaves a wife in Louisville.

Thomas Ruth, mate-body not found. Leaves a
wife and children, who reside in the Fourth District
of this city.

Second cook, name unknown-died at the hospital.
One deck-band and one fireman, names unknown-

body of the latter not found.IWounded.-Alex. MIldew, chief pilot, scalded all
over, but it is thought not mortally.

Andy, the watchman, hand hurt-will probably
lose it.

Second steward, name unknown--badly scalded-
not expected ro recover.

An Indian, employed as a pantryman-scalded and
not expected to live.

Head cook, slightly scalded on the back of the
neck. Six or seven deck-bhands and firemen bruised
and scalded to different extent.

Capt. Allen was at Napoleon when Mr. Royael left,
and had succeeded in saving a good part of the cargo
of the sanken boat.

Counter Statement of Nicaragnan News.
NEw YORK, April 6.-The New York Tribune of

this morning publishes a statement from one of the
passengers of the Texas, contradictory to the news
contained in the report of the purser.

He (the passenger,) anysthat he is a citizen of Ni
caragua, and was formerly an adherent of the govern-
ment of Walker.

He says that the report of Walker's victory on the
16th is entirely without foundation.

According to his published statement, he was in
the camp of the Allies just before the 18th, and that
at that time Walker's whereabouts was not known,

y he having a few days before abandoned his quarters
at Rivas with the intention of reaching the sea coast.

IIe states that the correspondence between Cana
and Walker, over whlich so much cry has been made
was really referring to the surrinder of Walker. He
says that Walker proposed to submit and leave thQ
country provided he and his followers should have
the privilege of doing so without molestation. Canas
replied, offering passports to the whole fore except
Gen. Walker, whom he was determined to deliver to

o the Costa Ricans.

The result of this correspondence was, according
to the statement in the Tribune, that Walker refused,
and that he and his force subsequently left Rivas for
the sea coast.

He further states that the American naval officers
at San Juan del Sur had appealed to Canas in behalf

r. of Walker and his troops. To this appeal Canas re-
plied that he would pay the expenses of the whole

n force to the United States, with the single exception
a of Gen. Walker, who must be delivered up.
