These algnitant facto have aroused the attention of

helpeople at last, to such an extent-that we shall not
ie smrprisedif the South supplies herself with most

.of the coarser hfbrics necessary to home consumption
in less than half a decade. The invention of George
(h .Heery, Esag., of Mobile, for spinning raw cotton
-ino yarns on plantations as it comes from the gins,
by the same motive power, is destined to.work of
Itlelfa stapendous revolution in home industry, which*wllbring incalculable benefits upon our section of
the Union.

For these reasons, and many others we could
eduoe were it neceseary, we hail the establishment of
a cotton factory with unatfeted pleasure. Let one
:factory be established and put in profitable operation,
and it will be but the precursor of a dozen similar
enterprises; andsothe good example will spread and
widen until it extendsthroughout the commonwealth.
All honor and success, then, to the Mansfield Factory
and its truly Southern originators.

The Shreveport Gazette, speaking of this project in
connection with that section of the State, has some
excellent remarks and statistics, which we append:

We are wholly unable to conceive why our great
staple should not be manufactured successfully into
yers and cloth, nearer its regions of production than
s now the case. We have seen it somewhere statedthat the cost of traonsportation ofonr cotton for manu-

essipment added to the original price of the article.
