Metairle Racee-Thirt Day.

The Metairie Course yesterday presented as gay and
livelya scene ason the preceding day : the weather
being delicious, the attendance large, and the sporting
spirit high. The ladies' stand was again graced by a
galaxy of the bright-eyed daughters of the South,
whose beauteous presence and refining, influnence
added to the pleasures of the day. lhe first race an-
nounced was a sweepstakes for two-year-olds, mile
heats, in which Mr. Wells' Calvit, Mr. Spragne'a
Portland, and Mr. Kenner's b. c. by Voucher, were
the competitors.

FirstHeat.-Calvit was the favoriteatliberal odds,
some of his more enthusiastic backers offering 2 to 1
on him against the field. At the drum-tap Portland
got the lead by a jump, Calvit coming next and the
Kenner colt bringing up the rear. On the back
stretch the colt changed places with Calvit,and made
a dash at Portland, both leaving Calvit some distance
in the rear. As they rounded into the home stretch
the colt played out all his muscle, and came home
with his competitor neck and neck. They passed
under the string exactly abraest, making a dead heat
of it, in 1:48--Caltvi some distance behind.

Second Heat.--The Kenner colt was nowthe favor-
ite at small odds over-Portland, and very large odds
over Calvit. There was a good deal of betting, a•t
some of Calvit's friends took odds of 2 to I offered on
his not winning the race. This time the Kenner colt
got the lead, with Portland next and Calvit behind.
The only feature of this heat was Calvit's passing
Portland in the back stretch and makings mad effort
to get up to the colt. In this effort, however, hewas
doomed to disappointment. The colt won the heat
by several lengths in 1:474, Portland dropping inside
the distance flag.

Third Heat.-The race was now generally given
up to the Kenner Colt, and there was no sporting to
speak of. At the tap the colt and Portland got off
well together, the former in the lead; but Calvit
sheered round and threw his rider. He was immedi-
ately seized, and the boy, not being hurt, was tossed
into the saddle again and the animal let loose. He
darted off like mad, but to no purpose, being left a
quarter of a mile behind by his nonsense. Meantime
the Kenner colt continued showing Portland the way
round the track, and led him home handsomely in
1:484.

Calvit, who started badly, did worse as he rounded
into the batk stretch. He again threw his rider,
leaving him senseless with one of his thighs fractured,
and continued his flight as if he entertained some
wild notion of winning the heat. The unlucky rider,
a black boy belonging to Mr. Wells, was speedily
picked up and cared for..

There being but one entry for the two mile race
announced, for a Club.purse of $600-Col. Binge-
mans Mlary B- galloped round the track and
took the money.

SnP RIESLOLUTER.--We learn fromin a dispatch re-
ceived yesterday from the Passes, that the ship Rso-
lute.

The
Resolute was cleared by Messrs. T. W. Williams & Co.
on the 3d instant.

InIARINE DrsoaER.--We learn from Capt. Slater,of the ship Georges, which arrnived about 10 o'clock
on Sunday night loast, that during the severe blow the
ship Resolute, Capt. Prince, hence for Rotterdam,
parted her chain. and came down strikling the ships
Black Sea and Bowditch, and causing considerable
damage to them. The Black Sea had her how-
eprit carried away, also her top-gallant-mast seriously
damaged. The BoRditch had her bowsprit carried
away, and otherwise considerable damaged. The
lesolute was so badly damaged as to be compelled to

return to the city for repairs.

AcionENT AND Loss OF LIE.--The officers of the
steamer Capitol statehat the steamer David White,
which left this city on Saturday last for Louisville,
ran over and sunk a wood flat when near Tunico, on
Sunday, and drowned some ten or twelve men, The
David White had just unloaded the flat cargo of wood,
and in the hurry of the moment, as the Palls City and
David White were on atrialof speed, the lines parted,
and by some mishap the White stove in the side, and
passed over the flat in a short time.

SLANDEROUs C iARGE.--Sir A. Baunerman, Gov-
ernor of the Bahamas, in his recent message to the
Legislature, made some most serious charges against
American ship-masters trading to the islands. He
osserts that some of them-there are honorable ex-
ceptions-atre so utterly unworthy of the confidence
placed in them that they secretly agree with the
wreckers for a share of the salvage, and then run
the vessel and cargo to wreck. The Governor recom-
mends some eflctoal check for this crime, but it is
doubtful whetler he can cite a single authenticated
charge of the kind against an American ship-cap.
ain. tot.

'MARINE DISA•TERS.-A dispatch of the 2d inst.,
from Sandy Hook, states that four schooners and a
sloop were then ashore on the Jersey coast. A schoon-
er and o sloop were ashore on the Hook, and a sloop
on Horse-shoe ; also a bark on Coney Island.

CosNVCTION OF A PI'SICIAN FOR RonBING HIS
PATIENT.-A most singular trial has lately taken
place in Montreal. Dr. Jean Baptiste Theophile Do-
rion, a person of gentlemanly appearance, of standing
rnd positionin society, and in the posseasion of wealth
to the amount of upwards of $50,000, was charged
with stealing silver spoons, two promissory notes for
$100, a gold headed canoe, and six books from Doctor
Donan, (whom he attended in his last illness,) on the
day of his death. The alleged theft took place on the
24th ofJune, 1851, nearly six years ago, and the chief
witnesses were two brothers of the prisoner, who saw
the goods taken, The aceused said that the charge
was the result of a conspiracy to ruin him, but the
jury, alter an absence of live minutes, found him guilty.
When tile verdict was announced the prisoner stag.-gered ill the dock, and was ashy pale. Tile sentence
has not yet been pronounced.

)lisEASEvS To wnlcu RAILWAY ENGINE:ERS ARE
StiroeCT.-At one of the late sittings of the Academy
of Medicine, M. do Martinet communicated a note rel-
ative to an allection peculiar to engine drivers and
sterokers employed on tile railways. The Gazette des
lfopiotau.r, in alluding to the oubject, states that these
men have their respiration allieted by passing through
tihe strong current of air ; and that the inhaling of the
oxyde gas and the carbonic acid which escapes from
the fire-place, allbets their nervous system, and fre-
quently deprives themn of that presence of mind which
is so necessary for men who have the lives of thousands
of persons in their hands. The paper recommellnds
the directors of the diflbrent lines to reduce the labor
of these two classes of servants by doubling their num-
ber, and to adopt the l)lan of a protecting frameu work
over their heads.

STrRAGE A*FAI.--The Willimantic (('t.) Medium
says that a person came to his death in Colchester, a
few days since, in a singular manner, and that foul
play is suspected. The deceased, a short time previ-
ously, had been married in New York, and the day
before his death, two of his wife's female friends came
to Colchester to make a visit. The morning after the
arrival of the friends the man was found dead, and
from the appearances, it was thought that he might
possibly have been drugged to insensibility, and smoth-
ered or strangled.

Bort'rTY. LAND WAnnRAsT.--There were received at
the Pension-Oflice, Washington, during March, 1,938
applications for bounty land, and 3,433 warrants were
issued, to satisfy which will require 503,840 acres of
land. The total number ofapplications received under
the bounty land law is 271,23:1, and 189,447 warrants
have been issued, requiring 21,351,530 acres of land.
Of the applications not yet carried into warrantsprob-
ably over 55,000 have been suspended or rejected,the
balance being in the hands of the examinees, or at
other offices for service from the rolls.

Y~I.'AnvotL P'BLICTION.-The Boston Board of
Trade h•s just published its annual report, making a
volulme of 700 pages, showing all the operations of
commerce, trade and manufactures, including ac-
rounts of the ice trade, the Mediterranean and fruit
trades, the India trade, boot and shoe and domestic
goods trades, and the various manufactures of the
city. This report is intended for distribution through
tihe country, so that the local advantages of Boston as
a tmart of trade and commerce may be known wher-
ever it may redound to the benefit of that city.

next season, full 40,000 bales of cotton additional.

A GR•vT Rtca,-The sporting men of the city of
New York and Albany have been on the qui'nie for
some time past in regard to a hundred mile race be-
tween two horses, which came off on Monday the 30th
nit. The stakes were two thousand five hundred dol-
lars a side, and a condition of the race was that nei-
ther animal should feed or rest on the way. The
horses, one from New York and the other from Al-
bany, started from the latter city at five o'clock inths
morning and arrived at Whitestown, the winning:
post, at half-past five li the aftemrnon-ths accom-
plishing the distance intwelve and shelf honrs, aver-
aging just eight miles an hours. The New York
horse was the winner, but his competitor was not
more than a quarter of a mile in the rear. This per-
formance frnishes, probably, one of the moet remark-
able instances of endurance in the horse onrecord,
but it is painful to reflect on the sufferings which the
noble steeds must have endured.

MURDER 1N LOCISVILLE.-On the afternoon of the
31st, a river pilot named Joseph Sweeny shot a yoang
man rnamed Caspar Fenn dead with a pistol, while
the latter was walking with a young woman in a
street of Louisville. The murderer was immediately
arrested.

DREADFUL DISASTER AND Loss OF LIFs ON THE
ILINusoI CENTnRAL RAILROAD.-The Chicago Press
gives the following particulars of the frightful acci-
dent which took place on the morning of the 26th
ult. near La Salle, on the Illinois Central Railroad:

About 7 o'clock in the morning, the gravel train,
oaded with laborers, who worked along the line.

started for La Salle southward. The train crossed
the bridge all right, and as the engine came on to the
embankment on the other side of the bridge it all at
once gave way, and the whole train was precipitated
a distance of probably twenty-five feet. Four men
were killed on the spot, and one died a few hours
aflterward. Eight others were severely injured, some
with broken legs, arms, etc. The engineer and fire-
man escaped with their lives, though somewhat in-
jered. The marvel is that so many escaped.
•The heavy rains of last Sunday, along with the
general thaw that ensued, had so softened the em-
bankment that it appeared as soft and so incapable of
bearing up a train as the softest kind of mud. When-
ever the engine came off the bridge it seemed as if it
had fallen over a precipice.

ANOTHEiR VICTIM TO RAT PoIson.-A dispatch of
the 1st ilst. from Washiogton says:

A post mortem examination of the remains of a
gentleman who died is Pennoyltvania from disease con-
tlcted at the National hotel in this city, shows a deo
posit of arsenic in the stomach. A patient now here
suffers enlargement of the abdomen from some cause,
and with marked symptoms of being poisoned.

Suocuss.--A man named Peterson was arrested
in New York a few days ago on suspicion of having
fired his dwelling. His wife, with whom he was known
to be on bad terms, was burned to death in the build-
ing.

FATAL RAIn.Roa AccssDET.-The freight train
which left here yesterday for Columbia, ran off the
track at Four Hole Swamp, and we regret to learn
thatthe conductor, Mr.Jno. Gilbert, was killed, as
was also a white train hand. This accident was caused
by the breaking of the rail, and from this cause the
mail train from the other direction was delayed. Mr.
Gilbert was a young man, and leaves a widew and one
child.
