meoutlhpie. If we are not mistaken, a younger
brotheer, or ason of the Senator, is one of its editors.

columns. The "eweot voices" which it invokes to
the deision of the electoral question are never heard
in the social circles It patronizes. As we have before
said, the Legislature, which proposes to invite this
class to form a part of the electoral body, refuses to
hear the prayer of a colored clergyman.

-If the Journal and its allies believe in negro
equality, let it speak and act up to it. Iet it invite
the negro to his place in the schools, iu the work-
shop, in the church and in social life.
Even the free-State men of Iansas, who voted for

the Topeka Constitution, not only declared against
negro suffrage, but positively and directly for the ex-
clusieon of free negroes from Kaunas, on the ground
that they are not citizens of the Uuited States-the
Black Repnhublicans of that State affirming in aedvance
the doctrIine of the Supreme Court of the United
States on this subject.

The vote upon this question is given in detail in the
rdpfet of the speoial committee on Kansas to the last
Congress, and shows that 1,136 voted for the exeol-
slon, while only 533 voted against it. Even without
thsprovision, the free censthtution prohibited negro
snffraI e ; and this popular vote of "exclusion" re-
lted to the right of the negro and muelatto to reside
in the State.
Nothing further is necessary to show the disgusting

hypocrisy, the shameless charlatanism, of the aboli.

Freights to all parti of Europe, Northetn ports and
everywhere, are at the very lowest rttes, which will
increase the shipments from the West. We shall
have, in all probability, a brisk busine•s in Western
produce for at least two months to tcome.
