Metairle Raes-P-lfth Day.
The weather yesterdy was lovely. It was a genuine

Southern spring day : sky clear, sun warm,air sweet,
gardens blooming, and all nature beautiful as a bride.
We were not therefore surprised to see the very hand-
some concourse of people who crowded the stretch
anistands at the race-course-the race not being one
of very particular interest. The different shell roads,
before and after the race, were actually alive with the
different vehicles conveying gay paries to and from
the sporting ground.

But one race was announced : a contest of mile
heats, best three in five, between Heon. D. F. Kenner's
Minnehaha, Gen. Wells' Moise, and Col Bingaman's
Sovereign colt, for a purse of $500. Minnehabha was
the favorite against the field, at tw6 to one, and in
some cases at two-and-a-half to one. These odds in-
duced considerable betting, no particular preference
being shown for Moise or the Sovereign colt above
each other.

The race was not one that required much descrip-
tion. In the first heat Minnehaha. who had the in-
side, got the start, the So'vereign colt coming next
and Moise last. They kept their positions in a
string to the back stretch, where Moise got tired of
the rear and made a desperate experiment.for the
front. The colt submitted to the experiment, but
Minnehaha did'nt, though her pursuer pushed her
very hard through the last turn and down home.
The mare passed the line, barely a leagth ahead, in
1:504.

In the second heat, ~dinnehaba lead 'gain, with
Moise next. As in the first heat, they kept their
positions and went along the back stretch in a string.
Approaching the last turn, Moise crowded up to the
mare and gave her another gallant push, the Sover-
eign colt giving the contest up but keeping within
a respectable proximity merely for the looks of the
thing. Coming down the home stretch, Moise made
an awful effort to get a front view of things, but
without success. Minnehaha came home whisking
her tail in his face, in 1:474.

At the third going off, the mare led,as before, with
the Sovereign next and Roise behind. The latter
staid behind till rounding into the back stretch, when
he passed and again put Minnebaba to her trumps.
In the last turn, the Sovereign showed a little more
ambition than usual, and all entered the home stretch
in a close string. The die, however, was cast-the
mare utterly refused to give up her place in front,
and arrived home nearly two lengths ahead, in 1:46.

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'The Battle near Rivag

The Nicaraguan news by the steamship Texas at
New York, appears in the papers of that city on the
3d inst. The accounts furnished by the purser ma
the same received hemre by thetelegraph, butthest
ments by some of the passengers regarding the battle
of the 16th nit. differ widely with each other, and
with the purser's report. Some of them imply that
the battle was a trifling, nndecisivs affair, and that no
reliable information had been obtained concerning it
when the steamer sailed; others confirm the state-
ment of the purser, hbut differ in particulars. The fdl.
lowing, which we copy from the New York Erpress,
appears to be the most reasonable and satisfactory:

The Orizaha. from San Francisco, brought down to
San rnan del Sor tquite a company of recruits forWalker, and on their arrival they were met by the
Rangers, who had come down from Rivas forthe pur-paneof doiog escort duty to the new comers. Thfese
Rangers brought the news of the great battle whichwas fought on Monday, the 16th ofrMarch. It seemsthat, by a strange coincidence, Walker left Rivas tomake another attack upon the Alliesat San Jorge, atthe same time that the enemy sallied from their camp
to attack the filibuster entrenchments. Up to this
time rhe Atiaes had acted on the defensive only, and
had succeeded in repelling every assRult made byWalker's troops. The hostile armies passed each
otier on the way without meeting, but when Walker
was near San Jorge he heard the firing of the Allies,
who had attackied the fortilcationa of Rvas, whereHenningse, had been left in command. The General-
in.Chie immediately wheeled about, and hurryinghack to Rivas, took thelAlids in the rear, while Hen-niugsen was repulsing them with grestslaughterfrom
the front. The Allies, totally taken unawares bytherear attack, wer? seized with a sudden panic, andthrowing away their arms fled ini every direction. The
rout was complete. Both Walker and Henningsen t
holly pursued the flying foe. The filibosters, thor. f
oughly infuriated, slaughtered all they could overtake, I
and the carnage was immense. The cowardly Cen-tral Americens, after they first broke; made noeffdrtsat resistance, but submitted at once to the irresistible
onset of their assailants. Their loss in killed is vai-ously estimated at from flde'hundredto one thousand, tbut nothing certain is known. The forces of GeneralWalker suffered a loss ofonly two killed-both officers
of a high grade-Major Lewis and Col. O'NeaL The fMajor was well known in New York and California.
He wasanofficerof great bravery and reckless daring,and had been connected with Pralkeralmost from the
commencement of his filibustering enterprise. Col.O'Neal was also a famous filibuster, andhighly appreciated by the admirers of Walker's career. T afilibusters had also twenty-six men wounded, some o"them severely, hobut none, It is belieted, fatally.
At hun Juan dei Sur the passeugersheardthat aletterfrom San Jose de Costs Rica, to the wife of Ramon
Riva, son of the rival President of Nicaragua, gavethe important news that president Patriclo ivas hadbeen assassinated at Leon. The unafortunate man was
found with his throat cut from ear to ear, but no fur-ther particulars of the murder could he learned.
The grand victory of Walker and Henningsen hadcompletely cleared the country of the enemy. All

their posts in the neighborhood of Rivas hod beenabandoned, and the communication between Walker'scamp and San Joan was perfectly open and free. Thefilibusters were of course in high spirits, and Walker
was making preparations to effect an immediate junc-tion with Loh.kridge, on the San Juan river, when the
transit would be again open fromsea to sea.
Col. (Geo. B. Hall and Capt. Farnham came on fromSan Jan Delot Norte, and reports Lockridge as pre-paring to make another assault on Castillo. There

Our dates from Galveston are to Thursday last.
The News of that day says :

On Sunday morning a dark cloud came up in the
North, and after some sprinkling of min attended
with thunder, a sadden norther followed, and in anhours or two, from a warm sultry morning, we had
almost winter weather, making overcoats and fires
comfortable. The wind continued to blow quite a
gale all day, and only died away on Monday morning.
We have not heard of any frost in this city, though
the severe and chilling wind has given a frosted ap-
pearonce to some tender vegetables.Another norther came up last night, and continues
to-day, making res in our office necessary. It is not
quite cold enough for frost here, but we presume it is
in the interior. The prospects are indeed gloomy.

The mails of yesterday and to-day have brought as
n most heart-sickening confirmation of our worst
fears of the disastrous effects of the late severe cold.
It will he seen by our letters from Prof. Forshey, ofttutersville, and from J. S. S., of Richmond, that
nearly all vegetation has been destroyed. Our ac-
counts from the interior are to the same effect.

We learn that there was ice in Houston on Monday
morning an eighth of an inch thick. Every green
thing, we are teld, has been killed. We have had
but little information beyond Houston, but there is
said to be no doubt that nearly all the crops in the
country have been destroyed so far as they were out
of thoe ground. We are informed that in the upper
part of the State the ground was so dry that the seed
had not generally come up. And this may possibly
save some of our planters from the disasters. Both
cotton and corn that was up has doubtless been
killed, and we learn there is not seed enough to ren
plant even should it not be too late. We have nsome
opees that the cane uny have escaped. The loss tothe State is almost beyond computation.

A MANst ITns nPISno or NIAGARA--A FEARFUL
PaEDICau Enr-His RoscrE.--The story of Jaseph
Avorye the unfortunate man who lived tbr a day
clinging to a rock in the rapids above the American
Falls at Niagaran will not soon be forgotten ; and an
occurrence of very similar character happened on
Tuesday last. A man named E. C. Taylor, a resident
of West Winfield, Herkimer county, (a guest at the
Ladow Ltouae.) descended the bank of the river near
the osupenlsio bridge, probably for the purpose of
viewing the bridge from below. On reaching the
bottnmi he slipped and fell into the water just above
the bridge, and when discovered was thirty or forty
rods below the bridge near the shore, rolling overand
over, borne along by the resistless current, until he
caught hold of a large rock, and after some hard
struggles succeeded in reaching the top.

The Natchitoches Chronicle informs us that on the
night of the lst inst., the cotton-gin of Mr. Charles
Petroire, near Campte, was destroyed by fire, together
with about 300 bales of cotton.

In the Madison Parish Journal of the 3d inst. W.

sommercial establishments at Vicksbunrg have de-
termined to open a iouse immediately at the new
town. The exampple will be followed by others, and
in a veryshort time we expect to see a large and
flourishing town in existence there.
