Mtetarle Roues--S1xth Day.

The beautiful weather that blessed the sports at the
Metairie during the past week, reached the climax of
its beauty on Saturday. The heavens were bright
and clear; gentle zephyrs sported in the sunshine;
the gardens shed their sweetest odors; the fields and
forests glimmered their greenest, and Dame Nature
fairly flaunted in the pride of her beauty. It cannot,
therefore, he wondered at that the combined influences
of such beautiful weather and the announcement of a
four-mile race between four crack nags should have
the effect which was visible at the Metairie.

The crowd was immense, falling but little short, in
size and animation, of those drawn to that classic
ground several years ago by the famous Lexington
and Lecomte contests. The quarter-stretch was
filled, the ladies' stand presented a fine array, the pub-
lic stand was densely crowded, and the field was alive
with carriages and other vehicles. The course,
altogether, presented quite an exhilarating spectacle
of life and excitement. The density of the crowd in
the public stand led to anl accident of raeher ludicrous
nature, which " our local " duly chronicles in another
part of our paper.

Of the four entries for the race-Col. Bingaman's
Tom McGuJfin, Gen. Wells' Liz Mardis, Mr. West-
more's Red Jacket and Mr. Colomb's Release-the
first-named was the favorite against the field at 100
to 80; though the confidence of the friends of the
other animals caused a good many of them to take
the field even against Tom. Red Jacket and Liz MaInr-
dis ranked about equally in public favor ; Release,
despite her relationship to Lexington, not being
considered in the least dangerous. The great bulk
of the betting was between Tom IMGufofin and the
field.

Finrst Heat.-The start was pretty fair, Release
being in the lead, with Tom McGuffin next, Red
Jacket third, and Liz Mardis last. They kept their
positions, in a string, to the back stretch, whem Tom
pushed up to Release, apparently by way of experi-
ment, and fell back again. They entered the second
mile in unchanged order, and got to the back stretch
before seeming to remember that something had to
be done. Red Jacket pushed up to Tom M•cGuflin,
and bcth passed Release, all three being momentarily
in r bunch-; Liz Mardis also made a lively effort, but
to no purpose, and Release battled nobly to regain
her lost ground. They passed the stand and entered
the third mile well together, Red Jacket in the lead,
hard pushed by Tom. and Liz in the rear. The only
features of tile third mile was Tom McGlifn's taking
his place as pilot of the crowd, to which Red Jacket
offered a vigorous but unavailing objection. In the
fourth mile, Tom had it all his own way till he got
well into the back stretch, when all his antagonists
gave him a desperate tilt, all nearly bunching at one
time, and Liz Mardis refusing to drop the contest.
She made him lay out all his muscle coming down

I the home stretch,and was scarcely more than a length
behind when he pauned under the string, winning the
heat ii 7:54 : no time to brag of, although the last
mile was made in the very respectable time of 1:49.

Second lieut.--Tie odds on Tom McGuffin against
tie field were now two to one, and not readily taken.
The alni;nas all came to the stand in flle condition,
looking as eager for the fray as ever. At thle tap Tomn
McGuflin and Red Jacket got off nearly side by side,
with Liz .Mardi; next and Release behind. In the first
turn tIlhe ey rded closely together. Liz came out
ahead, and kept the lead through the remainder of
the mile and into the back-stretch of the second mile,
where they crniowled together again in an uaseonimonly
lively manner. This time Release showed in the lead,
with 'nT.u next and Liz in thle rear; this position con-
tinued into the third mile, in which, after a brief
string-ran, Tunm gain scratched up to tile front, and
staid there. Release chased hlim sharply into the
fourlth mile, alter which shege opve the contest, per-
mitting Red Jacket to paas her and give Tom a final
tussle. The thing, however, was settled. Tom kept
at a re pect.ible distance ahead, apparently without
an erifrt, and won the heat aud!the race in 7:39i-ex-
eellent time, considering the looseness of the track,
and a wor thy eC-nlusi on to one of tile finest weeks of
sport ever had over the Metairie Course.

Ton SourT-cN PUcLrr.-The Richmond (Va.)
Dispatch thus replies to a Northern idea-that the
Southern pulpit will respond politically to the North-
ern political pulpit:
" The Southern pulpit has not deserved this injus-

tice. During the whole exciting period of the last
Presidential contest, when New England pulpits were
thundering anathemas against Buchanan, Fillmore
and the South, not a single pulpit in all the Southern
States was desecrated by political preaching. Not
one clergyman in the whole South prostituted the
sacred desk to political purposes. Our preachers, of
Sall denominations, have confined themselves to the
preaching of the gospel, and will continue to do so.
knowiug tlhat their Masters kingdom is not of
this world. Which of tihe two, the Southern or Free-
soil clergy, reflect in their Iulpit course the spirit of
their Master? Which are the truest exponents of
Cllristianity?"

The above does nothing more than simple justice to
Southern ministers of the gospel. They appreciate
the dignity and holiness of their vocation, and find
enough to engage all their attention in their appropri-
ate sphere. And for inculcating and enforcing by
precept and practice the doctrines of the meek and
lowly Jesus, they are venerated by their congrega-
tions and exercise a wide-spread, salutary influence
over the general community. If Northern minis-
ters would but conform to their example, an immense
amount of good would follow.

WAR WITH NEW GRANADA IMMINENT!

The U. S. mail steamship Philadelphia, A. G. Gray,
Commander, left New York at 2 o'clock P. M. on the
2d inst., Havana at 3 P. M. on the 9th, and arrived at
her wharf at 8 o'clock last night. She brings 184
passengers, the California mails from San Francisco
to March 23, and a large cargo from New York.

The Pacific mail steamship Golden Gate left San
Francisco on the20th March, but having struck on a
rock when but a short distance from that port, she re-
turned to repair the damage, and sailed again on the
23d for Panama, at which place she arrived on the
4th inst., bringing 550 paasengers and $1,400,000 in
treasnore.

The U. S. mail steamship George Law left Aspin-
wall for New York at 4 P. M. on the 4th inst., with
450 passengers and about $1,250,000 in treasure.

The U. S. mail steamer Granada, Capt. McGowan,
arrived at Havana from Aspinwall on the afternoon
of the 8th inst.

The steamship SiBlerra Nevads would not leave San
Francisco for San Juan, until April 20th. The de-
mands of the United States Minister had been indig-
nantly refused by the government of New Granada.
Negotiations had been broken off, and the United
States Minister had left for Bogota en route for
Washington, having been previously insulted by the
mob of that place. War was expected by the Sew
Granadian government.

They
stated that they left on the Friday night previous-
that Col. Lockridge was then at fachnca Rapids, and
that he had been engaged up to that time in getting
his provisions, ammunition, etc., over the Rapids-
that it was his intention to attack Castillo the next
morning (Saturday.)

James Smith, have been dismissed from the command
for intemperance, and forconduct unbecoming officers
and gentlemen; and charges have been preferred
against them and forwarded to Headquarters of the
Army.

He says that extreme monotony characters the
physical features of the whole country; traverste
trom the Victoria to the 140th meridian, the intoAor
of the country appearing to consist of table land'of
sandstone formation, averaging 800 feet above the
level of the sea, along the edge of which small rivers
take their rise and traverse the short space which in-
tervenes between the table land and the ocean.

This table land appears to form the continuation
of the interior desert, which exists to the south of
the Victoria. The insignificant size of the water
course crossed between the Victoria and the Albert
rivers is almost proof that no country, available for
the purposes of settlement, exists south of the ltne
traversed, while the small quantity of available land
seen to the north renders it improbable that any con-
siderable tract of land suitable for settlement exists
on the south-west shore of the Gulf of Carpentaria.
On the western side of the Golf is a fine tract of
land, in which the Roper river rises.

In reference to settlement, Mr. Gregory divides the
country into three districts, each with its distinct
character, climate and geographical position, viz :
The N. W. Coast, the Gulf of Carpentaria, and the
Eastern Coast.
