lhTaebove does not award full justice. The Demo-
s)m6 party is not alone guilty in the premises-
ithoeogh the most sancessful in enlisting the support

of laveholders The old Whig party always tried to
enade that influence, and usuallyfailed. The Ameri-
ant party strove for it and was lamentably defeated.
The Democrats could oit-talk and out-promise either
eandgivethem two in the game. And thus, between
the contending parties, a vital question, involving
Soathern rights, power and safety, was kicked about
from pillar to post, and made a stepping-stone, or
sought to be made a stepping-stone by the political
leaders and wire-workers of all parties, not one in ten
of whom possessed the smollest pecuniary interest in
he preservation of the institution of domestic slavery !

Thit is a plain matter-of-fact statement ; and we
unbmit that it is worthy the profoundest consideration
f,-nlavehoiders whether they will allow this danger-

eus and suicidal system of partisan tactics to be pur-
msedstill farther. All of the trouble between the
Northtand the South has grown out of slavery and
elaveholders; and yet there is no doubt non-slave-
holderm, on account of the divisions amongand apathy
of slaveholderg, have guided and governed the policy
of the South for the last quarter of a .century. A
crisis has arisen in the affairs of the country which
imperatively demands that they should exercise their
intflence promptly, inflexibly and judiciously. If
they do not,they will deserve no sympathy, no matter
what disasters overtake them.

W'ith this digression we will- proceed to give, as a
matter of news, the resolutions adopted by the Amer-
ieal State Council of Kentucky, adopted on the fol-
lowing day, 3d instant:

Resolved, That the election of Mr. Buchanan was
not a rejection by the people of the United States of
the cotrolling and fundamental principle of the Amer.

Resolved, That we sincerely believe that a large
majority of our countrymen are of the opinion that
a radical change in the naturalization laws is neces-
sary to maintain the purity of our institutions and to
preserve our nationality.

Resolved, That the h'ederal Union being the only
safeguard of American liberty, every true patriot
sheld devote his best energies to its preservation.kesolved, That the systematic agitation of the
aslveryiqueetionihasbroughtour Union into peril,and

it s the duty of every American patriot not to inter-
fore with tle institutions of other States over which
he has no legitimate control.

Reolrved, Thatwe are opposed to the interference of
lip General Government in the settlement of the ques-
ien of slavery in the Territories, and we believe that
the citizens of the United States, bona fide residents
an te Territoeries, have the right to determine the

qcestionof slavery when they come to the adoption
of a State constitution.

Resolvsed, That the principle euunciated by the
President of the United States that "it is the impera-
tive and indispensable duty of the Government of the
United States to secure to every resident inhabitant
the free and independent expression of his opinion by
his vote" in the Territories of the United States, is a
departure from sound policy, and should be resisted
by every patriotic citizen oi the confederacy, as the
worst form in which the odious doctrine of "rouatter
sovereignty" can be offered to the acceptance of the
Amerioan people.

Resolved, That the Americans of Kentucky require
their candidates for Congress to avow the determina-
tion to oppose the passageof any law establishing the
basis of suffrage in the Territories upon more iuhabi-
rancy. They demand citizenship as the iost requi-
ite and qualification for suffrage,and they regard the

proposition of the Buchanan administration to enable
aliens to participate in the formation of State Consti-
tution, as a gross perversion of principle, a wide de-
partore from sound policy, and tihe best evidence that
time and events have added to the reasons which
originally induced the organization of the American
artv.

ReRsdead, That while the American party in the
State of Kentucky tolerates free discussion and free
expression of individual opinions on the various polit
incl questions of the day, yet, under every political
complication, the pure question or Americanim shall
take precedence of oill others.

.eaofved, That it is important for the best interests
of the American party of our common country that
there shall be a full representation of all the States in
the National Council to be convened in the city of
Louisvllle, Kentucky, on the 1st Tuesday in June
next, and that the hospitalities of the party in Ken-
tacky he, and are hereby tendered, to the delegates
from the other States.

We are somewhat in doubt as to the mode in which
the American party of Louisiana is to be represented
in the Louisville Convention. That Convention is to
assembleon the first Tuesday in June. The Conven-
tion in this State is to assemble in Baton Rouge on the
secondhMonday in June. The Executive Committee
may be empowered to appoint a suitable number of
delegates, or else, in view of the exigencies of the
oase, the membersthereof may think properto av ume
all needful responsibility. In either event there is lit
tie question any action which may be taken will be
deemed satisfactory.

THE iI1KY SHOW.
tas n n t• itinerant monkey show that

-bsiaato bishlngt public for som honthspast?
Iy f, wko ip l 1uo place where ohr daily ram-

b hbte ledot Otup town, down towqtont back of
?wn, er and Wrherein the middle of town, have we
failed to encounter that wonderful show, progressing
In f llod'tde of pnblic favor.

When we first saw it, on Canal street, there could
not have been less than a thousand people clustered
around it, breathless, gaping and grinning, the outer
circle elf the crowd tiptoing it anxiously for peeps
over the walls of the shoulders within. No shabby
crowd either, although it had its shabby proportion:
there were stately merchants, busy clerks, dignified
gentlemen of leisure, and all sorts of genteel people,
mixed up with draymen, wood-sawyers, servant
women, newsboys, children of all degrees, and ne-
gros-a promiscuous assemblage, truly-but all on a
perfect equality, as regarded the lxunry of beholding
that wonderful monkey show. And since then,
wherever yie have stumbled upon it, has its potency
been visible in the complete and reckless suspension
of business, and the general sfiairs of life, which the
flrst groan of the organ and the first hop of the little
red-jacket brought about.

Well, what is this show that creates such a sensa-
tion and reaps such a harvest of picayunes and dimes ?
It is nothing but a monkey lshow, such as some years
ago attracted no moreattention than the monkeyless

organs which now go mourning about through the
sleepy streets. We can account for its popularity
with the masses only by remcmbering the dearth of
monkeys that has afflicted the world for some years
past, and by setting down the present furore as the
mere indulgence of a new sensation, flavored with
memories of an old one, long gone by. We can tell,
.by the manner and attitude of many sober-looking
people who halt toI look at little Red Jacket, that
they feel it small, beneath their dignity, to stop for a
monkey-show, yet are chained to the spot by a magic
they can scarcely resist. Gentlemen seated on balco.
nies and leaning in doorways may take their fill of
the show without loss of dignity ; but the well-dressed
pe4estrian must find it hard to halt without feeling a
certain loss of pride. He would never stop, we opine,
only from a conviction that little Red Jacket absorbed

all the gaze in the neighborhood, and that he could

contribute his gaze without being noticed. So en-

ticing is a monkey-so wonderful the present monkey

show. Having properly paved the way, we will now

make an important, if not a startling announcement
We have stopped to look at that monkey show!

And we have done so not once, or twice, but a dozen
times. We have not, however, in so doing, experi-
enced the depreciation of dignity which we have dis-
covered in others; for we always feel stout in the
conviction that a newspaper man has.a right to go
eyerywhere and take a good look at everything, pur-

chasing his immunity by shedding a subsequent illd-
mination in print. And by this article, good reader,
we pay for the divers " feasts of reason and flows of
soul" we have enjoyed, in our contemplations of the
wonderful monkey show.
But it is not the automaton tricks and fooleries of

little Red Jacket, which so much astonish the juve-
niles and the unthinking population at large, that
captivate us. We look over and beyond the monkey,
and see sundry things infinitely more interesting. We
feast upon the spectacle of three full-grown men-
say about four hundred pounds of flesh and blood-
making a fat and easy living off' of one little monkey,

weighing, with jacket, caop, and all, about three
pounds. This is great food for reflection. We feel
that the tiny Red Jacket is dreadfully imposed upon,
all for want of a little intellect. Hie can do a great
many cute little things, but not without prompting.
If he could get along without prompting, and had
sense enough to be his own manager, what could'nt
he do? He would soon be a millionaire monkey, and
deem it a condescension to dine with crowned heads.
If, without intellect, he can support three great lub.
berly men, what sort of a family of his own might he
not keep, with intellect ? If he lived up to his means,
he would be able to provide stylishly for a whole
colony of monkeys. In short, there is no end to the
train of thought suggested by this one aspect of the
wonderful monkey show.
We next relish the plan of the show. It is organiz-

ed in regular theatrical style. One lubber acts as

manager, carrying around his contribution cup and
extending the circle according to the rize of the
crowd. The sleek head of a monkey projects from
his capacious bosom; but this monkey never does

anything, though he offers some claim to considera-
tion by his susceptibility to peanuts. A similar mon-

key peeps from the bosom of the second lubber. The
crowd wait and wait to see this monkey come out and

do something ; but we look upon them as on the

bottom lines of a theater bill: " This and that in re-
hearsal, with gorgeous new sceneries and stage efbcts,.

etc.;" and we don't wait. Lubber No. 2 is acting
manager and prompter to the wonderful little Red
Jacket. His propertyiroom is an enormous satchel
slung to his side, and stolffed with mysteries which
would keep the juveniles waiting till doomsday. Lub-
her No. 3 is the orchestra. He grinds away at a mel-
lifluous organ,almost as strong-lunged as a calliope,
and airs military, sentimental, merry and sad, are

droned forth, according to the particular wonders

which little Red Jacket may be enacting at the time.
We gaze at all three of the lubbers together, and as
we see the harvest of dines they rake in, we look into

the future and see their beautiful and splendidly
dressed daughters be5et by falhiunable sighan ais,
ready to call out and exterminate any caitiff' base

enough to twit them with running after an ex-Organ-
grinder's daughter.

But, to us, the gem of this exhibition is tile nllber

who prompts little Red Jacket. Slouchy, sallow-
faced, lazy and sleepy-eyed, he looks like a man who
had discovered the vanity of hope and the emptinlss

of fame. lIe has a nose, and a moustache and whis-

kern, that would honor a minister plenipotentiary,
whilst his general solemnity might be envied by
an undertaker. It is curious to see such a nose,
and such a moustache and whisker, alive to no-

thing but the antics of the little monkey on his
tripod. As we gaze at them--the man and the mon-
key-the idea seizes us, that by some mysterious
process. and by years of patient labor, the man has
infused all his vitality into the monkey, or nearly all,
retaining only enough for his own actual necessities,
in putting the monkey on his stand, handing him his
hoop. whip, sword and gun, and pretendlig to be
hurt when the monkey in a pretended rage gives him
a clip on his ugly mug. It seems to be a sort of
Siamese twin arrangement: we are oppressed with
the fear that if the monkey should die,the malt wotold
die also, or live an idiot. In this coalition between
man and beast, which sinks the one and exalts the
other, there is inexhaustible food for philosophical re-
flection.

Finally, we lore to criticise the faces of the crowd
that gapes at the wonderfil monkey show. It is a

sight worth looking at, the more so because it is be-
yond the portrayal of art. Who ever saw n picture
of a crowd looking at a monkey-show? Nobsdly.
Hogarth s self could never have tratsl'elred to canvas

a scene of the kind; because the varlity of grin,
griunace and state, to be seen inl the fiaces of acrowd
such as is every day witnessed in our New Orleans
streets, can never be grasped by tile hliand of art.

Pardon Ia, good reader ! We are grinding out an

article as tiresome ais tulle by tihe Unoaiky-torchetlc•t
So, for the present, we drop the subject. iltrat are
monkeys ; great are monkey-trainers ; and wonder-

fully great is the great monkey show !

A NmoRo DIGNATION M.mn•NG.-On the evening
of the 2d inst., a meeting'bf colored persons was held

in Philadelphia, the objeutbeing, as announced in the
call, " To consider the atrocious decision Of the Sa-
pretne Court in the Dred Scott case, and other out-
rages to which the colored people are subjected under
the Constitution of the United States." Various
speeches were made and a series of resolutions were
adopted in furtherance of the objects of the meeting.

AnTI-SLAVERY E.XOITErENT IN JAMAICA.-The
inhabitants of Jamaica recently got up a very res-
pectable anti-slavery excitement, such as Boston
would delight in. The Jamaica planters finding that
they cannot compete with the Cuban planters, attri-
bnte the cause to the slave trade between Africa and
Ceba; whereupon they ask that the Government of
Great Britain shall blockade the Cuban coast so that
the African slave-trade shall be suppressed. Some of
the Jamaica people think that the Coolie system is
quite as bad as the slave trade.

RUNNING OFF WITH A TEL:OIRAPrI LINE.-A O1co-
motive between St. Louis and Springfield, a day or
two ago, got attached to the wire of the telegraph
line, which a storm of wind had thrown down, and
away it went on its course tearing down the poles for
a distance of two miles, and keeping up a most tre-
mendous crash and clatter as one after another came
tumbling down and were added to the queer retinue
of the train. The locomotive arrived in town in good
time, and the engineer then first discovered that he
had the lightning train behind him.

HforIrILE DEATIi.--The Republican Banner, of
Nashville, Tenn., gives an account of a young man
named E. C. Glasgow filling from the wire suspension
bridge, across the Cumberland, at that city. He was
found the morning alter. The fall was about a hun-
dred feet. lis arms, legs and back were broken and f

flesh much cuit and mutilated.

tREo.lss or A MasTono.--The Williamsburg Ga-
zette says that two sailors recently discovered, about I
a mile west of that place, tIe tusks of some huge ani-
mal, which were five feet eight inches in length.
Three joints of the back bone were allso found, each
measuring two feet seven inches in diameter. These
specimens are to be removed to the Philadelphia
Museum.

ToE TRIAL OF THE MURDERERS OF THE BIASSACIIU-
SErrs ST.TE PRISON OFFICErS.--The trial of Magee,
the murderer of Deputy Warden Walker, has resulted
in the disagreement of the jury. Attorney General
Cliftird read a communication he had received,signed
by eleven of the jurors, stating that the jury lhad stood

eleven for conviction to one acquittal from the outset,
and that Mr. John Fenno, the foreman, who disagreed,
did so because he believed the prisoner committed the
homicide under an insane delusion ; and further, that
he believed no man could commit murder unless under

a delusion. Another trial oi Magee will be hold in the

Supreme Judicial Court at Boston.
At a late hour on the night of the 4th inst., the jury

in the case of Charles L. Cater, indicted for killing

Solon H. Tenny. the Warden of the State prison, ren-
dered a verdict of" guilty.': The jury were out about

forty minutes. Cater made a speech justifying his

act, on the ground of unwholesome food and ill-treat-
ment towards himself and fellow-prisoners by the au-
thorities of thle prison.

Two Ml.an SInOT Y AN INvnIrAn.-The Wabasnhawr

(Minnesota) Journal of a recent date statcs that is
Mr. Jerry Montricket and Harrison Loomis-the fir-
mier of Minnesota and the latter of Wiscon-in-were
towing a boat along the edge of the ice oa the Misis-
siplpi, between the mouth of the Chiplpewa and Nel-
son's Landing, on the Wisconsin side, they were met
by three Sioux Isdians, one of whom (from Clonk)i
was intoxicated, and who, without any provocation
whatever, raised his gun, gave the fearful war-whoop
and shouting "Chippewa," fired at the above-named
gentlemen. Mr. ILoomis died a day or two afterwards,
and the other gentlemen was notont of danger. Tile
Indian was arrested and hung by tile citizens on tile
spot where he committed the crime.

Weather ean Crops In LouIslana.

From the Terrebonne Ceres, of Saturday last, we
extract the following :

The past week has been a sorrowful one to the
planting community. The bright hopes of early and
abundant crops have proved to be illusive. The order
of the seasons seems to be reversed-our spring
coming in February, and our winter in March and
April. The crops have been suffering some time for
amin, and on Sunday night last the heavens indicated
aheavy fall, but the rain came very sparingly while
the clouds exhausted tlhemnselves by giving its a reg-
ular hurricane from the north, which continued nearly
ill right. In the mornting our pavements weie covered

with ce, some of which remained till 8 o'clock. Very
little damage was done vegetation on account of the
wind; but Monday night being calm and clear, an-
other freeze ensued producing deplorable results.
Gardens were rained, cane very much injured, and
corn so completely destroyed that most of it will have
to be replanted.

The Concordia Intelligencer, of Friday last, says:
On the Davis plantation, near our office, the cotton is

consideralbly cut down, but it is supposed that enough
is left together with the good germinating in the
ground and not yet come up, to make ita good stand.
We bear from Chlotard'a Ibate lace thalt the corn

has not been spoiled, though considerably injured, by
the frost.
Tuesday and Wednesday were warm sunshliny days

with a strong and rather raw South wind, and onI
Wednesday evening it became cloudy, and rainy, with
the wind tfrom the north.

Notwithstanding the hard freeze of Sunday night,

and the subsequent hard frost, ourngriculturn neingh-
hors anticipate but trilling injory to the growing crops.

The China Expedition.

The force about to be concentrated at Hong-Kong
Will consist of two brigades of infantry, composed of
the 5th Fasiliers, now on their passage freom the Man-
ritins, the 59th Regiment, now, at Hong-Kong, the 2:3d
Fusilliers, the 02d, 90th and 93d Regimeots, which
will proceed as soon as the shipping arrangements
are completed. This force mill be further reinlorced
by four companies of artillery from WYoolwich, 1,000
Marines and 100 men of the Itoya! Eongineers; while,
in the shape of oauxiliary corps, it will be accompanied
by one battallon of the military train, and 200 men
of the Medical Staff' Corneis.

The Commander-in-Chief will be Manjor-General
Ashburnham, C. B., who had command in the Sutler
campaign he goes out with the rank of Lieutenant
General. The first brigade will be commanded by
Major-General Sir Robert Garrett, K. C. B., now com-
manding a brigade at Gibraltar, and the second bri-
gade by Mujor-General Straubenzee, C. B., who holds
a similar position in Dublin garrison. Colonel Pakecu-
ham, C. I., who was Adljautaott eneraCl of tilhe Crinmean
army, will the t Aljntant General to the divisicn,
and Colaonel Wetherall, C. II., late Quarter.Master
General of the Turkish Coantingent, goes out in the
same capacity It China.
