with pieces of broken bottles, bricks and tiles, to the
water. They ae compelled to pas through the wo-
men who line the banks, and the remarks which en-
sue are revolting and indelicate beyond description.
One by one they are received by the priest, who,
amid shouts of laughter, dips each individual, pro-
nooncing over them the formula : "I, being commis-
sioned by Jesus Christ, baptize thee for the reniasion
of thy sens, in the name of the Father, the Son and
the Holy Ghost." As he utters these words he lays
them beneath the water, and the individual who is
being baptized being in every case blinded by the
water, there is a struggle to rise, and on several occa-
sions both priest and baptized roll over together in
the stream. As may be imagined, this affords ilm-
mense amusement to the mob, who testify their ap-
probation by clapping of hands, shrieks and roars of
merriment.
