The Jockey Club races having onclnded with Tom
McGuffin's four-mile victory on Saturday, a supple-
mnentary race, of two mile heats, for a proprietor's
purse of $400, came off yesterday. The weather was
again deliciously beautiful and pleasant-the rain of
Sunday, however, having made the track rather
heavy--and the attendance was fair, though not near
as large as it should have been, all things considered.

The entries were Mr. Brand's Bill Fisher, Mr. Co-
lomb's Forty Cents, Mr. Richards' Viley, and Col.
Bingaman's Mary B. None of the animals had en-
thusiastic friends, no one being offered against the
field, or againstany other one at odds. Bill Fisher
and Viley were rather more in favor than the fillies;
but not enough to stimulate betting.

First Heat.-Mary B. got the start. In the first
turn they showed in a string, Mary leading, Vlley
coming next, Bill Fisher third and Forty Cents last*
In the back stretch Bill brushed past Mary, and Viley
took his place by her side, Forty Cents remaining be-
hind. In the last turn Viley left Mary, passed Bill
and led into the second mile. Rounding into thetorn
they again showed in a string, which was brokenf by
Bill taking another tilt at Viley and pawsing him. In
the back stretch they strong out again, but on up-
proaching the last turn Mary and Viley made a com-
bined effort and entered the turn in a bunch with
Bill; they soon passed him, and then coming down
the home stretch Viley and Mary laid themselves out
in earnest for victory. Mary managed to keep the
lead throdgh, find won the beat bya length in 3:581.

Second Heat.-Mary was now the favorite, though
not at tempting odds-Viley was held in fear, and
the betting was small. At the tap Mary again got
the start, Viley following next, and Forty Cents in
the rear. There was no change of position till reach-
ing the back-stretch, when Bill Fisher went to work
and passed both Viley and Mary, Vileyalso crowding
up, and compelling Mary to take the third place.
This position-Bill in the lead and Forty Cents in her
old place, the rear-was maintained to the back-
stretch of the second mile, where Mary let loose sud-
denly and brushed past Viley and Bill, again taking
the lead. fn the last turn, however, she was despe-
rately pushed, Viley in the struggle paiing Bill and
creeping up to Mary's side. They came down the
stretch at a desperate gait, apparently neck and
neck; but when they passed under the string, Mary
proved to be a neck's length ahead. She won the
heat and the race in 3:52,.
