Aftalen with the Chinese Enmpire.

The. deputation of gentlemen appointed by the
merchants of New York and Boston engaged in the
China trade to come to Washington and present to
the Presideatitheir views in relation to that great
nieroa•tile i•terest, have performed their errand, we
understand, aod says the National Intelligencer of
the 8th, their report will probably be made public on
their return home. In the meantime the importance
of the subject induces as to anticioipate that report
by copying from the Washington correspondence of
the New York Evening Peost the annexed information
-substantially correct, we suppose-of the views and
intentions of the Government, commnunicated by the
Prosident to the deputation:

The deputation of Boston and New York merchants,
who have been attempting to procure the co operation
of this Government with Great Britain and France in
the demands of forther commercial privileges from
the Cort of China, have left Washington tolerably
'stlisfid with the success of their mssion. They de-
sired no belligerent alliance with foreign Powers, but
only that a special diplomatic agent of the United
Btatesof eahigh grade should be on hand at the close
of the war, so as to unite with the -epesentatives
of Franceand England in presenting claims for a
more extended intercourse with the interior of China,
and in sharing the general advantages of the expect-
ed victory. The result, however, of their visit in
Washington is the assurance from Mr. Buchanan that
a suficlent naval and military force shall be sent to
pretect the interests f American cominerce at the live
Chinese ports now open to it, although no particlpan-
ton can be taken in the hostilities waged by the
Allies.
"• r. Bachapan also intimated to the committee

that, in accordance with their desire, a Commissioner
should be sent to China, clothed with special powers
to obtainsach more liberal terms of commercial rela-
tions with that country as nty be deemed practicable.
It is understbod that the Presideat concurs in the
wishes of the French and English Governments, in
reference to the concessions to be sought from China
by the leadingpowers, so far as such wishes have been
indicated by their respective tinisters at Washington.
The suggestion made by the commercial delegation
aeetsa hiispproval. It proposes a union for the pur-

pese of obtaining adirect face to face negotiation
with the Emaeror himself, including, of course, theap-
pointment of a fall Minister at Pekin.

"Tihemercantile delegation at the White House
unanimosly urged the name of ex-Attorney General
Cashing, who, as Commissioner. had negotiated our
harst diplomatic convention with China, andrd lthotgh

the President Ip notRapparently disposed to favor any
of the intimate friends of his predecessor, lie has sige
nifled a readies a to yield to the application.'

A Washington dispatch of the 8th inst., announced
that the mission to China had been tendered to the
lop. Wtlliaua B. Reed, of Philadelphia, and a dispatch
of the 11th, from thesame place, declared that lie had
aicepted the appointment. Both these dispatches
were published by us,and, therefore the information
will not be news to our reader,
We have no•adtiration for Caleb Cushing as a man,

but we are.free to espress the belief that his selection
would have been the best for the difficult and intricate
Chinese mission at this time. Iebhs had intercourse-
with them-has met them in a diplomatic capacity--
and this experience, necessarily, clothes him with ad-
vantages of no ordinary character. The Chinese are
a peculiar, self-isolated people, and must be approach-
ed ea such, if we would not have our negotiations prove.
fruitess. A man who might make a splendid Am-
bassador to England and France would, in all proba-
b•lity, turn but worse than useless among the Celes-

It appears to be a circular
forwarded from New York to Liverpool :

Dear Sir: We have not had this pleasure for some
tine, and can onlyapologise for it by the dangerous
prices that cotton has ruled at so far this season,
which would have rendered regular correspondence
both useless and expensive, although a good commis-
sion account would have been very agreeable to us,
still we could not ask our friends to go into an article
npon which the chance of profit was so very remote,
and the probabilities of loss enormousoin case of the
least, disarrangement of any one of the causes that
have sustained prices; add to which, we are not of
those who believe in such low estimates of crop as
many large holders of cotton have been pleased to
promnulgate, being perfectly satistied that the present
igh prices are inducing planters to hold in the coun-

try ler still higher prices. A decline of one to two
cents would send such a rush of cotton to market as
would astonish 2,800,000 and 2,300,000 bale estima-
tors, which are now so common, and which certainly
are very ridiculous, when there is now 2,600,000 bales
in the ports, and five and one-third months still to
receive in In a word, we adhere to 3,200,000 bales,
and feel confident we shall be found correct.

Well, after perusing the above, we must confess we
are relieved of a weighty load, and so will our plant-
ers of heavy responsibilities when they get that
"rush of cotton" to market. As for our cotton fac-
tors who are supposed to be concerned in this rush,
how we should envy their enormous gains, presuming
a good commission account, according to the above,
would be very agreeable. How ridiculous must all
the keen and sagacious operators who have been in
our market this season feel on reading the above
transcendent views of a New York would-be cotton
merchant. We can only conclude that there are
Tyro's emulous of distinctiop, and as one way to reach
it is as good as another, the concocting of such epis-
tles as the above appeared about as fair an opportu-
nity as any other.

We shall have another circular of a similar cliurac-
ter to the above shortly, anI shall place it before our
readers. We must defer further remarks for the
present.
