Wtendkian, of human nature ; and those who disregard
ite'eeons Invariably finm themselves, where they
onght to he; wofully mired in the sloughs of disaster.

The questions natdratly arises, in this connection,
how are we, of the extreme South, to avert these im-
pending disasters? We have nothing to do with any
other question, viewing It in a practical, buoiness
.light. Well, there are several ways, one of which is
certain, and the others attended with difficulty. The
first mode is for the Legislatures of the States south
of aline drawn below Virginia, Maiyland, Kentucky
and Miseourl, to pass laws absolutely prohibiting the
tats and emigration southward of slaves from those
States This would prevent the holders of slaves in
those States from becoming piously philanthropio at
our expense, as did the slaveholders of the New
Eoglanid and other States after selling their negroes
to the people of Virginia, Maryland, etc. We are
honestly of opinion that people should not be gene-
rous, liberal, and animated with the loftiest senti-
ments, at ths aseI and endire cost of other people t
We-do not mean to refleot upon anybody in what is

expressed above. Far from it. We only meant to
tell omeo 'honest truths, and intimate a few sensible
praettoalities. l

Theole is another method of averting the evil. Itcan
beadone by the itrodnction oea few hundred thoursood
Chinese Coolies. It is true, the Coolie trade is infl-
nitely more odlons than the slave trade-is far more

nehristian, barbarous and inhumano-but what of
that? The abolition Christian World smiles pleas-
anilyat the Coolie trade-fosters Coolie emigration--
and whie dooming the poor free Coolies to a shivery
infinitely worse (to use the false arguments of the ae-
olitionists) than Southern negro slavery, turns tp the
whites of its pious eyes, and thanks aoothat it is not
leprosied with slavery The F.nglish use Coolie labor ;
the Spanish use Coolie labor-the Boston shripping
merchants have may vessels employed ito the trans
portation of Coolies; and Coolie labor is found vastly
produnctive to both shipper and planter. Why, then,
should not Southern planters avail themselves of Coolie
labor? Coolie labor is cheaper than negro labor. One
Coolie will do as much work as two negroes, and it
costs more to support one negro than It does four Cool-
lea. Baldet, when a Coolie dies nothing is lost, he
being free, but when anegro dies away goes a cool
thousand dollars, to may the least. Then, again, ac-
cording tot Egaish and Spanish regulationrs, an IndeB n
tared Coolie e a plantation is ten-fold more a slave,
although nominally free, than a real, bona fide negro
slave. Why? The owner is bound, by stringent
statutes, to take good care of his slave. te is not
bound to take care of his Cooies-nhis free slaves.
Yet, In thla Christian age, one system of servitude,
benign h its worlings and sauted to the nature and
habits of those to whom it applies, Is fiercely de-
naonced, while the other receives the sanction of the
civilised world l.
Our readers will perceive from the above that we

areus nt unqualifiedly in foer aof the Coolie traisiu.
Neither do we say that we hase insurmountable ob-
jeetions to it. What Boston encourages and England
promotes candot be so neel bad, after all. But our
intention was, by pointing out to the Southern peo-
pie whence a supply of cheap labor might be oh-
trained; to demonstrate to them that they could get
along without draining the Northern slave States an.
nualty of their surplus negro population--tlhat they
could, in fact, obtain as good and cheaper labior else-
where, without aiding the cause of emancipation.
That's all.t.
